TRANSPLANTING TREES. 

Autumn transplanted trees have 
the advantage of those planted in the 
spring, in the better settling of the 
earth about the roots, so that they are 
ready for an early start But there 
are two things to look to, or they will 
he likely to be worse off than spring 
set, trees. The wind often whips 
them about, and makes a hole around 
the stem, greatly to their injury. In 
such cases dig the earth away from 
them with a spade down to the roots, 
and replace good mellow earth (not 
hard lumps) about them, pressing it 
well about the tree with the foot The 
other difficulty is the hardening of the 
surface of earth into a crust. This must 
be dug up and made mellow, if you 
would have the trees do well through 
the summer. Trees set out in spring 
often have the advantage of fall trans­
planted trees, {because the earth is 
left mellow after setting, instead of 
hardened into a stiff crust by winter 
and spring rains. But if the care is 
taken here pointed out, the fall-set 
trees will do the best

OREGON. 

The Redwood Falls Oazette pub­
lishes a letter from L. M. Baker, 
who removed from that place to Sa­
lem, Oregon. Mr. Baker says: 

"The country is not what it is rep­
resented ; it is too highly colored. 
There is good land at $5 per acre, 
but it is covered with a heavy growth 
of fir-timber and would cost $100 per 
acre, and 40 years to clear it. What 
would you think of trees eight feet 
through with roots spreading 15 to 
20 feet each way ? Then old settlers 
say that wheat will run the land out 
in ten years. I know that on the 
old farms, this year, they raised more 
wild oats than wheat On the high 
lands the fern has taken posses­
sion and as it never freezes they can't 
get rid of it; plowing only makes it 
grow the better. Fruit grows in 
abundance. Corn will not ripen in 
the Williamette Valley. The tem­
perature, this summer would not av­
erage above 65°. We had frost on 
the 10th and 11th of August. The 
mercury went to 90° Sept. 3d, but 
paid us off next day, for we had to 
keep tire all day. 

"As to vegetables, they cannot grow 
as many to the acre nor as good qual­
ity as you can in Minnesota. Wheat 
is 65 cents per bushel. The William­
ette Valley is not a good stock coun­
try, as the wild grass is all run out 
and tame grass does not do well. 
Stock men drive their stock east of 
the Cascade Mountains for pasture. 

"This is not a healthy country, in 
the valleys; too much ague, billious 
and typhoid fever, congestive chills, 
consumption and rheumatism. It is 
the worst climate for consumptives I 
ever saw. 

"The country is overrun with me­
chanics, wages are low and money is 
scarce. The people have little enter­
prise, are mostly from Missouri. 

"It was raining when I came here, 
last November, and rained till July 
3d and then we had no rain until 
September 6th. Everything has 
dried up."

FARMERS, PAY YOUR DEBTS I 

JFVOWI the Milwaukee Journal of Commerce. 

We have every year had occasion 
to urge farmers in the fall to come* 
forward as honest, business men and 
pay to the country store keeper the 
bills he had promised to pay in the 
fall. The obligation to pay a store 
bill will be held sacred by every hon­
orable farmer—and to pay it when it 
is due. Time is a vital part of every 
contract. The farmer is doubtless 
often thoughtless on this .point, and 
sometimes he is ignorant. He has no 
busiueaa to be. He should look at 
the facts as they are. He should 
recognize his own importance in the 
general economy. It seems a little 
thing for one farmer to ask his trades­
man to extend him a little time on a 
billof$50or$100. But when any 
considerable proportion of the six 
million farmers of the United States 
demand such a favor—let the farm­
er calculate the consequences to the 
trade of the country ! For any indi­
vidual to contribute his part towards 
a general disaster of this nature is 
wicked and mean. It is not a bit less 
dishonorable or less criminal than the 
present attempt of the operators to 
get the wheat crop out of the north­
west at less than its cost to the pro­
ducers. 

The farmer has a right to hold his 
own wheat. He has a right to re­
strict his purchases, and to refuse 
to go in debt. For any consequent 
derangement to the calculations of 
merchants, the wheat gamblers, who 
have crowded down the market in 
order to feather their own nests, are 
directly and solely responsible. But 
Squire Corn Crib has no right what­
ever to make Mr. Atlantic A. carry 
him through the fall season on an ac­
count which he has promised to set­
tle by the first of September. He has 
no right to let the country merchant 
go to the wall because speculators in 
Milwaukee and Liverpool have put 
down the price of wheat. That is 
robbery. It is crime. 

SOMETHING BESIDES WHEAT. 

Would it not be well to stop pur­
suing this ignis fatuus of European 
markets for wheat and pay more at­
tention to other grains ? Corn pays 
better and so do oats and potatoes 
than does this grain. Fifty-seven per 
cent, of the-inhabitants of Minnesota 
are now engaged in its cultivation, 
while sheep and cattle raising and 
general farming languish. Every 
other product this season is paying 
better than wheat, which is hardly 
returning the amount of money spent 
on it. Corn and oats are paying 
nearly $20 per acre. Potatoes bring 
seventy-five cents per bushel, while 
horses, cattle, hogs and sheep always 
find a ready market at a remuner­
ative price. Let us show the Com­
missioner of Agriculture, who made 
a statement the other day "That Min­
nesota was only happy when Europe 
was starving," that we can live and 
prosper, even if not a bushel of our 
products go across the water.—Farm­
ers' Union. 

NATCHEZ UNDER THE HILL. 

Natchez, like Vicksburg, lies on a 
line of bluffs which rear their bold 
heads imposingly from the water.. It 
is one of the loveliest of Mississippi 
towns, and was once the home of im­
mense wealth, as well as much culture 
and refinement. He who sees only 
Natchez-under-the-Hill from the 
steamboat deck, gets an impression of 
a few prosaic houses huddled togeth­
er not far from a wharf-boat, a road 
leading up a steep and high hill, and 
here and there masses of foliage.— 
Let him wander ashore, and scale the 
bluff, and he will find himself in a 
quiet, unostentatious, beautifully sha­
ded town, from which, Jso oppressive 
at first is the calm to one coming from 
the bustle of Northern towns, one 
almost fancies that 

"Life and thought are gone away;" 
but he finds the cheeriest of people— 
cheery, too, under heavy misfortunes, 
—and homes rich in refinement and 
half buried under the lustrous and 
voluptuous blossoms which the won­
derful climate favors. Natchez has 
an impressive cathedral, a fine court­
house, a handsome Masonic temple, 
and hosts of pretty houses. You 
walk beneath the shade of the China 
tree and the water oak, the cedar and 
the laurimunda. Nowhere is there 
glare of sun on pavements; nothing 
more clamorous than the galloping 
of a horse stirs the blood of the nine 
thousand i nhabitants. In the suburbs 
before the war, were great numbers of 
planters' residences—beautiful homes 
with colonades and verandas, with 
rich drawing and dining rooms, fur­
nished in heavy, antique style, and 
gardens modeled after the finest in 
Europe. Many of these have been 
destroyed, but we visited one or two 
whose owners have been fortunate 
to keep them. The lawns and gar­
dens are luxurious; the wealth of 
roses is inconceivable to him who has 
not seen such gardens as Brown's, in 
Natchez-under-the-Hill, and that of 
Mr. Shields, in the suburbs of the up­
per town. I remember no palace 
garden in Europe which impressed 
me so powerfully with the sense of 
richness and exquisite profusion of 
costly and delicate blooms as Brown's, 
which a wealthy Socthman cultivated 
for a quarter of a century, and hand­
ed down to his family, with injunc­
tions to maintain its splendor.—Scrib-
ber's Magazine.

Buckwheat may be cut with a reaper, 
and raked up in good sized bunches 
and the heads pressed together. The 
bunches or sheaves thus formed are 
set up upon their butts and left in the 
field until the grain is dry enough to 
thrash. It is never stacked, but is 
thrashed as it is brought from the 
field. No grain.or straw-will heat 
more readily than buckwheat, and af­
ter threshing the grain should be 
cleaned up from the chaff at once and 
stored upon the floor of an airy loft 
iuntil it is dry. I t may then be 
placed in the bin.

CUT THE CORN. 

The Western Fanner says: Not 
every farmer, but by far the majority 
of Wisconsin farmers, will find it to 
their advantage to add to their other 
supplies of winter food for stock a 
good quantity of carefully shocked 
and handled corn fodder. Cutting 
and feeding this is hard and disagree­
able work, but it pays. Cut as early 
as the maturity of the corn will allow, 
and carefully handled thereafter, a 
large quantity of good fodder can 
thus be obtained. We are glad to 
see evidence that more corn will be 
cut this year than ever before in Wis­
consin, but it is not yet too late for 
some farmers to 'reconsider their ar-
arrngements and decide to cut at least 
a few acres. 

We, the representatives of the Republican 
party of Minnesota, in State Convention as­
sembled, do hereby adopt and declare the 
following:
