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THE NEW RAILROAD BILYL,

- The bili introduced_in,the Houge-
of Representatives by Mr, Frank I
Morse, of Hennepin, passed that body
Saturday by a decided majority and
was engrossed in the Senate for a
third rending Tuesday by a vote of
20 to 5. Itisa good bill, plain in
its provisions, and would make a law
simplo in its workings, inexpensive
and calculated to do justice alike to
the railroads and the people. It is,
in brief, as follows:

A State Railrond Commissioner
shall be elected at the general election
in November, 1875, and every two
years thereafter, who shall hold his
office for two years; give a $10,000
bond ; receive a salary of $3,000, with
a clerk at a salary of 81,200 per year,
His duties shall be to. inspect the
roads; ascertain any’ infractions of
the law; inquire into their condition
and management ; report, annually,
alsqas to the amount of stock of
each road, capital and preferred;

‘amount of its funded debt and rate

of interest; amount of its floating
debt ; cost of road, rolling stock, real
estate, buildings, etc.; its land grant,
with number of acres originally re-
ceived and number of acres remain-
ing unsold ; a list of its officers, and
general statistical information.
The President or managing officer
of each railroad corporation shall
give to the Commissioner in October
of each year such information as he
may require.
Power is given the Commissioner
to inspect the books of ary and all
railroad companies and examine
officers and employes under oath, the
penalty for refusing to answer his
questions being $1,000. He is to
make his report to the Governor on
the first of December of each year.
No railroad company shall de-
mand or receive from any person or
corporatien any greater sum than it
shall at thesame time receive fromany
other person or corporation for similar
service, and all special rates and
drawbacks shall be open to all per-
sons. No company shall charge un-
reasonable rates for transporting,
handling or storing treight, for the
use of its cars or for any service of-
fered in the transaction of its busi-
ness. For every act of extortion or
unjust discrimination a company of-
fending shall pay three times the dam-
ages sustained or overcharges collect-
ed, with costs of suit. Companies
are required to furnish suitable cars
to any person applying for them, to
transport freight with reasonable dis-
patch and to provide necessary facili-
ties for receiving and handling the
same. Repeals the railroad law of
last winter,

This bill passed the Senate yester-
day.
