A G R I C U L T U R A L STATISTICS) . 

We publish on this page a table giving 
a detailed statement by towns of some of 
the leading agricultural products for 1874, 
as reported by the Assessors to the County 
Auditor's office. We give herewith the 
totals of some other products: 

Rye—367 acres'? 4,938 bushels. 
Buckwheat—38 acres; 501 bushels. 
Beans—31 acres; 486 bunhols. 
Sorghum—1J acres; 143 gallons. 
Cultivated hay—606 acres; 1,250 tons'. 
Flax—734 acres; 7,963 bun. seed. 
Wild hay—28,146 tons. 
Timothy—366 bushels seed. 
Apple trees—growing, 16,927 ; bearing, 

1,632; bushels apples, 266. 
Grapes—viues bearing, 284 ; pounds 

grapes, 1,092. 
Strawberries—1,925 quarts. 
Tobacco—98 pounds. 
Bees—-334 laves; 6,589 pounds honey. 
As will be seen by the table, the total 

yield of wheat in this county last year was 
nearly half a million bushels, the average 
per acre being 13 bsuhels; average yield of 
oats, 23 \ bushels; of corn, over 43 bushels; 
of potatoes, 77 j bushels. The 5,126 cows 
in the county didn't stand around during 
the year doing nothing, as is shown by the 
259,807 pounds of butter made, not to 
speak of 2,011 pounds of cheese. It is ap­
parent from the returns that there is either 
a most astonishing difference in the produc­
tiveness of towns adjoining each other or a 
no less astonishing carelessness on the part 
of Assessors. For instance, St. Cloud town 
returns 416 acres planted to corn, yielding 
15,010 bushels, while St. Augusta, the next 
town to the south, return 204 acres yielding 
81,611 bushels—being an average yield of 
36 bushels for St. Cloud, and 400 bushels 
for St. Augusta 1 In wheat, Brock way re­
turns 643 acres yielding 5,670 bushels, 
while Le Sauk, an adjoining town, gets 8,-
518 bushels from 620 acres. Luxemburg 
returns 620 acres yielding 3,559 bushels, 
and Lynden 497$ acres yielding 6,529 
bushels! Gf the two intervening towns, 
Maine Prairie returns 3,195 acres, yield­
ing 43,414 bushels, and Fair Haven 612 
acres, yielding 7,451 bushels—being an 
average yield per acre of 13 bushels in 
Lynden, 12$ bushels in Fair Haven, 13§ 
bushels in Maine Prairie, and only 5f in 
Luxemburg, the next town. We might 
further extend the comparison. The re­
turns may all be correct, but it seems a lit­
tle strange that so great differences should 
exist between towns adjoining or at but short 
distances from each other. The corn return 
of St. Augusta is very evidently a blunder.

It will be seen how our farmers have run 

to corn this year. While the increase of 
acreage of wheat is only 1,791, and of oats 
1,838, that of corn is 2,601—the rate of in­
crease in corn being 55 per cent, against an 
increase of b\ per cent, in wheat. This 
would seem to mean more pork and more 
beef.

—The Herald gives a lengthy description 
of the appearance, ways and doings of a 
party of 400 Mennonites who stopped at 
Duluth the other day while on their way to 
Manitoba. It says: "They are almost uni­
versally of low stature—averaging about 
five feet three in height—though one here 
and there in the crowd would run up to 
six feet in height, resembling a huge pair 
of tongs, as compared with his fellows. 
They are all dressed alike. The males, 
from little to big, wore a flat cloth cap, a 
jacket, and loose pair of trowsers—the lat­
ter fitting them about the same as a circus 
tent would a corncrib—and the texture of 
their clothes was of the very coarsest ma­
terial, and seemed to have been worn by 
the respective owners about eighteen years, 
on the average." The female portion of 
the party were "all good-looking about 
alike," "brown with exposure to the sun, 
healthy-looking, lesn, tough and no con­
sumption in sight." As to their wardrobe 

we are told that "on their heads they wore 
a cotton handkerchief, la turban, a chemise, 
and short skirt tied about their waists, no 
stockings or shoes in most instances, though 
some of them had on a kind of sandal, or 
slippers run down at the heel, we don't 
know exactly which." It looks as though 
Russell had those clothes a little mixed. 
Did they wear the chemise, with the cotton 
handkerchief, on their heads ? or was it 
tied about their waists with the short skirt 7 
The article rather reads as though it was 
both ways.
