valued at 25 and upward. Theso
members to bo seized in real property
of the value of jC200 annually. The
second chamber, nil elective, to con

sist of 206 members. The Viceroy
would represent tho Crown, but in a
nonpartisan sense. He could have
delegated to him any or all preroga
lives now enjoyed by the Queen. The
judges arc to be appointed by the
legislature hereafter. The constabu
lary would servo as at present and be
controlled by tho Viceroy. The civi

servico would bo under the legislature
Mr. Gladstone would provide that
Ireland should pay h of the
imperial expenditure, and be assisted
this year to start the new government

This division of power appear awk
ward to those accustomed to our own

system of government. It deprives
Ireland of that representation in im

perial matters which our States have
in federal affairs. It gives Ireland a
more complete autonomy than our
system gives to the States.

The sixth annual report of the liell
Telephone Company, just issued, con

tains some information which will

interest the public as showing the mag
nitude of the telephone business. On
March SO, 188G, the company had 752
exchanges, 432 brauch offices, 100,620
miles of wire on poles, 10,049 miles

of wires on buildings, 3,428 miles of
wire underground, and .264 miles of
submarine wire; total subscribers, 137,'

570: total employes, 5,344. The
miles of underground wiro are distri
buted among the following cities :

Washington, 092; Chicago, 700;
New York, 627 ; Pittsburg, 614 ; Bos-

ton, 289; Brooklyn, 134 ; Baltimore,
11 ; Milwaukee, 1. The Treasurer's
statement shows that the gross earn
ings for the year were $2,755,884, and
the expenses $972,688, leaving $!,
795,156 for net earnings. These fig

ures arc sufficient to indicate that the
company is carrying on a pretty fair
stroke of business, and is managing
to make both ends meet. Ex.

This it seems to me Is a good account of tho

I do not desire to take any more than my
share of the laurels for this creditable state of
affairs, but to a careful and Judicious manage
nient of all the public expenditures by the
members of this Council, each and every one
of you. Including our efficient Comptroller, be
longs the honor for being able to surrender the
reins to our successors with such a good show-

ing.
Gentlemen, In conclusion, allow me to say

ofllclally, I am sorry to part with you ; you have
been efficient members of this Council you
have all acted well your parts, and I trust for
the best interests of your constituents and the
entire city; you have made many much needed
and permanent Improvements, which I need
not occupy your time by enumerating as they
are of such a permanent and lasting character
as w ill bear testimony to the sound Judgment
of this council for cars to come. I am glad
that by our wise system of city government, the
new Council is to have the benefit of the ex
perlenee that some of you w ill carry with you
Into that body.

Aeeept my kind regards and heartfelt thanks
for the kindness and courtesy you have always
shown me during your deliberations, and now,
gentlemen, it is with much regret that I, as
your presiding officer, bid you farewell.

G.N. Fletcher and W. II. Totter
made remarks in regard to the rail
road coming up State street and of
the other route on Railroad street.

('. W. Richardson spoke against
the road coming up State street. He

would rather build the road by some

other route and give it to the com-

pany than have it come up State
street by his home.

G. N. Fletcher remarked that hun-

dreds of cars went by his residence
in Detroit, and he did not object.

Mr. Richardson retorted by asking
Mr. Fletcher if he did not object to

the bo;er shop formerly on State
street and get it removed.

Mr. Robinson asked Mr. Fletcher

if the cars that ran by his residence
at Detroit were not street cars.

J. D. Turnbull made some remarks
on the need of a railroad, and thought
the bay route was the best.

Mr. Maltz stated that certain par-

ties were waiting to see if a railroad
came to Alpena, before starting new

industries, among which was the pro-

jected paper pulp business of Mr.
Flecther, and that the Minor Lumber
Co. did not propose to invest one dol-

lar in the old Minor mill until it was

decided that the road would soon come

to Alpena. "Vc believe it is the
of the Minor Lumber Co. to

convert their old mill on the river in-

to a box factory if Alpena gets rail-

road communication. He also spoke
of the trouble the committee had in

trying to get the railroad into the city
and of the little interest taken by the
citizens in general. He lived on

State street, and if the road came up
that street it would be as hard on

him as any other resident, but was

willing the road should so come. He
also advocated having the city sus-

pend sewer operations for one year,
and expend the money so saved in

getting the much needed permanent
improvement a railroad.

Mr. Fletcher said he would give
the $3,000 required to make up the
bonus, if tho road was allowed to come

up State street.
Mr. Richardson said he would give

$0,000 if the railroad came to his

mill, so he could ship lumber by cars
Mr. Maltz thought the proposition

of Mr. Richardson should be accept
ed.

G. J. Robinson moved that Com

mon Council appropriate 10,000 in

opening up Railroad street.
Y. Jl. Potter thought tho city

should give $10,000 and the right of
way up Railroad street.

W. L. Churchill asked if ground
for depot had been granted, and that
$10,000 should not be given until de-

pot question was settled.
Mr. Robinson stated his resolution

covered that question, and that Coun-

cil would not pay the proposed
amount until depot and all other
questions in connection with the rail-

road coming into the city were settled.
Mr. Fletcher stated he proposed to

give ground for railroad near Fletcher
House.

Mr. Turnbull cautioned those pres-

ent, before they voted ou the ques-

tion, to remember that if city laid out
$10,000 on Railroad street, this year,
that it could not also lay out 310,000
on sewers and other improvements.
If the city voted for railroad improve-

ments, the other improvements would

have to wait one year.
Mr. Maltz asked Mr. Fletcher if he

would give right of way to allow the
railroad to be extended up River
street by his property, so as to reach
all the saw mills on the south side of
the river.

Mr. Fletcher was willing, and Mr.
Churchill said he would not object to

the road coming by his residence.
Alpena had to have a railroad if she

desired to be anything.
Mr. Maltz said he had no objection

to the road running by the Opera
House block, and that the Minor
Lumber Co. would grant tight of
way by their property.

Mr. Richardson then discovered
that the railroad had been nearly laid
out to his mill, and he stated that his
offer of $0,000 was on condition of
the railroad coming to his mill by a
route on the north side of the river.

The resolution asking the Council
to use the street fund for this year in
opeuing up Railroad street was then
carried. There were a few nay?.

Freedom for Ireland.
From the N. V. 8tar

The scene in the House of Commons

Thursday, mark'cd an epoch in British
history. After centuries of effort to

conquer and hold subject tho brave
Irish people by force, a great English
statesman, the Premier of the empire,
confessed that the long experiment had
proved a dreary failure, and proposed
a new policy of justice and freedom as
the path to real peace and concord
between Great Britain and Ireland.
Whether the proposal will be accept-
ed by the present Parliament remains
to be seen, but nothing can undo the
work done yesterday, when England
through the lips of her, Premier con
fessed the futility and injustice of
centuries of wrong to the IrUh peo-

ple. Stubborn pride and ignorant
timidity may delay the now inevita-
ble result, but the spoken words can
never be recalled, and the wrong ad-

mitted cannot bo persisted in.
Mr. Gladstone truly said that the

severance of the parliamentary power
was tho only way to "the continuity
and everlasting power of the empire."

The principal features of Mr. Glad
stone's measure arc : A Parliament
of two chambers, to consist of Irish
peers and representatives. No Irish
peers or representatives to sit in the
imperial body. Tho levying of cus
toms excise to be retained by the im-

perial power, but all proceeds to be
set nMdc for Irish obligations, the bal-

ance to go into the Irish exchequer,
and to bo disposed of by the Irish legis-

lature. The new Irish body to be
elected for five years. The power of
local administration is to accompany
the legislative power. The bill re
serves to tho British Parliament all
that relates to tho monarchy, the de-

fense, the entire organization of arm
ed force, the foreign nud colonial re-

lation?, those of trade and navigation
and of coinage and legal tender.
The post office, quarantine and seme
similar matters arc left open for par
liamentary decision. The Irish legis
lature is to consist in its first chamber
or order of the twenty-eigh- t represen
tative peers who now sit in tho H.uve
of Lord.
