published in the interest of buildipg
nssocintions gives the following statise
ties: In New York there are 2,000
associations; in  Philadelphin, 2,700;
Boston, 650: Chicago, 3005 St. Louis,
79, In St. Louis, in the past five years,
it Is ostimnted that 8,500 homes have
heen built by members of bullding ns-
socintions. That these associntions
havedone a great work in inclting
salaried men to bulld thelr own homes
there can be no doubt. Munufacturers
ought to encourage thelr men to bukld
homes. Tt is safe 1o say that nny work-
man who owns his own home will be
more attentive to his work and more
faithful 1o his employor. In furnish-
ing an employe un opportunity and s
motlve to suve, the employer would
foster a feeling of mutunl intercst hee
tween him and his men that would
work to his interest. Thisx has been
done successfully in Philadelphia, and
there Is no vresson why {4 can not be
done just ns successfully anywhere
