Rescuing Shipwrecked Persons.
It sometimes happens that a ship is

w recked on a bold shore and it is not pos- -

slblo for a life boat to bo rowed to her to
rescue tho persons on board. In such
cases tho lifo saving crews have an appa-

ratus especially designed for taking per
sons off such vessels. In ordor that tho
life saving crews may bo proficient in
handling such apparatus, they aro fre-

quently drilled In tho use of tho life sav
ing Implements.

Wo recently had an opportunity to ob-

serve tho Thundor Bay Island llfo saving
crew go through tho drill. For this pur- -

pose a spaco has been cleared off near the
station. To reprosent the vessel In dis
tress, a timber framework has been set
up at ono end of tho cleared place. All
tho ropes, tackle, ammunition, cannon,
etc., needed, aro neatly stowed on alight
and easily handled cart. Tho cart with
the apparatus was taken to ono end of tho
practice ground and stationed opposite
the supposod vessel in distress. At com-

mand of Captain Persons every man of
tho crew made a rush to tho cart. Some
seized ono thing and somo another. To
an observer it seemed as if everything was
confusion, but in reality a perfect system
was followed. Each man had a particu
lar thing to do and ho did It. In about a
minute tho cannon had been taken off tho
cart, tho tackle got ready, a load placed
In the brass cannon, and It was discharg-
ed. Attached to tho projoctile was a
small cord, and this oord was carried rap.
idly towards tho supposed wreck. One
end fell over tho wreck. A man had
been stationed at the wrock to represent
tho sailors in peril. He grabbed tho line
that hod been fired to him, and by means
of it hauled to tho wreck a larger line
with block, and then a hawser was hauled
out. As soon as he had made tho hawser
fast to tho wrock the men on the suppos-
ed shore by means of tho tackle, hauled
out to tho wrock a brooches buoy, and a
man from the wreck got into It and was
hauled ashore. It is an interesting sight.
Tho work Is dono very rapidly, and the
time taken In getting the apparatus oh
tho cart, getting it ready, firing a lino to
tho wreck, sending out the hawser, tackle
and buoy and hauling a person ashore,
was only thrco and a half minutes. Af-

ter the breeches buoy has been orocted In

position it can bo run back and forward
botween tho shoro and wreck as long as
the wreck hold together, and the persons
on the wreck brought ashoro over the
boiling waves. Owing to tho low shores
in this vicinity there is not much uso for
tho brooches buoy, as tho crow can tako
tho life boat to almost every vessel that
gets ashore.
