not made before stopping and the
banker ties the player, tbe latter loses.

Tbo players stake their money sep-

arately. In fact, at one deal there
are two games in progress and the
spectators may wage their money on
either, all of which must be accepted
by the banker.

The great difficulty to an ordinary
prudent baccarat player is to know
when to leave off ; even the strongest-minde- d

can scarcely trust their judg-

ment in this respect, so it may bo

readily imagined what sort of chance
any vacillating player has of being
successful at the game.

at affair that are worth considering,
for although heaps of artioles have
been printed most of them may be
put down as rubbish. Sir William is

alleged to have resorted to a form of
cheating known as the "poussette"
that is, adding to tbe stake when the
banker has lost and decreasing it
when he has won. Now, had the
table been better conducted it would
have been impossible for this to haye
occurred.

As every player at baccarat knows,
prior to the banker making a start he
states the amount in the bank let us

put it for example at Any one
sitting down at the table has the
right to call the whole of tbe bank,
selecting tbe left or the right on
which to pick up the cards. If tbe
bank is not called then the banker
proceeds to deal to 25 a side, or as
much of it as may be "marked" or
called the former meaning that the
money is placed on the table; the
latter, that the banker has accepted
the bet without the money being
staked ; but this is quito the excep-
tion, the ready coin being invariably
planked. Now, preyious to the bank-

er dealing tbe cards, it is the duty of
two croupiers, one on the right and
the other on the left, to count up the
stakes deposited on either side and
then make up the bank. Thus tbe
banker knows to the smallest coin the
exact amount of his liabilities. Had
tbe game been properly played at
Tanby Croft no one attempting the
"poussette" would have stood an earth-

ly chance of either increasing or de-

creasing his stake. New York
World.

Hymns to Quiet Stampeding Herds.
"There is one peculiarity in refer-

ence to cattle on the range that is

known to few save cattlemen," said
R. S. Carton of New Mexico, "which
helps us greatly in handling a large
herd on the trail. When a lot of
cattle are gathered up there is always
danger of a night stampede, and if this
occurs it is a very serious matter, for
not only will tbe herd become greatly
scattered, but also many of the steers
will die. More timid animals than
stampeded cattle it is difficult to
imagine, and once thoroughly stam-

peded scores of them will run until
they drop dead in their tracks. The
signs of an approaching stampede are
familiar to every man who has been
on the trail. First a few cattle will
begin to low, or rather to utter a sort
of roar. All through the herd single
animals will get up and begin to
move around. The others become
restless, and if something is not done
to check tbem the whole herd will
within a short time be rushing head-

long over the plain.
"The most soothing influence that

can be exerted over them is the human
voice, aud when tbesa ominous mut
terings are heard every one on night
watch begins to sing. It may be well

imagined that cowboy music would
have anything but a quieting effect

upon musical ears, but it amply satis-

fies the cattle. As soou as songs are
heard the nervous animals become

quiet, one by one they lie down, and
soon all are at rest, fairly sung to
sleep. A peculiar feature of the ting-

ing is that every cowboy, no matter
how rough aud lawless, knows a varie-

ty of hymns, and it is with church
music that the stampede is prevented."
