The three new boilers have ben put In

The citizens' meeting, at the Opera
nouse, was a grand suocess, and will have
considerable influence in uniting our peo-

ple and making them as ono for advanc-
ing tho lnterosts of Alpona. Such unity

There was a large number of citi-
zens present. Michael O'Brien opened

The Secretary, O. L. Partridge, then read
his report of the work of the Association
during tho past throo months. It had 103
members, who were pledged to pay one
dollar a month to help tbe business In.

It had been of great
use In locating the stave and barrel works
here; was doing good work trying to so- -
cure other factories; had considerably
advertlsod tho oounty in the Detroit pa.
pers; had pledged a bonus of $3,600 to the
stave works, and c oil eetod a large portion
Of it; had caused a map of the oounty and
surrounding country to bo engraved for
advertising purposes, and was anxious to
do moro.

The Treasurer, J. C. Comfort, reported
that $101 had been collected and $37.60
paid out.

J. Monaghan, of the committee appoint
ed to solicit for the bonus promised the
stave works, reported the Messrs. Church.
Ill had subscribed 1200 of lumber, and
Messrs. Avery, Morse, Gilchrist; Fletch.
cr, Davison k Reynolds and the Minor
Lumber Co. had each donated 8 100 worth
ot lumber or shingles, and that many
other citizens had donated small amounts.

C. E. Cheney, who had been appointed
to colleot subscriptions for the use of the
oommlttee sent to Washington to htjp
seoure the public building, reported hav.
lng received $201, ot which $7 was spent
In printing statistics, and the balance
turned over to the committee,

A. W. Comstook was then called upon,
and he recounted what they had done at
Washington. Of tbe 1194 given them,
there was a balance of $20 left in his
hands, and, on motion, tbe same was
turned over to the Citizens' Association.
Mr. Comstook t&Q stated Ut It was not
his intention to entirely desert Alpona ;

he had resided hero the greater part of
his life, and the city was, yet dear to him.
Mr. Comstock's remarks must have boon
exceedingly pleasant, as It pat aa end to
the reports that he was about to abandon
this city, and he showed that he was deep,
ly concerned in Alpena's welfare and
prosperity, and was ready and willing to
assist In making Alpena one of the most
progressive cities In the Ptale.
