A curious illustration of the hon-
esty of some savage people is given
in the report of a recent traveler in
Yornba, West Africa. He says he
often saw on a mat by the roadside
small quantities of maize-flour, hean-
bread, cooked yams, or other articles
of food carefully arranged for sale,
while near at hand a broken cala-
bash was placed for veceipt of cow-
ries, which are the eurrency of the
country. In passing, the men in
his caravan would choose the articles
of food they desired and put a num-
ber of cowries into the calabash af-
ter consulting among themselves as
to the exact price which they had
paid at the last town or market-shed.
For forly cowries, which is less than
two cents, a man could fully satisfy
his honger, and the hunger of an
African luboring under a load for
from fifteen to twenty miles a day
is not to be casily appeased.
