In Bad Shape.
I want to tell a story, not about

Jack Manory, but another Jack,
and I would ask that you put the
truthful parts in italics, only, it
would exhaust your stock of that
type, for it is all "petrified truth."

In 1808 1 left Little Rock to take
command of a United States vessel
