Oddities About Fish.

l hough no sharp line o separa
tion can be drawn, marine fish
are roughly divided, for convenience,
into three categories. Shore fish,
those which habitually frequent
cojist lines, and rarely, if ever, de
scend to a greater depth than 300
fathoms; pelagic fishes, those which
inhabit the open sea, and the curi-

ous deep-se- a forms, which live at an
enormous depth and sport around
where the influence of light and
surface of temperature are never
felt. Heilprin tells us that the first
class, the shore fishes, is composed
of about 3,f00 species. Theirnorth-er- u

range extends to or even beyond
the eighty-thir- d parallel of latitude.
Even this is a strange and unac-

countable freak in the finny deni-

zens of the deep, for in the South-

ern Hemisphere, they are not known
to go beyond the sixtieth parallel.
In the different zones these fishes
are largely identical in both the At-

lantic and Pacific basins, as well as
on the opposite sides of these great
"ocean sinks." Tropical waters, as
one would .naturally suppose, pro-

duce a greater abundance and wider
range of forms than those of tem-

perate regions. The same may also
be said of the reefs in the Indian
Ocean, in the near vicinity of which
may be found a greater number of
species and a wider diversity in form
than in the whole of the Atlantic
basin. The pelagic or open-se- a

types are very limited in number.
They diminish rapidly from the
Equator, both north and south, be
ing rarely found beyond the fortieth
parallels. Of those remarkable
forms, the deep-se- a fishes, fifty
species inhabit the ocean at a depth
of 1 ,000 fathoms; twenty-si-x species
range between 1,000 and 2,000 fath
oms, and only nine forms are known
to inhabit that portion of water that
is over 2,o00 fathoms in depth.
