stands a link between the living
and the dead; and, superior to mor-
tal destiny, defies alike the lapse of
ages and the stroke of death.
Though bound by some mysterious
tie to a heathen and onco hostile
race, there is no fierceness in her
inood of mind, there is no terror
in her look, for when, at the earl-
iest dawn of day, the light dew
spangles the mountain and the
rock, and again when the setting
sun sheds its last melancholy
glories on the Moors' untenanted
abode, she is seen clad in the flow-

ing garments of her race, leaning
against some broken arch, some
ruined monument of national glory,
as one who mourns but seeks not to
avenge.

She shuns the glare of day, but
does not fly from those who court
her; sometimes she weaves her
spells around a favored individual
and shields him from mischance,
and yields him a portion of her
buried gold. It is no sin to seek a
Moira, and in return for her ima-

gined kindness and protecting care,
and, as if in sorrow for their fath-

ers' cruel injuries against her Moor-

ish ancestors, the peasantry atone
for past misdeeds by present love.

The wild beauty of the ruin was
perhaps enchanted by this sad but
pleasing legend. And now emerg-

ing from the defile, the river again
expanded, and we passed through a
succession of gentler scenes, their
natural beauty heightened by the
tints of the setting sun, and, still
later, by the full, soft light of the
moon.

Scrambling for Life.
The ascent of Adam's Peak in

Ceylon is not only difficult but ex-

tremely dangerous. Lawrence Oli-pha- nt,

who was a "trustworthy pil-

grim" not likely to manufacture
"hair-bread- th 'scrapes," gives the
following account of his own ascent
which, it is easy to believe, one
would not care to repeat:

"The path at one point was cut in
the precipitous hillside; at least 800
feet below roared a torrent of boil-

ing water. My foot slipped on a
root, and I pitched sheer over a cliff.
I heard the cry of my companions
as I disappeared, and had had time
to realize that all was over when I

was brought up suddenly by the
spreading branches of a bush which
was growing upon a projecting
rock. There was no standing
ground anywhere except this rock.
- "Looking up I saw my compan-

ions and the natives peering over
the edge above, and to their intense
relief shouted that I was all right,
but dared not move for fear the
bush would give way. They, how-

ever, strongly urged my scrambling
on the rock, and this', with a dizzy
brain, I succeeded in doing.

"The natives then undid their
long waistcloths and tying them to
each other and to a piece of cord
taken from the packages, made a
rope long enough to reach me.
Fastening this under my armpits, and
holding to it with the energy of
despair, 1 was safely hauled to the
top.

"This adventure was not a very
good preparation for what was in
store for us when, not far from the
top, we reached the one really dan
gerous point in the whole ascent.
Here again we had a precipice with
a torrent at the bottom on one side,
and on the other an overhanging
cliff. This was not metaphorically
overhanging, for its upper edge lit-

erally projected some distance be-

yond the ledge on which we stood;
it was not above forty feet high,
and was scaled by an iron ladder.

"The agonizing moment came
when we had mounted this ladder
to the projecting edge, having noth-
ing between our backs and some
hundreds of feet below, and then
had to turn over edge, and take hold
of a chain which lay over an ex-

panse of bare, sloping rock, to the
links of which it was necessary to
cling firmly while one hauled one's
self on one's knees for twenty or
thirty yards over a surface by no
means smooth. Yet we did it, and
lived to tell the tale."

No Pickles.
A lady who has the good fortune

to be a friend of Doctor Oliver
Wendell Holmes relates a little
anecdote of the first time she asked
a favor from him as au author. She
had just completed a book for
children, and Doctor Holmes kindly
consented to read the manuscript.

in connection witn the resump-
tion of mining along the famous
"Blue lead," in this section, a most
peculiar discovery was made.
Among the mines now being work-

ed is the old Potter mine, owned by
Mrs. Ben Bishop and rechristened
the Bishop mine. When the Bis
hop mine was first reopened one of
the Will boys entered a dry slope
leading to a second shaft whose
existence was unknown, owing to
a thick growth of brush and trees
about it, and had nearly reached
the shaft when he noticed a large
number of flies buzzing about him
in a very troublesome manner.

On examining it by the aid of
his lantern he was nearly startled
into letting it go by the uncanny
appearance of the insect. It was
absolutely white, with the exception
of its eyes, which, having the
usual red color, seemed unusually
large and prominent.

white fly, while not being common,
is not unknown in the older mines,
particularly the deep coal mines of
the East; but this is the first time,
so far as known, that they have
been found in any California mine,
where access to light and the open
air are too easily obtainable for
flies to remain below long enough
to fade out.

Scarcely had Mr. Will recovered
from his surprise at the white flies
when he was startled again, this
time by the whirring sound of a
rattlesnake's musical apparatus.
Looking carefully around, he saw
the eyes of the reptile and threw a
rock at them. , Therattlingprompt-l- y

ceased, and a mass of white,
glistening convolutions writhed
into view from behind a protruding
bowlder. A couple more rocks
dispatched the creature, which prov-

ed to be a rattler of over four feet
long. One of the rocks thrown
had knocked off a good part of his
snakeship's rattles, so his age was
not to be discovered, but he must
have been an old fellow. The
color of the snake was pure white.
Though a temperate man, Mr. Will
was not fully satisfied that he was
in his ordinary condition of sanity
until he had dragged his prizes
back to the newly opened shaft and
listened to the expressions of sur-

prise of his companions at the
appearance of the two captures.

Prof. Harlow Ballard, Buffalo,
who was visiting Bangor in search
of mineral specimens, secured the
snake and several specimens of the
white flies, which he has preserved
and shipped to the East. The Pro-

fessor is of the opinion that the
flies are the offspring of some im-

prisoned in the slope years ago by
the rising of the water in the lower
workings. The old and partially
filled shaft allowed air, but no light,
to enter the sloe, while the stream
flowing into the slope may have
provided them with food.

The snake, he thinks, may have
been carried down by the water
while very young, as it is scarcely
possible that it is thirty years old,
which it would have been had it re-

mained there ever since the mine
was flooded. What the reptile ate
during its long captivity is among
the mysteries. Since the reopening
of the Bishop mine the white flies
have entirely disappeared, and n

few which Prof. Ballard kept in a
small glass case resumed the colors
of ordinary house flies within a
week after exposure to the light.
