The Pnpil and his Task.

While lately at the head of my school in charge
of the " hive all at work, on retiring to my room
after dismissing it for the day, I fell into the fol
lowing train of reflection. Day after day we have
kept these pupils steadily advancing in the flowry
path of knowledge, till some are getting tired, and

.i.iuoy iui m niuiiuu. e nave
been long on the " march," and when one of them
turns to me and asks " how long before the term
will be out ?" and sighs " Oh, dear !" when I an-

swer, a few weeks yet, it brings to mind the manv
difficulties attending the pupil in the pursuit of
knowledge. It is something to attend school for
four long months and get from four to six lessons
every day. We are apt to think that the school
boy has nothing difficult to do that his school
hours pass pleasantly by while he is storing bis
mina with, knowledge. Here is where we err ; we
do not fully understand his labor in the school
room. His books are often cheerless companions
his teacher a tyrant, and the school house. his
prison. How eloquently, when thus poring over
books day after day, the little pent up prisoner has
expressed his feelings in the following lines :

Mother, I am wild for pleasure.
No bri'rht anovl Vr Hull hsvnlra npAo

Science and knowledge are School wall's treasures;
God and beauty art out of door.

He needs at times courage amounting to heroism
to accomplish what he docs. Is it nothing that his
whole mind is engaged for hours on his lesson,
without a gleeni of light to cheer him on without
a ray of hope to whisper of success ? What incen-
tives has he to study when be comes to " passes'
that baffles all the strength and energy of his soul!
I know there are some of rare intellectual endow-
ments who have the teni-ridi-ri-d of achievement
in them, but they are few, and throw out in strange
contrast the hard toil and slow progress of the
rest. I often sit in front of my school and watch
with deep interest the young learners getting their
lessons, J "d can visibly trace on their faces smiles

of success when they meet with no trouble ; but
when the lesson is hard ana liZ intricacies distract
the mind, the saddened look and disappointed hope

is easily read in their countenances. Every step
of their way is beset with obstacles and discourag-
ement, besides the temptations and allurements

that draw their mind from their studies. The

teacher is not only to instruct, but to encourage his
pupils and to see that nothing is undertaken bat
what is accomplished, and that nothing is accom-

plished at the sacrifice of the cheerfulness and
courage of his class. '

Muchs in the

way of rendering the acquaintance of knowledge

easier to the pupil, that more may study and love

to do it. Science and knowledge are difficult

enough of access and hard enough to acquire,

without being made more difficult of comprehen-

sion and access by authors and instructors. The

teacher believing that the harder the study the bet-

ter for' the pnpil, imposes his tasks that is,

" packs" bis little "mules" to the extent of their
power to carry, then urges, threatens, and whips

them over the alps and splugens of science. He

thinks that labor and discipline are learning, and

shooting "labor omnia vincit," at the head of his

popila, he rivals Napoleon in "forced marches."
He has forgotten that labor is exhaustive, and that
it is better to do less and still be able to do more,

than to do much and then be able to do nothing.

George disliked his study. What could win him
back? Many instances might be given where the
indiscretion of the teacher is the cause of the
pupils slow progress, and even his auittinir sehrvd
through discouragement and in after years regret- -
mg mat ms education had been so imperfect How
often does the pupil find that these "drills" in
school are " bores" to him. Alexander the Great
saw no excellence in learning to nntie Gorge's
knot, but in a fit of impatience cut it to pieces
with his sword. Authors seem to take morepains
in tying these Gordian knots in their sciences than
they do in imparting clear truth and useful know-
ledge to the learner. They will go into profound
research in bunting up technical terms and Greek
and Latin phrases to " show" their science in thus
placing it beyond the comprehension often of
teacher and learner too. The great secret of suc-

cess in teaching, is to keep the pnpil interested in
bis studies, and that when study ceases to be a
cheerful labor it grows irksome, that all lessons
imposed beyond that point are carefully to be
avoided by the teacher. Then the pupil has no
task, nothing but the pleasant labor of study.
And he must labor if he would enjoy. 'Tis that
which elevates, enobles and dignifies man.

An Act for the Destruction of Canada
Thistles.

Sec 1. Be it enacted by the Board of Supervisors
of the County of Cass in Session assembled,' that
any person or persons owning, occupying, or hav-
ing the agency of lands in the Countv of Cass,
who shall knowingly suffer any Canada Thistles to
grow to maturity, or so nearly as to be found in
bloom, on his. her or their lands respectively, shall
forfeit and pay not less than two dollars, nor more
than twenty dollars, at the discretion of the Court,
with costs to be recovered before a Justice of the
Peace in an action in the case, one half of which
sum shall be paid to the person complaining, and
the other half shall be paid to the Treasurer of
the township where such penalty was recovered,
and shall be apportioned among the several
School Districts, in the same manner as other
School money. -

Sec 2. Any person residing in said County of
Cass may institute a suit for the recovery of said
penalty in the name of the people of the State of
Michigan.

Sec. 8. All moneys which shall come into the
hands of any Justice by the virtue of the forego-
ing provisions, shall be paid over to the Treasurer
as aforesaid, within thirty days from the receipt
thereof. Any such Justice, who shall neglect or
refuse to pav over such money as aforesaid, shall
forfeit a sum in double the amount which he would
be liable to pay said Treasurer, the same to be
recovered by said Treasurer in an action of debt,
or in the case, and applied to to the support of
Schools in the same manner as is provided in sec-

tion one, of this aat.
Sec 4. This act shall take effect and be in force

in ninety days from and after its passage.
