As young animals are most suscepti-
Ble of cold, they should be closely at-

“fended to in winter, and comfortable

‘shelter and suitable food provided for

shem. Colts and calves are sometimes | P

neglected until their shivering frames
and staring coats proclaim that “some-
thing must be done™ to save them from
perishing. When your stoek of any
kind suffer from cold or hunger in the
first year of their existence, their
growth becomes stanted and they nev-
er arrive to their natural size. -

Hogs are very sensitive of cold, and
it will be to the farmers interest to keep
them very warm in winter, and to feed
them with cooked food. In order to
economize forage of every kind, a
steaming apparatas is strongly recom-
mended, as with the aid of this, and a
straw cutter, the farmer can convert
seemingly insipid material into a nour-
ishing pabulum, and as the American
farmer bas always abundance of fuel,
there can be no excuse for his not
adopting this approved plan of feeding
stock. When the domestic animal
take the field in the cusuing spring,
their condition will speak for the good
or bad management of their owners,
As provender is searce and dear, it is
neeessary to economiza it, and at the
same time, to use every means of pro-
moting the Lealth and improvement of
the stock. '

The Reason Why Hogs Eat Ashes and
Cinders.

Mr. Michi, of Tip Tree Hall, Eng-
land, has discovered that pigs, when
put up to fatten, are very fond of cin-
ders and improve in condition by eating
a eertain portion of them daily. Some
persons are unable to account for this
singular propensity in swine. FPonltry
are very fond of egg shells, lime, sand
&c., and it is well known these sub-
stances are necessary in order to form
the shells of eggs, and to furnish ma-
terial for the bones of the fowls. Now
it is reasonable to suppose that swine
eat ashes and cinders for the purpose
of supplying materials for their bones,
and this singular instinct in animals so
low in the scale of intelligence, is truly
wonderful, for ashes contain the ingre-
dients which are necessary to form
bones, namely carbonate and sulphate
of lime, prosphates of lime and mag-

nesia, clay and silica gelatinized, and |

made soluble by the fire. “When hogs
are at large, they take in clay and sili-
ea with their food, and eat bones and
roots which contain the necessary in-
gredients, but when they are pent up,
they endeavor to supply the materials
necessary for keeping up their frames,
by-devonring ashes and cinders, Let
them have plenty of them.

Protections of Strawberries in Winter.
