been effeoted, the surf and other land-

2. Each vessel will retain its order in
column, and the evlumns will move in
parallel lines equidistant, regulating
from the right. The sail vessels and
other transports, inadequate to the
task of sailing with the fleet, will be
towed by such steamers as the Chief
Quartermaster may designate. Com-
mander Dupont, in co-operation with
the land forces, has kindly made such
an arrangement of his fleet as will se-
cure the transports from unnecessary
diffusion, and all senior officers on trans-
ports,- and masters of vesscls, will
enter into the spirit of, and conform to
these arrangcments, a plan of which
will be duly given.

The General Commanding announces
to the Expeditionary Corps that ¢
is intended to make a descent upon the
enemy's coast, and probably under cir-
cumstances which will demand the ut-
most vigilance, coolnessand interpidity,
on the part of every officer and man of
his command, In coasideration of the
justness and holiness of our cause, of
the ardent patriotism which has post-
poned the virtuous and industrious citi-
zens of our land to fiy to their eountry’s
standard in the moment of her peril,
he most confidently believes that he
will be effectually and efliciently sup-
ported in his efforts to overthrow a
zealous, active and wily foe, whose
canse is unholy, and prineiples untena-
ble.

3. Onthe approach of the transporis
to the place of disembarkation, each
Brigade Commander will anchor his
transports as near each other as prac-
ticable, and will atthe proper lime
superintend the disembarkation of his
brigade. The surf boats, and other
means of disembarkation at hand, are
believed to be eapable of landing at
once from three to four thougand men.
The surfl boats are different sizes; two
of the largest may take the oflicers and
men of a company of one hundred
men ; two of the next size a company
of seventy men, and so on in propor-
tion. The other means of transporia-
tion may take the remainder of a bri-
gade, with possibly ore or two see-
tions of field artillery. .
4. The discmbarkation will be made
in three lines. The first line will be
the brigade of Gen. Wright, flanked
by two sections of Hamilton’s Light
Battery, accompanied by the squad of
regular Sappers and Miners, and two
compnnies of Serrell’s Volunteer En-
gineers, with a sufficient supply of en-
trenching tools and sand bags. The
second will be the brigade of Gen,
Stevens, and, if necessary, accompan-
ied by a section of Hamilton’s Battery,
and two field picees, to be manned by
a company of the Third Bhude Island
Regiment. The reserve will be eom-
posed of Gen, Viele's brigade, the re-
maining portions of Sirrell’s Volan-
teer Engineers and the Third Rhode
Island Eegimem, and will be disposed
of according to circumstanoces.

5. The boats of not only each com.
pany, but of each regiment and brig.
ade, will land abreast, as far as prac-
ticable, and in the order of battle. The
ntmost effort will be made to effect the
landing in that order. Should it be
found impracticable to land immediate-
ly from the lighters, then the surf boats,
when emptied, will immediately pro-
ceed to the rapid landing of the men
from the lighters, and as soon as the
whole line is landed, all the boats will
return and bring forward in like man-
ner the troops of the second line, and
so with the reserve.

6. The general officers and comman-
ders of battalions, &e., will be fur.
nished in time with the plan of descent
and the peculiar order of battle, Itis
probable that the first line will have 1o
conquer the ground on which to estab-
lish itself, and if opposed by greatly
superior numbers, L0 mancuvre and
probably to momentarily entrench, If
not seriously opposed the first line, af-
ter overcoming immediate difienlties,
will continue to drive backward the
enemy, but will not venture beyond
supporting distance from the shore be-
fore the landing of the General Com-
manding, or without his special order,
