The appeal was irresistible. At lite
last account, " the fat woman with the
caiiker sun bonnet" had "jinedin," and
two or three others were on the fence
with a decided lean towards the "Keer-
ful Shepherd."

War Claims.

Bounties. The bounty of $100 is

payable to discharged soldiers only
when they have been discharged by
reason of wounds received in battle, or
when they "shall have served for a
period of two years or during the war,
if sooner ended." It is due the heirs
of enlisted men who may die or be
killed in the service of the United States,
in the following order: 1st, to the wid-

ow ; 2d, To the children, if no widow;
3d, To the father, if no widow or chil-

dren ; 4th, To the mother, if the father
is dead or has abandoned the support
of his family ; 5th, To the brothers
and sisters collectively, if both" parents
are dead. The father, mother, broth-

ers and sisters to obtain the Bounty
must be residents of the United States.

Pensions. Pensions are allowed to
all officers and soldiers who have been
permanently disabled while in the ser-

vice of the United States, and in the
line of duty during the present war.
Pensions to widows, or other depen-

dent heirs of deceased officers and sol-

diers, are also allowed, provided the
officer or soldier died by reason of any
wound received or disease contracted
while in the service of the United
States and in the line of his duty.

Rates. All enlisted men, if totally
disabled, or their proper heirs in case
of death, receive $8 per mouth ; 2d
Lieutenants, $15 ; 1st Lieutenants, $17 ;

Captains, 20; Majors, $25; Lieutenant-Colonels- ,

and officers oi a higher grade,
$30 per month.

Applications fob Bounty, Back
Pat and Pensions. If the deceased
soldier was married, and his widow
wishes to make application for Bounty,
Back Pay and Pension, she must first
show proof of her marriage. This
may be done by obtaining duplicate
copies of the marriage record, under
seal, or if there is no publie record,
(whiuh must be stated,) duplicate cer-

tificates of the officers or clergyman of-

ficiating at the marriage, duly verified,

the affidavit of one or more witnesses

to the marriage or certified copies of

any private record there may be, will

answer. The same proof is required
in application of mothers or minor
children. In all eases where applica-

tions are to be made, (except for in-

valid pensions,) it is necessary for the
agent to know the full name of the de-

ceased, and the name, age, residence
and post-offic- address of the claimant
or claimants; date and place of enroll-

ment of deoeased ; date, place and
oause of death ; his rank, regiment,
and company, and name of his captain
and colonel.

Widows' Pensions. In the ease of
a widow wanting Pension, she must
furnish in addition to the above, the
names, ages and residences ot her
ohildren under sixteen years of age.

Mothers. Widowed mothers want-
ing Bounty, Back Pay and Pension,
must state the name of the husband
who was the father of the deceased
son, and the date and place of his
death ; and it she makes application
for a Pension, she must prove by two
disinterested witnesses that she was
partly or wholly dependent on her de-

ceased son for her maintenance, and
had been so dependant for some stated
period. It is not sufficient to prove
that her son occasionally sent her pres-
ents, but it must be shown that he reg-

ularly transmitted to the mother a por-

tion of his pay, or that he constantly
paid or contributed toward paving her
board, house rent, or other specific and
necessary expenses. If the mother of
a deceased soldier has a husband liv-

ing who is unable to provide for her
support through physical disability, or
has refused or neglected to contribute
to her maintenance, and is beyond the
reach of l oompalDioo, &Lu i enti-
tled to a pension upon proper proof of
the facts. In every case, the name
aud residence of two disinterested wit-

nesses who will make oath to the iden-
tity of the claimant, and to his or her
relationship with the deceased, is re-

quired.

Invalid Pensions. Applicants for
Invalid Pensions must first obtain
from one of the officers of the company
to which they belonged a certificate to
bow that the claimant was disabled

while in service. This obtained, a cer-

tificate from the surgeon appointed by
the disability incurred. Where no sur-

geon has been appointed, the certificate
Of two prcticiug surgeons of the county
in which the claimant resides, gives
under oath, will answer. Blank cer-

tificates furnished to those wishiug him
to obtain, peusious for them, on appli-

cation.

Discharged Soldiers. Discharged
Soldiers, or these who have been rec-

ommended for discharge, having claims
against the Government for Back Pay,
Clothing, Rations, &c, cau have them
adjusted and collected by sending him
a full description of the case, with such

papers as they may have concerning

their military history. Final dis-

charges, Pay Certificates, Back Pay,
and all allowances readily obtained for

those who have been recommended for

discharge.
Resigned Officep.s. Resigned off-

icers can only be paid on producing

the "acceptance" of their resignation,
and are entitled to pay up to the time

they actually receive such acceptance,
provided they were on duty. All claims

sent to Washington for payment are

registered, and are disposed of accor-

ding to the order in which they are

there received, provided the Muster and

Pay Rolls of the company to which
deceased belonged can then be ob-

tained. These rolls, however, are
sometimes delayed in their transmis-
sion to the proper office several months,
hence the delay in the settlement of
claims. The same applications for
Pensions.

The foregoing information is furn-

ished with the belief that all should
know what the nature and extent of
War Claims are and what is necessary
to have them successfully presented.

The Arming ot Negroes.

Speech of Adjutant General Thomas
at Lake Providence, Ja. 1 tie fresv
dent's Policy Unalterable.

Fellow Soldiers. Yoar Com
manding General has so fully stated
the object of my mission that it is al

most unnecessary for me to say any
thing to yon in reference to it. Still,
as I come here with full authority from
the President of the United States to
snnouce the polioy which after mature
deliberation, has been determined upon
by the wisdom of the nation it is my
duty to make known to you clearly and

fully the features of that point. I beg
you will listen to what I have to say as
soldiers receiving from a soldier the
oommands of the President of the
United States.

I came from Washington clothed
with the fullest power in this matter.
With this power I can act as if the
President of the United States were
himself present. I am directed to refer
nothing to Washington, but to act
promptly what I have to do to do at
once to strike down the unworthy
and to elevate the deserving.

I cau only speak briefly and cannot
enter into the details of the subject at
present. It may be that some of you
are better acquainted with this country
that I am, but all my early military life
was spent in the South. I know this
whole region well. I am a Southern
man, and if yon will born with South-

ern prejudices ; but I am free to say
that the policy I am now to announce
to you I endorse with my whole heart.
You know full well for you have been
over this couutry that the rebels have
sent into the field all their avaiJable
righting men every man capable of
bearing arms, and you know they have
kept at home all their slaves for the
raising of subsistence for their armies
in the field.

In this way they can bring to bear
against us all the strength of their d

Confederate States, while we at
the North can only send a portion of
our fighting force, being compelled to
leave behind another portion to culti-

vate our fields and supply the wants of
an immense army. The Administra-
tion has determined to take from the
rebels this source of supply to take
their negroes and compel them to send
back a portion ot their whites to culti-

vate their deserted plantations, and
very poor persons they would be to fill

the place of the dark-hue- d laborer.
They must do this or their armies will

starve. You know perfectly well that
tho rebels had an opportunity offered
them under the Proclamation of the
President in September, to lay down

their arms and come back into the-- J

Union. They failed to do it. Not but
that the hearts of many men in the
South were with us and against the re-

bellion. The leaders of the rebellion,
Jeff. Davis and his satelites, would not
permit it, therefore they are still in

arms against us.

On the first day of January last the
President issued his Proclamation de
claring that from that day forward all

the slaves in the States then in rebel
lion should be free. You know that
vast numbers of these slaves are within
your borders, inside the lines of this
army. They come into your camps
you cannot but receive them. The au-

thorities in Washington are very much
pained to hear, and I fear with truth iu

many cases, that some of these poor
unfortunates have on different occa-

sions been turned away from us, and
their applications for admission within
our lines have been refused by our ofti

cers and soldiers.
This is not the way to use freed men.

The question came up in Washington,
"What is best to be done with this un-

fortunate race ?" They are come upon
us in such numbers that some provi-
sions must be made for them. Yon
cannot send them North. You know
the prejudice of the Northern people
against receiving large numbers of the
colored race. Some States have passed
laws forbidding them to come within
their borders. At this dav, in some

States,

have been arraigned before the Courts

to answer for the violation of the Statt

enactments.

arms; they are to be fed and clothed;

This is the policy that has been fully
determined upon. I am here to say
that I am authosized to raise as many
regiments of blacks as I can. I am
authorized to give commissions, from
the highest to the lowest, aud desire
those persons who are earnest in this
work to take hold of it. I desire only
those whose hearts are in it, and to
them alone will I give commissions. I
don't care who they are or what their
present rank may be. I do not hesi-

tate to say that all proper persons will
receive commissions.

While I am authorized thus in the
name of the Secretary of War, I have
the fullest authority to dismiss from the
army any man, be his rank w hat it may,
whom I find maltreating the freedmen.
This part of my duty I will most

perform if any case oomes be-

fore me. I would rather do that than
give commissions, because suoh men
are unworthy the name of soldiers.

I hope to hear that in this splendid
division, as I know it to be, veterans
as Napoleon would call them for you
are veterans I hopeto hoar before I
leave that I shll be able to raise at least
a regiment from among you. I don't
want to stop at one, nor at two. I must
have two at least. It is possible that I
can procure four. I would like to raiae
on this river twrenty regiments at least
before I go back.

I shall take all the women and child-
ren and all the men unfit for military
organizations, and place them on these
plantations ; then take regiments and
put them in the rear. They will

the rear effectively. Knowing the
country well, and familiar with all the
roads and swamps they will be able to
track out the accursed guerrillas and
run them from the land. When I get
regiments raised you may sweep out
into the interior with impunity.

Recollect, for every regiment of
blacks I raise a regiment of the whites
to face the foe in the field. This, fel-

low soldiers, iu the determined policy
of the Administration. You all know
full well, when the President of the
United States, though said to be slow
in coming to a determination, when he
once puts his foot dowfrit is there, and
he is not going to take it up. lie has
put his foot down ; I am here to as-

sure you that my official influence shall
be mveu that he shall not raise it.

The Volcano Smoking in Mobile.

It
is one of those unmistakable signs, now

becoming quite common, that tho dis-

tress of the people in the rebellious
States has a point that is

almost unbearable :

If our Govern
ment can oompel a man with a family
of children to fight for it at til per
month, it can compel, and must, those
who stay at home and enjoy their ease
new, and will enjoy our freedom when
achieved, to feed the poor children of
poor fathers ; the widows, whose only
sons are fighting the battles aud endur
ing the terrible hardships of the march
and cainps, foodless, clotheless and
shoeless Forbearance will soon cease
to he a virtue !

"Our w ives, sisters and little ones
are crying for bread ! Beware 1 lest
they cry for blood also!.'! We have
had enough of extortion and specula
tion ; it is time the strong arm of the
law was extended.

"The people will rise sooner or
later 1 There are lamp posts and rpe
enough to cure this worse than treason

and the remedy will be supplied by

an outraged people.
