From the Sunday Mereury,
Letter from Orpbeus C. Kerr.=Report of
the Manoer in which the War has Cone
duocted itself since Lhe Ist of April, 1862,

We are pleased to present to our un-
partisan readers, through the agency of
our unwavering and incorruptible cor-
respondent, an able and convincing re-
port of the manner in which the war
has conduoted itsell since the 1st of
April, 1862. For all the ecommentary
that is required, we refer to the simple
mortuary scene and figurative inserip-
tion moralizingly noted by the scribe:

Epitorn T. T.:—Depressed, my boy,
by that low-spirited sense of raverence
tor shirt-vollared Old Age, which is a
part of my credulous nature, I proceed
to record that the Venerable Gammon
has once more torn himself from idola-
trous Mugville, to beam venerably upon
all the capital the nation has lefi; and
s 1 mark bow fatly he waves continued
benediction to the attached popunlance,
I am impressed anew with the convie-
tion of the serious mental magnitade
for large sized Old Age. It was on
Monday that a delegation of anxions
oivilian chaps groveled arouand this
aged idol of a mournful nation ; and as
soon as the awe-stricken spokesman of
the party had erawled within speaking
distance of the Veverable Gummon, e
suiffed deforentially, aud says he:

“ Sire, we desire to know how soon
we may expect an honorable peace to
end the present war, which is perpetoal
bloodshed.™

The Venerable Gammon placidly
placed his benefieent right hand be-
tween his patriarehal ruffles, and says
he:

“My friends, this war is like a great
struggle between two hostile armies;
it will continue until it has ceased, and
it will cease wheo it is no longer con-
tinned, Peace,” says the Venerable
Gammon, waving indulgent permission
for the sun to go on shining, * Peace is
the end of war, as war is the end of
peace; therefore, if we had no war,
peace would be without end, and if we
had no peace, war would be endless.”

Then the fond civilian chaps groveled
eestatically at the time honored feet of
fhe benignant parent of bLis country,
and four-and-twenty reliable morning
journals immediately published a report
that Richmond bad been taken—for
unother year,

But what has particnlarly endeared
the Venersble Gammon to the hearts
of his distracted fellow coanntrymen is
his able report of the manner in which
the war has conducted itself since the
first of April 1882. I vannot exactly
understand, my boy, how this benig-
nsnt benefactor of his speeies comes o
know anything at all about military
matters; nor am I prepared to state
that he had any call, whatever, to re-
port upon natiomal strategy ; but he has
insued a startling statement, and I give
the whole

REPORT.

“On the 1st of April 1862, on the
day immediately preveding the 31st
of May, in the same year, a solitary
borseman might have been seen ap
proaching the eamp of the Mackerel
Brigade from Washington. He was a
youth in the prime of life, and carried
a carpet bag, containing the daily morn-
ing journals of that date. Upon resch-
ing the teot of the General of the
Mackerel Brigade, he sought an imme-
diate interview with the latter, and at
once revealed to him that it was re-
ported in all the morning journals that
the celebrsted Souwthern Coufederacy
had evacuated Manassas just two weeks
previously, thereby rendering an ad-
vance upon that stronghold by our na-
tional troops 8 subject demanding im-
mediate attention. —

“Upon discovering that this news

Brigade ordered s report of oor nation-
al victary to be ponveyed to the Mack-

erels who had gaived it; sod having

was indeed contsined in the morning
journals, the General of the Mackerel

made several promotions for bravery,
and telegraphed to the excellent Dem-
acratic OUrganization in New York that
he had rather oapture Manussas than
be President of the United States in
1885, he ordered an immediate advance
upon Manassas. The advance took
plave without confusion or dismay, and
on the following morning Capt. Villiam
Brown electrified the whole nation with
the magical words:

“‘ We hiave met the enemy, and they
are hours—ahead of us.’

“The backbone of the Rebellion be-
ing thus broken, the General of the
Mackerel Brigade wrote 1o Honest Abe
at Washington, as follows :

“*Deag Sig:—I Lave atlength suo-
oessfully surprised the stronghold of
Manassas, and eonsider myself sirong
enough to eontinue the war, if you can
send me a few more troops. 1f you
oan spare 60,000 under Sergt. O'Pike,
and 50,000 under Colonel Wobert
Wobinson, from the defence of Wash-
ington, I van wait for the other hundred
thousand vatil T push forward again.

“*“Tux Gexemar oF tee Maickease Buiesps.'

“This was on the 4th of April. Ow-

ing to the continual storms, and the
difficulty eneountered in procuring um-
brellas for the troops, the Mackerel
Brigade was enabled to advanve but
thirty-three and a half feet during the
ensuing four months, during which
time several State elections took place.
Ou the 4th of July the Honest Abe ad-
dresed the following wnote to the Gen-
eral of the Mackerel Brigade:

“ ¢ GENERAL :—By your plan of
drawing troops away from Washing-
ton, the Capital would be left with
fewer soldiers than it now possesses ;
and if the ocapital is weakened, it ful-
lows, very clearly, that it will not be
strengthened. My plao is directly the
reverse of your plan, so that your plan
is immediately opposite to my plan.
Allow mue 1o ask you the lollowing ques-
Llons

“.—If your plan is different from
my plan, how can my plan be the same
a8 your plan ?

“olL~If my plan does not agree
with your plan, wherein does your plan
ussimilate with my plan?

“ S JL—If your plan and my plan
are nol the same plan, how can my plan
and your plan be one plan ¥ )

“IV.—If my plan by opposing your
plan, shows that my plan is not at all
like your plan, how can your plan, by
differing from my plan, save Washing-
ton nucordingly to my plan, which is
not your plan? “H. A

*“Buth plans were adopted, and in
the course of the succeeding two
munths, the Mackerel Brigade shot a
eouple of Confederacies. Shortly afier
this, it was decided that an advance
should be made upon the city of Paris,
by way of Duck Lake, the iron plated
squadron of Rear-Admiral Head being
detailed from the blockade, to take
the Mackerels across, as soon as s
heavy rain should make the lake too
deep for navigation by personal wa-
ding. The troops were at the landing
at the appointed time, and were abont
to embark in good order, when it was
discovered by the negro servant of one
of the officers, that they had forgotien
to bring any smmunition with them,
aud that the iron plated squadron had
not arrived. This unfortanate discor-
ery made it necessary for the Mackerel
Brigade to fall back thirty-ihree sud a
half feet, and the Geoeral thus wrote
to the Honest Abe at Washington :

“‘Dear Sig:—The safety of this
Army depends entirely upon its imme-
diste reinforeement by all the trapps at
Washington, as my plan is entirely dif-
ferent from your plan, and your plan
differs somewhat from my plan. The
imporiance of saving Wasbington by
your plan is nothing when eompared
with the opposite tenor of my plan;
which might, after all, be the saving of
Washington by my plan, though my
plan does not agree with your plan. [
will stay with this Army, and die with
it, if need be, by my plan.

““Tue Gexesal or rux Macxennt Buosos.

“Both plans were put in foree, and
during the period elapsiog between this
dats and the middle of November, the
troops were busily engaged in fortify-
ing themselves—against the inclemeu-
cy of the weather, Arrangements be-
ing made and completed for the decent
interment of such troops as should die
of vld age before the next great move-
ment took place, the Geoersl of the
Mackerel Brigade had jost opened a
correspondence with his family on the
subjeot of the Presidency of the United
States in 1885, when be received the
the appended note:

“{GrNERAL:—You will feel immedi-
ately relieved npon receiving this, and

Hoboken. Colonel Wobert Wobinson
is hereby ordered to take command of
the Mackerel Brigade.

“*ADJUTANT.’

“ Upon the assumption of ecmmand
by General Wobinson, it was immedi-
ately observed that he possessed a
great deal of Shape. He erussed Duck
Lake on his Shape, and io pursuance
of the plan of his predecessor, opened
an instant attack upon Paris. Shortly
alter the attack, the whole Brigade was
back across Duck Lake agsin, and the
new General sent his resiguation Lo
Washington. It was refosed, as un-
nevessary ; and the General then de-
vised a plan for starlding the whaole
sountry, by orgavizing the Anitomiosl
Cavalry upon an equestrian busis, aud
making & raid upou some Confederate
vsls known to be somewhere in the
daily journals. The secret of this
movement was. confided to but three
persons—the Honest Abe, the Southern
Coufederacy, and the public; but be-
fore the move oould be made it was di-
vulged and frustrated. The General
then sent in bis resignation, which was
refused as unnecessary. It was sub-
sequentt o thisthat a third great mave.
ment was arrauged, when a shower
oame up suddenly and it had to be
abandoned. It was npon this occasion
that the General sent in his resignation,
when it was refused as unnecessary.
Simultaneously, ss it were, the officer
popularly known a8 the Grim Old Fight-
ing Cox, was appuinted to the com-
mand, av bere our exuiting tale ends
lor thepresent.

“If the sbove record of s year of
the war presents some discouraging
features, it also offers many suds of
hope for the future, inasmuch as it
would sppear utterly impossible for the
futuré to be less fruitful of national
triumphs then the pust has been. The
grealness of our pation is sufficiently
evinced by the fact that we are spend-
iug two millions of dollars per day;
und us soon as the present rebellion
shall bave been crusbed, the final de-
teat of the celebrated Southern Coun-
federacy will become a mere qaestion
ol time, aud we shall be prepared to
commit immediate assaull vpon the
combined Europe.

The following srticle from the Rich-
mond Examiner affords curions illustra-
tion of the close alliance in opinion be
tween the Rebels sud the Copperheads,
We append to it some of the declara
tions made by the apeskers at the
Wood Iudination Mesiing at New
York, on May 18.

If sympathy for an individual and
an enemy wers permitled, sorrow jfor
the fate of Vallandigham would be felt
by.most men of heart in the South.
Vallandigham Pierce, and one or two
other citizens of the United States, have
displayed the highest courage, and the
most honorabls patriotism amid the
wild wickedness of their country. They
will hold, in the history of their times,
s place not less respectable than that
allotted 1o Chatham and Burke, in the
parallel story of the war between Eng-
land and the Colonies.
