and pros. tiling Insurmountable obs'aclcs to pur-
suit, is poculiarly adapted to these marauding
expeditions. As miny troops, adapted to this
service, as could bo spared from othor quarters
have been ; oonoontrated upon tho for. tiers of
Texas and Novv-Moxio- to oporslo against the
savages.
