Qur city hns boen the seene of some torel.
blo riots betwoen tho Americans and Teish, in
which sevoral lives wers loat, and many badly
injured,

Thera are many rumors and exagerated ro-
porte in eirculation in rogard tn the ecsuso of
it.  From the best information | can obtain, I
learn that tho first outbrosk ocenrred on San-
day evoning growing oot of a political discuss-
ion hoetween a party of Amaoricans and Irish,
A savage fight ensuod, in which firoarms and
eliibs woro froely used. A n' mber of the par-
ticipants in the riot woro badly wounded befure
| it could bo quelled by the polics,  On the fol-
lowing day one of the wonnded died, and much
exeitemont followed in consequence,

The excitement comtineod on the ineroase

throughout Monday, and as night set in the ri
ot was renswad with greater wiolonee—oach
party apparantly being propared for it.  The
nonws gperud rapidly theongeh tho elty, and it was
ropurtod that sevors] had boon killed, but this
| raport fortunately proved to by prematirg,——
Pistols amd guns wors fired into the erowils,
of the risters recoived serions inju-
riok.  “The polico again suceceded in making
soveral arrests and restoring order.
