Banosrows Ky., Dec, 271h, 1861,

Ev. Sranoarp—Dear Sir:—1 closed my
Inst Jottor before I had finished the subject of
our rip from Louisville to his city, lest the
mail should close withoat it; sed though
many iccidents of interest were omitted, lost
it abould appear like making two bites of &
cherry, I will leave then and take a look at
the country.

Leaving Louisville we passed through a
beautiful farm'ng country witil we reached the
neighborhood of Salt River,—slightly undu.
Inting and well watered with spring Lrooka,
The Salt River country is very broken, though
not mountainous or much wore difficalt of as.

« As most of our soldiors, of & few of onr first
regiments, at lemsr, (and very many once)
were mon in comfortable circumstances, It Wan
thought advisable to furnish them with a re-
spactablo bill of fare of sooked rations; this
was also necessary, as cooking utensila could
not bo procured in time for them to cook their
own fuod.

“As the Second Regiment was ordered in
to rendezvous by the Colonel of the regiment,
and on & very short notice, without consuiting
this department, vo time was sllowed for ad
vertising for proposals to subsist them; but s
soldiers must be fad, a contract was entered
into for furnishing them, at the samae rate, in-
cluding fuel, straw, candles, &e., ns thut for
the First Regiment. which continued for ten
days, and was then reducel to forty cauts per
day. The result provel our contracls were
made at less rates than in any othor State at
that time, so fiur ns aoy informnation oxtends,

Eﬂyol officers and soldiers, which will be
ud in (he report of the State Paymaster
to ‘ho Auditor General.

“From the above amount, if we deduet
$20.000 for the probable ex of the Light

People hear of and talk abous Washoe ae
being & country rich in mineral deposite. Bat
very fow thiok of the exteot of eoustry over
which thess mineral deposits extond, In rl'-
ing of Waslioe, they ouly associate with the
oame & faw square miles of rough, mountsin-
ous country, little thinking they extend over
a large portion of Nevada Tenitory,

It is true, this portion of tle covalry, or
mining region, bas besn longer koown, and
the mives better developed thao othors. Hare,
in the Distriot of Virginia, are some dosens of
mines opened, and return & hasdsome income
1o their owners; and there are hundreds of
others inviting the enterprise and capital to
duvclop thom; and when onoe opened, they,
too, will bo & sourco of wealth that will richly
reward the industry and enterprise that de-
velop them,

There ia the distriet of Silver City~ which

. | compromises some as rich mines as the Terri-

tory affords—situated about five miles south
of Virginin. Silver City, the cantre of this
distriet, is a flourishing town of about one
thousand inbabitants. Between Virginia and
Silver City lies the thrifty town and rich mi-
uing districi of Gold Hill, Here is directed
thousands of dollams of the eapital brought in-
to the territory; the mines i:r moatly of
gold quartz, more quickly reward any iavest.
