Admirsl Sampson bombarded aund
sllenced the Spanish batteries in posi-
tion and in conrse of constroction at
the entrance of the harbor of Matanzas
He did it with the flagship New York,
the monitor Puritan and the gunbond
Cincinnati, Not one of the American
ships was struck, the Bpanish gunnery
being wild, The number of dead and
woundefl on the Spanish side wust be
considerabla,

While the New York, Puritan and
Cincinnati were reconunoitering for the
purpose of locating and destroving the
formidable defenses being construeted
the flagship was fired on by the batter
ies on Point Rubal Cayo and Point
Maya, guarding the entrance to the
barbor, The New York replied in
stantly. The Puritan steamed in be
hind the New York and engaged the
fortifiecations on Point Maya while the
New York went to starboard close ny
to the land and poured her shelis inte
The Cincionatl, which
had remained well astern under orders,
signuled for permission toengage and
received it, ond soon was firing sbhells
into the fort on the west side of the
bay. The batterles fired cxplosive
shells and most of them fell wide of
the mavk. One burst beyond the stern
of the New York and a sehrapnel shot
exploded over her, Jt took the thred
ships just 18 minutes to silence the bat
