My Lady,s Plumes,

We are indebted to Mrs, F, M, Stewart
for the following Interssting and pathet-
ia story of “My Lady's Piumes,” taken
from “The Forest and Stream.” If any
woman can wear egrets in her hat after
reéading it her womanly eensibllities have
heen horrlbly deadened in some way:

You observed the hat of the lady who
walked Io front of you down the fashlion-
abla part of the main street the other day.
You have not n~ticed, herhaps, that on
my lady's, hat are some tall, pllant
plumes, long as those of the ostrich, but
far more beauatiful, with delicate fila-
ments as light as frost work on A winter
window,

These long, lmy plumes on my lady's
hat are the plumes of the whita egret.
Naturally, they are pure white, but pure
vhite not belng barbarle enough for the
w2 of civillzatlon—though it ueed to
serve Southern Indians who wore these
plumes—they are dyed any color of the
ralnbow, losing theroby none of their
gracefulpess and only some of thelr
peauty.

My lady’s hat, If worn too long, wiil
lnse Ite purpose and ocease to atiract,
She must thersfore change It. The
plumes in the new hat must be of differ-
snt color. Forthese new plumes shelooks
to her milliner., The milliner looks
to the great wholesala supply house
of the metropolis. The wholerale supply
house looks—aud with much anxiety
thewe daye—to Thomas Jones, market
+hooter, or, techulcally speakiog, plum-
age hunter.

Thomas Jones knows whera there
" an egrel roost, or, a8 he will call
i, a “white crane roost.” Really, he
ioes not mean a roost 80 much as & nest-
ing-ground, whera thousaods of birds
nest in & small tract of the isolated wet
forest or "dead-tree awamp.” Such rook-
erles were once common ln Florlda, but
are 5o no longer. Tuomas Jonss may
know of one in Mlssissippl, Loulslana or
Texas, and holds uimself fortunate if he
dows, for they are scarce enough to-day.

Miod you, the plumage hunter doea
not go Into the roost uatll spring has
well advanced. When he reaches the
roost, the low trees, bushes and grassy
brush clumps are full of nests, and the
nests are, or soon will be, full of youang
birde, The busy life of the colony goes
on. The parents come and go, travel-
log, oo one knows how far, to get food
for the gaplog young birds iln the nest.
Thomas Jones notes the high, projecting
aaag of the tallest trae near the edge of
the colony. There 1s a white crane on
that limb. It seems to him there always
la one thera, Inshort, it is & habit of the
bird to alight on the highest branch
offering itsell,

Out of the thousands of nests In the
vast colony, how can the pareot egret
plek Ita own neat, slnca all look s0 much
allke? Thomas Jones often wonders
about that and often laughs a little
bhimsell, Tha parent egret has been out
after food and returns to the colony.
Witkout & second’a hesitation he plcks
out his own nest, and pauses for an
instaut directly above It, high up Iln the
alr, fest first, Iu the most comical and
awkward looking way In the world,
thougli~he never misses his nest by an
loch, but be lands just where he wants
to, As he thus backs downstairs out of
the alr, hls long plumes, attached le a
little elump at his shoulders and spread.
log ont over his back as far down as the
longest tall feathers, flare up In the alr,
reversed and standing up over his head
ng he drops, ss a white garment would la
the resisiance of the alr,

On these plumes Thomas Jones fixes
his eye.

in thelr pelme condition, Thean he bullds
his camp on the best ground he can find
pear-by and the next day Is rudrhn
to work.

Surely Thomas Joues is not golng to
kill these birds i the nesting season,
when the helpless young are ln the nest
and must die also If thelr parents dle!
That canoot be possible, you say. Yet
that ls precisely what he ls golog to do.
It is not' his fault, he will tell yon, that
the plumes are wmot good In the fall,
wlnter, or early spring, and are not prime
unt!/l the height of the breedling season.
Here are the plumes, fouond at much
labor, reached st much daoger, says
Thomss Jones, blind and deaf—further
than that, and there s the price offered
me for them, #0 much an onnce, perhaps
forty dollara an ounce, or perhaps as low
as one hundred and forty dollars & pound,
Is thisright to kill these birds atthis
time? I am not clear that we should ask
this question aoy more of Thomas Joneas
than of the wholesale milliner's supply
house, or of the retall milliner, or every
lady on the street. Only the fact remalns
pitiless, horrible, unspeakable, that the
gathering of the plumes is & harvest ol
death, a harvest untimely, disastrous, ba-
cause itls reaped atthe sowing time ol
life, Every egret killed for its plumes Is
killed when it is belpless through its
blind, natural Tove for its effspring, and
when its death means the death of all its
helpless young. Does the wholesaleman
know this? Does he care?! Does any-
body know or care? [s it not the one
thing to be remembered, that my Ilady
must have her plumes? White, they are
white, these plumes. It fa mockery,
They should be the blackest sable, and
they should staio black the white flogers
that caresa them,

But Thomas Jones cannot #top 10
argue. The next day he pushes quletly
into the edge of the nesting-ground, He
ties his boatfirmly within easy range of
the tall anug he saw the day before. He
takes out his rifle, the .22 shot will make
no noise and !t will serye his purpose
perfectly. There is an egret on the tall
soag. Taking a steady alp, Thomas
Joves fireg, aud ‘the bird whirls down,
dead. One or two other birds start on
thefr perches In the game tree, but settle
back. One by one they too whirl out
and lie in 8 wnite, tapngled mass &t the
foot of the tree, An egret raises herself
up above the rim of the nest on which
she sitd and the tiny bullet pierces her.
She whirle down lylng white and
motionless. The little cnes gape and
cry, but no food comes. The father was
killed on the trae near-hby. Oae by one,
out of the nests, all from the llmba of
the trees, here, there, anywhere,—{or the
birds are all about acd so stupid with
the breedlng fever that they will not
leave,—the elender whita birds meet
thelr doom. That tall snag has ylelded
twanty vielims. Thomas Jones has not
moved from hls boat. Ile has over two
hundred birde down. [He can tell by his
cartridge boxes, for he rarely mlssesa
ghot. It ls easy shooting. It calls for
no dleplay of murkmaoship. It is mere
wanton slaughter.

After noon, Thomas Jones goes out
and gathers up his spolls, A cut of the
knife and the clump of plumes Is off.
The carcasees of egrets are left lying.
Two hundred carcasses ol egrets are left
lying. That many more to-morrow.
Many more than that the next day, for
by that time the walling of the dylug
young of the first day's victims will have
ceased, From then on, day by day, ln-
creaelog In three-fold ratlo, the harvest
of death goes on, steadlly, pitilessly, on
the sowlog grounds of life, out In the
sllent, peaceful wilderness where the
birds have tried to hids thele homes,

In less than a month It is over. The
long white llnes no lenger cross the
country golng to and from the feeding
grounde, The white forms no longer
appear on the naked trees. Doubly
naked the forest stande In sllent desola-
tion, S8ilent and discolored the once
white forms below the trees are slaking
fnto the slime, From beneath the trees
aod from the nests up ln the trees a
great stench goes up, Nota bird, young
or old, la left alive, The old ones stayed
till death eame, bound by the great In-
stipet of nature to remaln with their
young.

(Mock Blsque)—One quart of milk,
one plat of tomatoer, one large ocup of
water, one rounding tablespoonful “of
butter, one roundiog tablespoonful of
flour, one tablespoonful of salt, one tea-
gpoonful of sugar, one-fourth teaspoon-
ful of soda, a dash of 1ed pepper. Strain
tomatoes through s potato sque.zer,
pour the cup of bolling witer into the
presa to get out allthe pulp. Place in
granita ware kettle, add the salt, 8 igar,
pepper and soda, Melt the butrer and
mix the flour with it, Add a little warm
water, to free it from lumps, then add it
to the toma'o, lettlog It cook untll vary
smooth, stirring it constantly, Huve the
milk hot In another dlsh and when time
to serve pour It Into the kettle, stir uatil
well mixed, but be sure and not let it

boil.

Novemher's Meteors

Two flne meteor showers are expect-
ed by astronomers this fall. The first
Is the advance guard of the famous
“November meteors,” the main display
of which is due in 1899. These meteors
appear in Immense numbers three
times In a century, and the spectacles
they presented in 1833 and 1866 were
magnificent, They are extended so far
long thelr track that they require
about three years to cross the earth’s
orbit, and accordingly, many are seen
on the 13th or 14th of November in the
years immediately preceding and fol-
lowing that in which the principal
swarm meets the earth, The other
shower due this fall is that of the
Andromeda meteors, supposed to be
part of the missing comet of Biela
They appear on the night of Nov, 27,
their perlodiecal relurns occuring about
thirteen years apart. Their finest pre-
vious displays were In 1872 and 1885.
