VOTE THE AMENDMENT BALLOT

At the election next Monday there
will be three ballot boxes at each polllng
place and three separate ballots, one con-
taining the pames of the nomioees for
Justice of the Supreme Court, Regents
of the Universlty, Judge of the First
Judiolal District and Commissloner of
Sehools for Hillsdale county ; another the
names of candilates for township or
ward and clty officers: the remalning one
the four proposed amendments to the
State Constitution.

Voters should be careful to correctly
mark and deposit each of these ballots
for they are all important. There s a
tendenny on the part of many to pay
little att: ntion to the amendments to the
Btate Constitution and yet no ballot cast
s of as muoh Importance, The other

ballots simply select the men who will
act as the executive officers of the lawe,
but this ballot changes the fundamental
law of the state.

The following are the proposed amend-
menta: 1st—relative to elrcult courts; 24
~relating to Btate printing office; 84—
relativa to the judlelsl department; 4th—
relative to the laylng out, construction,
improvement and maintenance of high-
ways, bridges aud culverts, by counties
aud townships,

The tirst of these provides for an addi-
tional elrcuit judge Inthe county of St
Clalr, It ls asked for by the people of
that county whom alone it affects and
there 18 no reason why they shonld not
have It,

The second provides for the establish-
mene of & State priotiog office where all
priuting aod biodiag for tue state shall
be performed. This would require at
the outset a large outlay for machinery,
eto, snd, judglug from the way that work
is now perfurmed In other state depuri-
ments, would be a huge political machlue
where a medium of work would be per-
formed fur 8 maximum of money, Other
etawes huve tried thig plan and we huve
yet to learn of & single one where it has
proved a success. During the past year
the present contractors for the state
printing got into a controversy with their
employes who struck and thereby lost
their positions and these men and thelr
irlends have stirred up an agitatlon
which bas led to the submission of this
smendment, Itis, in our opinlon, un.
wlse, and should be voted down.

The third provides for the establish-
ment of an lntermediate court, with three
judges, to which sll clvil cases lnvolving
less than £1,500 aud certain misdemean-
ore, may be appealed from circult courta,
When our Supreme Court was organized
in 1857 with four judges the state had a
population of & tritle over 0500,000; in
1860 it was 749,113, Since that time it
has been multiplied by four; since 1888
the court has consisted of five judges
la 1570 there were 15 circuit judges,
[here are now 43. In 1860 121 cases
wera heard; Io 1808 630 cases. Ia it
reasonable to suppose that five judzes of
the Supreme Court can do justice to
themselves, or to the people, in review-
ing the judgments and declslons of 43
ciecuit judges, If it required four judges
to do the business of the court thirty
years sgo? The Intermediate court will
gr-atly relleve the Supreme Court. The
amendment Is favored by all persons
fumiliar with the work of the Bupreme
Court and s in the interests of economy
and the poorer classes.

The fourth amendment provides that

the leglalature may authorlze countles to
lssus bonds and provide money by taxa-
fon for the improvement and mainte-
nance of highways, etc, Farmers with
produce to sell and merchants who de-
sire the trade of farmers are especially
interested In this amendment and should
glive it hearty support.

To sum up, voters should put an X la
the square opposite the word yes alter
each amendment except the gecond,
where the X ghould be placed in the
square after the word no.

Letter from Cuba,
SAGUA LA GRANDE, March 14, 1800,
DeEar PARENTS,

I will commence a letter to you to-
aight in answer to your ever welcome
one just recelved. Well, we are In a
clvilized country once more, our com-
pany haviog been sentto Sagua la Graode
whi:h is situstad abovt four miles frowun
the noith coast of Cuba aud hus 8 popu-
lation of about 15,000. It ia about 18
miles from where we were camped, We
left our old camp yesterday about 12
o'clock and reached here about 8 o'clock
and pitched tents for the night, and to-
day we changed the camp over to the
place where Co, I, of the 6th Ohlo were
camped. They are to go home la & few
days, and to night we are all settled at
Inst.
