tive of lower Virginia, of the beat blood
of the Old Pominionv he had received a
good education, 'and migrat.d to Missis-
sippi- stu noon as 'he reached manhood.
Here he'was engaged some years ia coV

ton planting. Some fifteen years ago he
removed .VK.tliis State, and purchased a
fine sugar plantation in West Baton
Rouge. He'w;is'seewful as aplanter,
and havjog secured.., competency, en-

gaged in the politics and legislation of
the State, as a prominent member of the
Oenerul Assembly. His intelligence,
firmness and earnestness gave him a
conspicuous position and great influence
in the political arena and in public
affairs, tie was a ready speaker and
writer. After engaging in political life,
he made a visit to Kurope, and wrote and
published a very pleasaut account of his
travels, under the title of " The Sugar
Planter Abroad.'!, When the secession
movement began, he took a prominent
part In the drama, and it was in his hands
the Pelican flag was first unfurled On the
adoption of the secession ordinance, at
Baton Rouge, on the 26th of January,
18G1. When war-beca- Inevitable, he
immediately offered "his services to the
State in the field, and waaj elected Lieut.
Oolonel of that, fine regiment, the 4th
Louisiana, And abandoning his valuable
plantation' and luxurious horaf. em-

barked in the hard, perilous and labor-

ious life of a soldier. The sicknesa of
the Colonel compelling his resignation,
Lieut Colonel Allen, succeeded to the
command of the 4th, and ever afterward
led it in battle through man bloody
suenes, until be received the 'terrible
wouad at Baton Rouge, which evr after
wards disabled, him' from active service.
..He had been previously wounded in
other actions, especially in his firnt reg-
ular battle :that pf Shilolj where, de-

spite jits wounds lie. remained on the
field among the very last of the stnaH
rearguard which protected the retirement
of Beauregard' army front the field
which it had won."
