DAVIS AND CEASE.

A bill has passed the Senate author

ising the Kismet uonrt claiming j urn-dictio- n

of the case of Mr. Davis to hold

t special term.

It is eminently appropriate that
the highest judicial officer of the Repub-

lic should preside at a trial where the

greatest roan of our time is arraigned for

treason. Momentous issues, involving

the structure of the Government, as well

hs the rights of belligerents, will be dis-

cussed by the highest legal talent of the
country. Such a creature as Mossos
should not be allowed to bring odium
on the dignity of an occasion so great,
nor be perpetuated in history by connec-

tion with an event that will rival in his
torical interest the trial of the celebrated
Warren Hastikos. Moreover, the re
corded opinions of the Chief Justice ren
ders it just that he should preside. It
will be recollected that some persons res-

cued a fugitive slave in Oberlin. Tbey
were indicted at Cleveland and con-

demned to fine and imprisonment
Chase was Governor of Ohio, and by his

'Attorney for the State he procured from
the Supreme Court of the State a writ of
habeas corpus. According to the Cin

cinnati Commercial, Chase openly
avowed his determination to support the
decision of the State Court by the mili-

tary force of the State should the prison-

ers be released.
At a meeting at Columbus of all the

faithful, in order to drive into submission
the Judges of the Supreme Court of
Ohio, Chase made a speech, in which he
said :

I do not wish to say, nor is it proper
for you to say, what the decision of our
Court should be in the case. That is left
to the Court themselves to determine ; it
is a matter between them, the people
and God. I will only say what I have fre-

quently said before, that as long as the
State uf Onto remains a sovereignly, and
so long as I am Chief Executive, the pro-

cess of her Courts shall be executed. The
process cf the United States Court must
sot be alighted or resisted, but so long as
I represent the sovereignty of our State I
will see that the process of our State
Courts shall not be interfered with, but
shall be fully enforced.
When I am called upon to act, I will act.
Immense applause. J

nplit to the allegiance and service of its
I'itizens ; a right fundamental to all 'other
tights of the State, for on this its very
rxistence, in war or peace, continually
depends. Any nation which has
wholly surrendered the allegiance of its
correlative incidental right to protect
them while in iu territorial limits, has in
that very act abnegated every attribute
of sovereignty, and become the local de-
pendency of the power to which that al-

legiance and right has been surrendered.
But Ohio, thank God, is still a sovereign
State, and has, therefore, never yielded
this right as she never could yield it
and still preserves her sovereignty to the
Federal or any other Government

For it will not be questioned that
the general guardianship of the citizen
is confided, not to the Federal Govern-
ment, bnt to the State alone. 9 Ohio
State Report; pp. 103, 104.

Washington, May 17. Neither House
of Congress accomplished much of im-

portance though mak;ng good
progress with the routine oi Dusiness.
. The House passed two appropriation
bills the Consular and Diplomatic, and
the West Point bill. On the latter an
