By o recent census of that Siute, 43
ont of 52 eounties return 52,921 destitute
persons, and he avernges the starving

¢ ut 04,000, During the war, Als-
amn lost 40,000 men, over half heads of
families, and there are 60,000 white wid-
ows and orphans.  They conld riise no
crops last year on nccount of the pres
enee of the armies.

The Legislatore ot its recent session,
authorized the issning of Biate bonds for
the purpose of procaring food, but they
huve failed to make them negotinble, and
the Governor purpuses coming North to
put put them on the market for provis
iong. The citizens who are usble con-
tribute freely, and the mortgages of farms
and crops to raise food is almost suiver
anl.  Feeble women nnd decrepid old
men walk miles to obtain rations, and it
is quite costomnry to meet frantic moth-
ers on the roadside erying with their
starving children.

Thers are one hundred thousund des-
titute whites and blacks, and to the 20,
S00 to which rations were issued daily
during May, he urges that the numbar be
increased for June 3000, The whentand
potnto crops gatherad in daily will give
great relief, and it is believed the num-
ber of rations after Augast can be ma-
terially reduced
