It gives me plessure to congratulate
you on the important events which have
vecently taken placo in Philadelpbin.
1 sm bappy to be ubleto say that the
bearts of the people of our State are in
perfoct accord with (hat movement, and
fully sustain your national policy. But
Missouri to-day does not posses s re-
publicau form of government, and, al-
though we sre not here to-day to ask sy
netion on the part of yoursell or any
other branch of the government, the day
msy come when it will be necessary for
as to fall back npon the General Govern-
ment, and ngk it to guarantee tousa
republican form of government; for we
are nowsubjected 1o the tyranny ofa
faction that has deprived our people of
both eeligions and civil liberty. will
now present you, Mr President, these

pers containing a brief statement of
the condition of aifairs in Missouri, and
which I hope you will examine at your
leisure. We feel it important that you
whould 'limow, and that the conniry
shonld know, oor true condition.
