THE GREAT FIRE AT NEW YORK

Deetiuction of St. Patrick' Cath-
edral. ' t :

Scenei and Incidents.

The New York World, speaking of
the great fire which occurred there re-

cently, resulting in the entire destruction
of St. Patrick's Cathedral in that cily,
says :

As the vast crowd and breathless bonis
arrived at the Mott street wall of the Ca-

thedral yard they were brought to a stand
by a far greater concourse of men, wo-

men and children, who blocked up every
avenue to the church to such a degree,
that without the aid of a posse of police,
even the engines were unable to reach
the hydrants in the vicinity. The rumor
spread by the terrified trustee was true,
the church was on fire, but not in flames.
The sparks from the Broadway fire fell
thick and fast on the crisp shingled roof,
vet onlv here and there was visiblo a
litile flickering flame, carried by half
ejtliuguiblied cinders, each ol which the
unceasing wiud iwelf blew out as the
flame of a wax taper would be blown out
by a sudden current of air. The crowd
was confident, and yet not so. The
thousands of Catholic, of the neighbor-- h

ioiI, to whom the old edifice was as an
old home, where their weary smils find
reut when overwhelmed with the cares
and strifes of worldly doings, were pres-

ent, and the idea of their good old resting-

-place taking fire like an ordinary
building seemed out of the question en-

tirely. Their confidence was misplaced,
and their pious ejaculations that it might
be spared, even if it could burn asquick-l- y

as a tenement house, were soon turned
to cries of despair and anguinh. A sud-

den strong gust of wind carried a little
cinder in the air over the heads' ef the
crowd and landed it on the railing of the
sacred edifice,' on the southerly side.
Another and another and still another
flew over the other buildings and landed
on the same roof in different localities.
In another moment a light flame arose
where every cinder had dropped, and a
cry of terror arose from the crowd.

A terrible scene here ensued. The
vast crowd, overcome-wit- h excitement
and bent on saving! he edifice at all cost,
without calculating thances, rushed in a
body towards the church gates. Over
the walls into the yard, over the graver.,
over the chains at the entrance went
hundreds, pell mell, to the very walls of
the church itself. The crowd without
were fearfully excited, and yelled madly
for the engines, which, with their usual
inactivity, had not as yet got reudy to
work.- - As tbe cinders fell faster on the
roof, and the flickering flames grew
stronger on all sides, Mr. Hart, the
junior sexton of the church, and several
of the parishoners appeared on the roof
with buckets of water, with which they
endeavored to extinguish the incipient
flames. Tbe crowd cheered loudly, and
spark traces began to grow less as Hart
and his associates threw the contents of
bucket after bucket on the roof, which
they drew' from a twenty got Ion keg
they had hauled up to them. But the
water ran out, and the flames began to
crackle and hiss, and in another mo-

ment the daring men were forced to
beat a retreat below. The little tongue-
like flickerings on the railings now
joined into one grand flame, with
branches rising over the roof like

A cry of rage went op from
the crowd. The engines got to work,
and heavy streams of .water were dashed
against the big roof, but all to no pur-
pose. The fire had gained headway, and
the moment when the building could
have been saved had passed. Tbe scene,
as the fire grew in intensity, was one
which will not ba easily forgotten by
any one who witnessed it The flames
ran around the railings, np the roof sidis,
until they had covered the entire upper
part of the edifice, when they shot up in
the air lighting up the surrounding
streets everywhere. The women, and
even some men, in the crowd, who, per-
haps, had been christened and married
in the old pile, and loved it as we all
love those things which, when once
they are lost, oan never bo replaced,
wept bitterly at the sight. Strong men
looked pale and laughed at their wives'
ejaculations, , while their own breasts
heaved with suppressed emotion ; and
as the flames burst forth in all their fiery
intensity, tha pale faces of the hundreds,
crouched tremblingly in the near-b-

tenement houses, showed the falling
tear trickling down to the quivering lip.
Oh, if all the churches were loveJ as
was this old temple of (iod.

Inside the cathedral, while these scenes
were passing outside, all was commo-
tion. The gates were forced ope by
tbe trustees, and the crowd, half frenzied
with the excitement of the occasion, yet
instinctively knowing that they were
doing right, they tora op the copels,
seized hold of the pictures, candelabras,

candlesticks, and hurried out of the
building to tbe pastor's residence. All
of the sacred vessels, and the holy sacra-
ment saved by the priests of the church,
who acted with great bravery during the
whole time the building wss burning,
even entered tbe edifice in search of the
vessels after the roof had begun to fall
through. At midnight tbe fire had con-

sumed the entire woodwork and interior
of the structure.

THE FAMILY OF Mil. DAVIS.

A Canada correspondent of the Chi-

cago Tribune (Radical) thus describes

the domestic habitudes of Mr. Davis's

family:
Ottawa, C: W., Sept. 27. After the

late war the Davis family, excepting
Mrs. Davis, went to live in Canada, and
they still live there. At the head of this
family is Mrs. Howell, the mother of
Mrs. Davis, and with her is a younger
sister of the latter, who is unmarried.
The Davis family consists of two boys
and one girl, all young, the eldest (a
boy) not being over fourteen years of
age. With Mrs. Davis there is a young
child not included in the above list.

Mrs. Howell is a tall, stately old lady,
of about sixty years of age. She has
brilliant black eyes, good features, and
looks a little sallow, from age. Her
hair is gray and still thick, and she
wears nothing on her head. This gives
heranairof dignity and simplicity. In
manner she is very affable and plain.

Miss Howell, whose first name is Mar-

garet, is a tall young lady of about
twenty years of age. She has dark eyes,
good features, and a clear olive com-

plexion, with dark brown hnir. In
manner she is pleasing, and there is a
strong resemblance between her and
her mother. The looks of both ladies

ra nnitA Southern.
Master Jefferson Daviw is a fine boy of

about fourteen years of age. lie is tall
for bis age, and well made, with dark
hair, dark eyes and good features. His
skin is a rich brown, like that of all bis
family. He is now at college in

Canada East.
Miss Margaret Davis is a girl of about

eight years of age, with eyes black as
alnoa. on el brown hair and good features.
Her skin is a rich olive, like that of
Mia. Howell, her aunt She is now at
school in the convent of "The Sacred
Heart," near Montreal.

Tbe last of the fumily to notice is
Master William Davis, who goes by the
name of " Willy." He is a boy of four
years of age, with gray eyes and light
batr, and features promising to aquiline,
like those of his father. He is deaf, so

that one has to shout to him in speak-iug- -

The first place in Canada that the
family went to was Chambly, a small
town and military post on Richelieu
river, about twelve miles from Montreal.
At that place they lived for some time,
in a. miiet wav. almost inconnito. They
next went to live in Montreal, and
lhev are now in that city, in
whii-- thev mav see a eod dflfil of life
if they are so disposed.

The two ladies spend their time in

reading and sewing. Miss Howell would

read nloud while the old Imly sewe.l,

and sometimes the young lady Bewed.

They both read very well, the old lady
.Inwlvand distinctly, and the younger
faster and in a more pleasing tone of
voice. A good deal of what they read
was poetry. All the news they cured to
hear was from the South, and so they
took thu Telegraph, an evening paper,
very much in favor of the late Confed-

eracy, and very hostile to the United
States. This sheet they read often.

Miss Howell can sing very well, and
beguiled the time on Richmoud Square
by singing passages from operas. She
is a good pianist, and used a piano that
was in the house occasionally.

A few visitors came to see the fumily.
They were late officers of the rebel army,
one named Col. Johnson, a second Col.
Sutherland, and a third Capt. Richard-

son. All are men of the class of gentle-

men in the South, and deported them-

selves as such in their visits to the fumily
of the fallen chief.

The feeling of all the family was bit-

terly against the United States Govern-

ment
One day Miss Howell was found in

tears, and her mother told the lady with

whom they were living that they had
received some bad ncwi They had
learned that they were $5000 less in

funds than they hod looked for, and
this bad rendered tbeir pecuniary affairs
very strait Miss Howell had felt this
change very much, and for some time
did not get over it. Like all women of
high spirit, she conld not brook the idea
of living in indigence she who had
been reared in the lap of luxury. It
was certainly a sad misfortune for any
lady.

A short time after this the family left
the bouse they were living in, in which
tbe charge for living was small, to go to
one where it was still smaller, alleging
the poor state of their finances as the
cause of the change. They also ssid
they would have to discharge Mary,
their servant, in order to economize as
much as lay in their power.

The next place to which the family
went was a house on Mansfield street, in

the upper part of the city ; but they did
not long stay there, and then went to
live in the east end of the city, in a
house on tbe north side of Viger Square,
formed by Dubord street. Here they
live at the present time. The house is a
new stone one, and kept in good, neat
style, though there is no luxury about it

The family ge to the Church of Eng-

land. At first they went to the Cathe-

dral, and next to Trinity Church, which
is on the north-wes- t corner of Viger
Square, and therefore quite close to the
house in which tbey now dwell. A very
good man officiates there the Rev. Mr.

Bancroft who is a native of one of the
Northern States.

In Deceiulier last, Mrs. Howell was
daily on the lookout for her son, Jeffer-

son "Howell, who vii a Lieutenant on
board the privateer Shetiandoah; and
when the telegram came telling of his
airest at Pom land, the old lady felt very
sorrowful. He was coming on to Mon-

treal to join the family circle, and they
looked forward to a happy reunion, with
him in their midst, to tell of hit adven-

tures ; but Howell, in-

stead of coming to a new home, was
taken to a comfortless prison, there to
await the fiat of the law.

Mrs. Howell, ia talking of Canada,
aid she was afraid it would be taken by

the United States, or, if not taken, an-

nexed. She likes the ideas of casta that
prevail in the Province, aad thinks
that in this the people are like those of
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tbe South, who dislike the freedom of
manner and equality that is in the North.

So enthusiastic is Miss Howell in war
matters that she has with her a rag of a
color taken from a United States regi-

ment, the rag stained with blood. This
thing, which is a singular one for a young
lady to keep, she looks upon with great
pruie.

A Fighting General's Opinion of Benjamin
P. Butler. .

General James B. Steadman, one of
the fighting Generals of the war a man
whose courage and patriotism no man
ever dared to question, made a speech in
Toledo, his home, on Monday night, in
which he drew this life-lik- picture of
General Butler, imported by the Radicals
from Massachusetts to stump Ohio.

had a good many fierce people to deal
with during tbe war; no doubt he was
provoked a good deal during his admin-istrulio- n

in New Orleans, and goaded to
suv n great many things that do not look
well on paper. I do not like to comment
upon. anything done by a Union trenerai,
but I am bound to say now that,
throughout the war, t b.it General was
remarkable only for his severity on
women and children. Cries of
" Spouna." lie was fierce todelenscless
people. That required no courage.
People who were within our lines, and
whose protectors were gone he was very
harsh to them. It is true, their protect-
ors had no right to go, and they deserved,
nerhaos. all they not, but no brave man
would take an advantage of that kind
scainst women and children : and Gen.
Butler is the only man Unit ever did it."
