of the engineering of some tunnels that
are being constructed very sear the
summit. We are completely environed
by enow. I donbt if the oldest inhabi-

tants ftf California realized antil lately
the full extent of the snow fall in those
tnointams.

The wildest stories I have heard are
no exaggerations. My snow gauge, a
few days ago, showed nineteen feet four
inches on a perfect level. I have seen
places near tie wagon road where it is
piled up snore than fifty feet.'

Waterspout Disaster on the Colorado
.i aivm '

Thn correspondent of the AUd Cali
fornian gives the following account of

. . .'. T i j ' 1. - i 1

the recent singular meaner uu mo vuiu'
rado desert :

the unusnal storm of Sunday, 10th
inst, a notice of which I sent you by
steamer, was not confined to this imme-

diate locality. On the Colorado desert,
on the afternoon of the same day, in
what is here known as a waterspout, a
irovernment train was lost. ' The train
consisted of 11 wagoss, was known as
Chandler's train, and was accompanied
by one company and a detachment
from another company of the 14th United
States infantry, under the command of a
lieutenant They had encamped in tne
bed of, and just below the foiksof a deep
and broad wash. The troops were
marchine to Date Creek and Skull Val
ley, in Arizona. The camp was about
nine miles east ot hob raimos, a. can-
yon Springs, i While thus encamped, a
small black cloud suddenly appeared
ahnve the horizon, from which lightning
and thunder " proceeded. A sufficient
time hardlv elapsed to observe this cloud
when it, or another one teeming with
electrioity,' made its appearance in the
opposite direction.. The whole heavens
wpre overcast, and amid the vivid flashes
of lightning and deafening peals of
thunder, a shower of hail commenced
falling, which soon became a shower of
flat pieces of ice, from two to tour incbes
square. The mules instantly fled before
the peltiag storm to some neighboring
hills, while the men sought shelter under
wagons and tne high banks ot tne wasu.
An amnlere who came in with an ex'
nress from the command to the
nnartermaster at Wilmincton, savs he
took shelter in a wsgon, and in a few

moments a huge volume of water, the
face of which was nearly or quite three
feet high, came rushing down tba wash.
This was soon followed by an additional
one which came pouring onward, and
which presented a fro at still higher above
the waters of the first , The water rose
in the wsgon in which he was nntil it
nearly reached the top ef the bows of the
covering, only a few inches of air being
left for bim to breathe benestn tne wagon

cover. Two men of the 14th were
drowned, and tba commanding officer

was carried down the wash in the angry
and boiling flood, and was only rescued
from drowning by aa Indian vsqaero
who, standing on the bank, saw the lieu-

tenant completely exhausted from bat-

tling with the wild waters, amid the wreck
of the trees, and threw his riata over his
head and drew him to the shore. Six
wagons were irretrievably lost, together
with nearly all the harness of the whole

train, and the rest of the wagons were
washed down the torrent, t overturned,
broken, brsieed, and scattered for miles.
Commissary stores, with which the train
bad been ladea, were carried inte the
Salt lake (the great basin of the Colorado
desert), a distance of eighteen miles from
the scene of disaster.. The command
and the tram are enable to move until
resuppiied with wagons, harness and pro-

visions fross the depot at Wilmington.
The proviaioae were nearly all lost
