The Mortuary Report. The report
of tbe Secretary of tbe Board of Health
shows twelve yellow fever interments for

twenty four hours ending at 5 o'clock
yesterday evening. The sudden change
from warm to cold weather hag been
severe upon persons ill with the fever,
materially increasing the mortuary lists,
But at the same time the atmosphere
has been purified (if, indeed, it was not
already pure), and tbe spreading of tbe
disease checked. Many persons are apt
to regard an increased mortuary report
as indicative of increased violence of the
fever. During warm weather the rule
holds good ; bat no malady is as suscep-tibl-

to atmospheric changes as yellow

fever; sudden changes invariably in

crease fatality where great pains are not
taken to preserve even temperatures in

sick rooms. During the past four dnyg

the reports of deaths have shown greater
mortality than during any similar period

since the first arpearaooe of the fever.

At the game time the reports of new

cases are growing smaller, until few are

now found each day.
