This being so, they
are of course legally bound by the Con-

stitution of the State, and their official
acts as such are valid and binding oply
when within the scope of these constitu-

tional limits. All outside or beyond tliat
ia void and imposes no duty upon any
one... A law was passed by the Rump

requiring certain qualifications of voters
in tha State, A tribunal was appointed
to adjudicate each case and give a cer-

tificate of his judgment. This was a
judicial act, and the certificate of the,
judge or Register was the record of his

judgment in the case of the holder of the
certificate, and entitled him to the right

of voting. This was 'done, and a large

number of citizens passed the required

ordeal and had the judgment of the Reg-

ister's Court in their favor, and thereby

became, in accordance with the law-o- f

the case, invested with the rights of

voters; as muoh so as Titus is to his

lands or goods when adjudged bis by, the
judgment tr decree of the Chancery or
Circuit Courts. Now Gov. Brownlow
issues his proclamation, declaring all
these judgments of the Court of Regis-

tration void, and assumes to deprive each

man of the rights which he had acquired.

IfJronlow had no such power his

proclamation is a nullity and the rights
of the voters remain intact And the
question is, bad he that power T

The second article of the Constitution

of 4he State says:
8eotiow 1. The powers of the Govern-

ment shall be divided into three distinct
departments the Legislative, Executive
and Judicial. '

Seo. 2. N person or persons belong-

ing to one of these departments shall
exercise any of the powers properly
belonging to either of the others, except
in the cases hereinafter directed or per-
mitted. , V

Seg. d- - The Legislative power of the
State, shall be vested in a General As-

sembly.
Article hi. ,

Section 1. The supreme Executive
power of the State shall be vested in a
Governor.

ARTICLE VI.

Section 1. The Judicial power of the
State shall be vested in one Supreme
Court, and in such Superior Courts as
the Legislature shall from time to time
ordain and establish, and in the Judges
thereof.

One judicial tribunal or superior court

established by Brownlew'a Rump, has
passed judgment upon a large number

of the citizens of this country, and ad-

judged them to be qualified voters, ac-

cording to law. , If this is'a wrong judg
ment then it. becomes the duty of the

superior courts in some form of proceed-

ing to ascertain, and so adjudge, for it
is a judicial act, and according to the
first section of the third article of the

Constitution, it comes within th

scope of their authority only ; and by

the second section of the second article
could not be exercised by any person or

persons belonging to another department
of the government The plea that the

act of the Rump, which created the tri
bunal of registration, authorized the Ex-

ecutive' to reverse its acts, reminds

one of the game of the puppy running
around after his own tail. He is only

traveling in a circle and makes no pro

cress. Could the Legislature have per
formed this judicial act, certainly not

for the reason that the power to do so

belonged to another and a distinct de-

partment of the Government and for the

same reason- - could not confer upon
another a power "which they did not

possess. The attempt of the Legislature

to confer the authority, as well as the at
tempt of the Executive to exercise it, is
simply a nullity and void. It deprives

no one of the right to vote and protects
no one in denying to the citizen that
right. Ministerial officers are protected

when they act within the orders of a court
having jurisdiction of the subject matter
of the order, although the judgment of

thn nr.tirt tnav be wrone. ' But if
the court bad no jurisdiction of the sub

ject matter, its orders are no protection
to the oTicer who, in attempting to

execute them, trespasses upon the rights
bf others. To set aside the judgments

of the Register is a judicial act, and
neither the Legislative or Executive
officers of the Government have any ju-

risdiction of the subject matter. He,
therefore, who stands between the regis-

tered voter of the county and the ballot-bo- x

does so at his peril. He is not only

liable to the party obstructed in an action

for damages, but, by the 490Cth section

of the Code, ia guilty of a misdemeanor,
and subject, upon conviction, to fine or
imprisonment, or both. If any one
thinks that Browniow's fulmination
stands between him and the jail for
refusing" to let the voters of the
county exercise their rights, let him
try it I advise every man who holds a
certificate of registration,. either from
Mr. Daria or his successor, to offer his
vote, and ifre fused briegjiis action. I

'A Stat Convention.

We have repeatedly called attention to
the matter of a State convention, than
which nothing can be of more importance

to Tenoesseeans. Tber is no doubt a
convention would do infinite good, there
is no doubt about the right to it, and we

do not believe there are five hundred
white men in Tennessee who will have

the impudence to deny it not one hun-

dred who have brains in their heads and

the least possible spark of common can-

dor and honesty in their hearts. The
following communication is taken from

th Somerville Falcon, and is evidently

written by a roan who is a sound thinker

as well as a thorough reasoncr. It cov-

ers the whole ground:

Editors Falcok: Permit me, Messrs.
Editors, to call your attention to a ques-

tion of first importance now just begin-
ning to awakcin publio interest, and
which our people must look into must
fully comprehend and act upon or suf-

fer themselves, and leave to their chil-

dren an inheritance of shame and politi-

cal bonds worn'only by the imbecile and
servile in spirit I allude to the right of

the people of the State to alter or reform
their State government. with or without
legislative aid.

That the present so called State Gov-

ernment is both theoretically and practi-
cally a usurpation and an intolerable
nuisance, no sane man can honestly
deny- - ATI true men whose personal inf
teresta are not bound up with the present
organization, see and feel and admit the
ne essity of a change. But the question
recdrs, how is this to be done? And it
is just that queetion which I propose now

to Bnswer. There are two modes by
which it may be done. One is by legis-

lative aid, and the other by voluntary
action of the people without such

the Legislature cannot call a
convention. There is no power given
them to set the sovereignty of the State
in motion and cause it to act All that
it can do is to direct the proper officers

of the State to open the polls, at a certain
time and at certain places, and invite the
people to vote far a convention. If thev
do so a convention meetB; if no, then tt
is a refusal and there is nothing more of
it. . This is decidedly the more pru-

dent and preferable plan. It is fair to
presume that a convention thus called
together would meet in a b Iter temper
and be better prepared to calmly consider
and act uDon the subjects brought befor

hit, than when called snemingly in oppo--

Bition to tnose wno ciaim to do in auiuur-ity- .

In every view oi the case, therefore,
it will be far better for the future of our
State that those who now bave the power
flh uld at once provide for an election of
delegates and let the people ot the atate
act upon the question. If they decline a
convention we will have the satisfaction
of knowing that our people are contented
with the present state of things, and if
thev call a convention the evils, if there
be any, can be corrected. ' But suppose
the Legislature should refuse that aid,
wbal remedy have we ? We have the
same remedy which the Jlarons ana peo-

ple of England had, when suffering
under the merciless exaotions of King
John, and the servile Parliament
of, tbat day refused redress, to call
that monarch before them at Iiunnyr
medn and exact the irreat charter.' The
same exercised by the descendants of
three heroio. Barons and people in jdb
when they .called together the great
"Convention Parliament" and under
the supervision of the Prince of Orange
settled the English Government upon
the broad and liberal basis which since

fthen have imparted to her her strength
and power. I boss remedies ot the
English people wero clearly within the
scope of their constitutional rights, So
ia the riirht of our people to alter or re
form their State constitution clearly
within the provisions of that instrument
either w tb or without legislative aid. In
dnraonutratiuz the truth of this proposi
tion it is.Troner to premise that the
distinct ldCtures of a government are
always controlled by the depository of
the supreme power or sovereignty oi tuu
State. Whatever power gives laws to a
State by an original, undcrived and in

herent authority, is tn sup erne or sov-

ereign power. A pure monarchy recog-
nizes this authority in the person
nf its chief or monarch. He is
born a king and rules by "Divine
right" He inherits his crown and dig
nity as litus inherits- bis tatner s lana.
This was the anoiant doctrine of the Eng-

lish people, and formed their battle-cr- y

during th long contest between the
houses of York and Lancaster, known in
history as' the " war of the roses." In
more modern times, however, a different
doctrine has obtained in the British Is-

land. And instead of the supreme power
of the State residing in the bands of a
single person, it is vested, says Sir Wil-

liam Blackstane, in the King, Lords and
Commons. The two first inherit their
dignity and power, and the third, ears
Sir William, consists of representatives
fiilv rhneen hv the nennle from amonff
themselves. This madihed form of mon-

archal government received its first offi-

cial and public sanction in 1688 at the
hands of the great Convention Parlia-
ment which placed. William and Mary on
the throne, and was regarded by the en-

lightened public men of that day as a
great improvement.

Our revolutionary sires who were of
English descent and derived their first
lessons ia sovernment from the. parent
country, conceived tbat anajiber stride in
the tame direction was necessary "to
nromote the reneral welfare and secure
th blessing of liberty; and with a bold
ness that entitles them to imperishable
renown, they took the step and declared
that "all political power is inherent
with the people," who have at all time
an inalienable and an indefeasable right
to alter, reform or abolish the govern-
ment in (och manner as (hey may think
proper. The choice of language in the
first aection of our bill of right ha a
significance that ought not to he over
looked. Most of tie writer on govern
ment when analvzing the great question
of power in a Slat had used the word

overeignty. soprem power, etc
These words, it ii true, are very compre
hensive, but the tact that lhy bad been
th subject of criticism by political
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writers was uffioient to induce the
Iramur of our government to forego
their use and to . adopt a form
of ' expression about which there
could be no mistake. In lb first sec-

tion, first article ol ikeConaUution, com-

monly called Ilia " Bill of Right" tby
say All political power is inherent
with the people." Political power in a
government is originally a unit, but ft r
political purposes it must be distributed
among different ageuuies, and when (0
distributed they are secondary and su-

bordinate. The'people are th original
source of poli ical power., They inolude
the Legislative, Judicial and Exeoulive
powers, and by tb Constitution tbiy
have distributed those powers and or;
dered them to be exercised by the differ-
ent branrhes, all of. which
are derived by direct grant from the
people and are subject to their control-Thi- s

power of the people is " inherent ;"
that is, it is not derived by gift or pur-

chase from another, and therefore owns
no superior- - It is " inalienable," inca-
pable of being'eold, bartered or given
away, and "indefeasible," subject to no
limitations or forfeitures or conditions.
It is an original, independent,

power and right to alter,reform or
abolish the government It exists "at all
times" and may be exercised "in such
manner as the people may think prop-
er." It is a significant fact that this groat
truth is thrnst forward at the' very
threshold of the Constitution, and forms
the first section ofth first article. And
such t importance that after dis-

tributing the powers of government to
and among the different functionaries,
they close up their work by recurring to
this great truth, and guard against trans-
gression or abu'eof tbe high powers del-

egated, tiey declare that tbia one is ex-

cepted and shall forever remain inviolate.
Thus, as we see, th people, by their
great charter, have claimed to be the su-

preme power in tbe State, have ex-

pressly refused to delegate that power to
any one else, and reserved the right to
exercise it at all times, and in such man-

ner as theV may think proper. With
these plain provisions of the Constitu-
tion before us there oan be no room to
doubt tbe right of the people, upon their
own motion and without aid from any

to meet iif convention and?uarter, State government; or to do
it simply by primary meetings of the
people if " they think proper" so to do.

As I have said already, strictly speak-
ing, the Legislature has no power to call
a convention. But it has tho power to
order an election and invite the people
by that mode to meet in a convention
representing the sovereignty of the State.
