Manufacturing.
The following excellent and forcible

communication from one of our thorough

practical men should command attention.

It contains food for thought and action.

If heed is not given to such plain lessons

of common sense as this, ws shall despair
of enterprise in Memphis. We have the
interests of the city at heart. It is because
of this that we agitate and will agitata
this subject while we have any hope of
doing good by it. The writer points out
the plain way out of the woods. The
Li doer has been doin it for weeks. Is
it possible, in so plain a case, that no
good is to result from it T Are we to rest
satisfied with crying, like so many spoilt
children, about hard times, when we have
it in our power, by the exertion of com
mon energy, to command a permanent
and brilliant suocess T

Messrs. Editors : In my former notes
I have to some extent pointed out some
of the natural resources we possess as a
city for manufactures, that are possessed
by no other point or place in the United
States that is at all accessible at all sea
sons of the year ; thereby giving us the
advantage of easy distribution, at all
seasons, to every point of the compass.
Then, why have we not engaged largely in
manufactures heretofore, and why do we

not now enter the list as a manufacturing
city, are questions I propose to discuss
to some extent. Then, first before the
war, with our peculiar labor system
agriculture was better adapted to the
then existing regime, and our rich lands
produced the great staples of cotton,
sugar nnd rice in great abundance ; and
the controlling idea was cotton, which
always found a ready market, and we, as

a section, cared little for other pursuits,
fooling perfectly content with our own

peculiar civilization and pastoral pur
suits. But the war came, and with it the

destruction of our labor system and the

almost entire destruction of our great
staples; and it is to-d- a
fact, that if cotton is ever again grown to

its former eJftent, it must be cultivated

by other labor than the present freedmen

Hence, with the loss of farm labor, cot
ton crops are small, and will sot, for

vears to come, be sufficient to sustain

much less to add to our population as

city, simply by its exchanges and dis

tribution. And we must add another
calamity to loss of labor by making

sovereign out ofslaves (we have to-d-

a pauper population that was unknown to

us before the war, and is y con

snming the very vilols of the body poll
tic). Then with much of our fertile

lands lying waste ; our onerous taxes
consuming what is left; our stores being

vacated; our mechanics out of employ

nnr moron untq with nosters at one-ha- lf

their windows : " Goods at Cost, at Less

than New York Prices" with all these

things staring us in the face; yea,

more, with our skilled laborers departing
from us day by day, thus decimating our

population, I ask the question : wny

don't we manufacture, and thus give em-

ployment to hundreds of idle hands, and

food to hundreds of hungry mouths ? I
again ask : Is it honest to stand and see

your neighbor's house burn, and even

it out? I feel,not cry fire, or help put
sirs, that blight is gathering over

our goodly 'city nd section, and

unless we cease to send our earn-

ings and raw material, to other

sections, for them to shape to our

use, the blight and mildew will have

consumed us to such an extent that we

shall have nothing to send. TheD, again,

manufacture and giveI say we must
employment to the idle hands, who have

the skill to execute and brains to direct,

and make your own brooms, ax helves,

soap boxes and household affairs, and in

so doing save to your section at least 75

per cent of all the manufactured articles
consumed by us as a people. Well,

why don't we manufacture? Every-

body admits its practicability, its feasi-

bility, yes its absolute necessity. Why,

then, do we not manufacture? I will
But when Itry to answer this question.

do so, don't get vexed at me ifithils
you, neighbor. Possessed of your goodly

blocks of iron-fro- nt stores, until your

rents have been counted by the tens of

thousands; and you have been adding,

year by year, more blocks, adding beauty

and wealth to our goodly city ; and you

realizing from these a handsome income.

All this is and fias been right and

legitimate; but, friend, times have

changed, and a new policy must be

adopted. If you would continue to

realize on your past investments, you

must not only patronize your present

young factories by prefereno (all else

being equal), but you must invest a part

of your means in new manufactures,

thereby aiding the hardy sons of soil to

baild np in your midst factories that will

compete, when fairly started, with any

on the continent. And when you invest

tun thousand dollars in a factory, don't

draw out twenty in its wares until it c.n
stand alone. And as yon invest be as-

sured that it wilr pay a handsome profit,

but it will not pay two and a half per

cent, per month for a whil. And when

you invest, do it as you would buy a home

far wife and babies. Lt it be well lo-

cated, and don't be too particular about

an eyetlture o( few Itr "V"51-"-

dollars to fat up the very beat machinery,

bnt be assured that is the very cheapest.

Take into your confidence a thorough,

feractical man ; make him interested in
remembering that soft bandsits succeM,

and unfiled linen is brtter adapted to

the play-hou- se than the factory, and not

forgetting this other idea, that the disss
of men who are competent to work a

factory are poor, and generally so from

the fact their brains have been more em-

ployed in producing rather than sccre-

ng.

Bentlm.nts of Kautral Paper.

So grossly evil and pernicious to the

nterests of the whole country that even

the neutral press is beginning to speak

out. Soe the following decisive expres

sion of the United States Economist,

which represents the agriculturists and

hnainaaa men of the Northern States
rather than the politicians:

Th aarioua nature of current leeisla- -

tion in Congress compels us to depart
from our custom of leaving the. discus-

sion of party issues to other journals.
It is impossible to witness me lennius vu

which nartisan zeal is now carrying the
majority in Congress withoi grave
misgivings as to the future of the coun-

try. It is a significant illustration of the
tnarim that " revolutions never go back
ward, that within tho present montn
the House of Representatives has passed
bills interfering with the free operation
of the Supreme Court and depriving the
Proaiilnrtt of bis constitutional preroga
tive as Commander-in-Chie- f, so far as

several of the States. Congress
i. iima fnllnwintr uo tho defeated rcvolu
tion of the South by acts as directly rev-

olutionary, in fact and in tendency, as
annthinir ever attempted in the insurreo
tionary Stales too oupremu vuuitm
extra constitutional, tho Constitution
v,.;nrr loft tho mainritv of votes in the
Court to be reguiatea oy me ubb&u ui
legal tribunals; and the itecoostrucuou
mn flati being in
direct opposition to the express letter of
the charter ot the union, ai mean
measures be adopted, the lact is plain
that we are in the midst of revolution.
Congress will then have done upon its
own responsibility what tho Constitution
ronniroa ahrfll be done only by a two- -
thirds maioritv of the State; tbe constl
tutional powers of tbe States will have
been trampled under foot, and the Fed-

eral Legislature will have asserted its
supromacy over the constitutional pow-

ers of the Chief Magistrate, over the
States from which it derives its powers,
and over the Constitution itself. This
constitutes Congress an absolute power
like tbe British Parliament, and places
the country under a form of government
totally different from that provided in the
Constitution of the United States.

This principle once enacted and put
in force, and the States have io longer
any reserved rights, Bnd the rights and
liberties of the people at large are abso-

lutely dependent upon theceutral Legis-

lature. To what dangerous lengths such
powers might be carried it is by no
means difficult to foresee. If Congress
has the power to deprive the .President
ef bis military authority over tbe South,
it has equal power to appoint the gene-

ral of tbe army with supreme control
ovor the North. And in such case where
do our liberties stand? If it be neces-

sary, for political ends, to make General
Grant dictator over the South, and it
should prove desirable on like grounds
that he should supercede the authority of
the President in the North, the only
guarantee we have that the Northern
States would not be similarly dealt with,
is the fact that such swusurpation might
meet with forcible opposition. It amounls
therefore, to this, that the only security
of the North againBt Congress is in its
ability to defend its rights. Congress
has as much right to appoint any other
person to superinteod the government of

the South as General Grant, and has no
more right to appoint such person to
govern the South than to govern the
North. It is thus apparent that there is

but a step between establishing a South-

ern dictatorship and a dictatorship over
the whole country. Only tbe occasion
.mi tho nnlitinn.1 necesaitv are needed for
the realization of the latter condition of
affairs.

Thesis aspects of the political situa-

tion are the more serious from tho fact
that the revolutionary expedients are re-

sorted to merely for the purpose of the
retention of power by the now dominant
party. We are by no' means favorable
to Medo-Persi- an constitutions, but when

changes are made in a national charter
it should be done upon broad national
grounds and by the consent of the peo-

ple at large. When such modifications
are made for the purpose of carrying an
election which would otherwise go against
the party making them, the foulest trea-

son against the rights of tbe people is
committed. What impartial thinking
men regard as the really serious feature
in the present condition of affairs, is the
fact that a large majority of Represen-

tatives should hold tho Conatilution in
such utter subordination to purely parly
objects. This expedient would probably
have never been resorted to had it not
been that Congress has discovered that
public opinion in the North is turning
directly against its policy. Sooner than
shape their policy to the sentiments of
their constit uents, they plot to secure the
election by unconstitutional meaas. It
is a startling revelation that our legisla-

tors should prove capable of such a dis-

regard for publio opinion, and such rev-

olutionary expedients for the retention
of power. It is a sad exemplification of
the demoralization among our publio
men that hag been brought about by the
events of the last six years. It is but too
clear that we have now come to a condi-

tion in which there is nothing too sacred
in the Constitution in the form of our
Government and in the rights of the
Slat's ahd of the people, not to be sacri-

ficed to tbe objects of parly.
We are not, however, among those who

look upon this sickening condition of
ttiiogs without hope We have faith in
the intelligence and loyalty of the peo-

ple, aod io the corrective powcrof public
opinion. The people are calm aod

amid these revolutionary
attempts, and may sorts to inexpe-rience- i.

eyes even indifferent ; but they
ar. quietly relying npjn their power at
the polls, knowing that whatever abuse
of power Congress may .tlempt, the
power oltimiteiy rests with tbem, and
they do not mean to surrender it Our
people are too well capable of

to permit the power to pass
oat of their hands.

Hone but Tyrants Dread th. Press.
Th.rei la no stronger evidence of the

tyrannical and deapotio spirit of the Had
ical party thu( its dread of tho puwlio
pres-- i jyranta, in an w, n.vo ti
dreaded its power and inlluence on the
publio mind; and hence, in times of
deapotio rule, the press, in some coun-

tries, are silenced by the hand of tyranny.
A free press is tne pauauiuin 01 civii

and religious liberty; nnd so deeply were
the framers of the Constitution of the
United Stales impressed with this idea
that they wisely incorporated in that sa-

cred chart of Liberty, that uo law should
ever be passed abridging the liberty of

speech and the Ireedora 01 me press.
Tho Radicals in the United States, espe-

cially in the South, would be glad to have
this guarantee to the press torn awny, if
they dared do it Finding that they can
not silence the press directly, they have
attempted it by petty meanness. For
instance, Gen. Pope, when he took charge
of his unconstitutional military district,
very soon issued an order, Known as
"49," in which he ordered all the legal
advertisements in the States composing
hi. li.trint in he nubliahed in none but
"loyal papers. 1 his was intended as
a bribe to win over Luiucrnui. i"i"'i
and a threat to starve them oui u mey
didn't come to his feast Poor old tyrant I

he little know how his plan would work,
which, instead of accomplishing the ob
ject in view, damaged nts cause ana
bankrupted some oi nis uupee.
was this infamous order issuod than Rad-

ical pspers sprung up in various towns
within the tyrant's district. Fellows,
who had done no fighting on either side,

Failure to Fay Premium Note Vitiates
Policy.

In the Superior Court of Cincinnati an
interesting suit was lately brought
against the Home Fire Insurance Com-

pany. The plaintiff was the owner of a
tannery in the town of London, Ohio, and
effected pn insurance upon it in the
Home Insurance Company, and gave his
note for the payment of the premium.
When the note became due he was
notified of it, and returned his policy,
Btating that h desired it canceled- - The
company informed him that they would
not cancel it, but that they had a way to
compel the payment of premium notes.
Meantime the tannery burned down, and
the plaintiff then proposed to pay the
premium note, and receive indemnity for
his loss claiming that as the company
had refused to cancel the policvit was in

full force. The court (Taft) said that the
rulings of our Supreme Court were such
as to leave him no discretion but to de-

cide that the failure to pay the premium
note when it became due vitiated the
policy. It was the language of the court
that insurance companies must have
their premiums before they can pay their
losses, and, therefore, they are more lib-

erally dealt with than other parties, judg-

ment would be rendered for the defend-
ant,
