We found the main and adjacent
buildings finished, and report them' to be
the most complete and best eooitruotea
bui dines for beauty ol design
strenuth, durability and ventilation
of any that it has been our duty to ex
amine. It would be a needless and use
less task for us to give a detailed de-

scription of its advantages over all other
buildings that it has been our pleasure
to visit We would advise all citnen
who are interested in our publio institu
tions to visit and make an examination
of the new jail. Mr. J. J. Powers, the
contractor, deserves special notice at onr
hands for the untiring energy witn which
he has prosecuted this work under the
most difficult and trying circumstances.
