Another Variation of tbe Amend'
mnl Mwlndle.

A few days ago a new Legislative As-

sembly was elected in Tennessee, whose
lawful term commences some time in Oc-

tober. In tbe meantime, the Assembly
formally preserves its lawful existence.
W"e say formmlly, for evidently the new
Assembly alone can be regarded as the
true representatives of the people. For
this is tbe essential significance of such
an election, that the people express their
opinion and will ia regard to tbe merits
or demerits of the former Assembly and
of tbe previously ruling party. It is,

therefore, only natural that the old Leg-

islature is no more convened, exeept
when tbe law expressly requires it, as in
cases of absolute necessity ; but that the
new Legislature does all tbe regular busi-

ness when its own term commences. .

Now it happened that the Radicals in

Tennessee were defeated by a majority of
6S 000, and that nine out of ten members
of the new Legislature will consist of op-

ponents to Radicalism. The Radicals,
therefore, fear that tbe new. Legislature
may objeot to the ratification of tbe Fif-

teenth Amendment. Io order to escape
this danger, they insist that Governor
Senter, who previously belonged to their
party, but owes his election to the Dem-norat- a.

ahnnld convene the old Legisla
ture and make tbem baste to accept the
amendment. It it even asserted that
Governor Senter, who is in favor of the
amendment, has agreed to call together
lha nA Aaapmhlv.

This proposition offers a characteristic
fooinro nf Radicalism. It. ia reality.
mean a n othintr else, but that tbe will of
tbe people, as spoken out by a majority

voters, shall be overruled; that
the party which ruled in the old Assembly,
and which was solemnly condemned by

tbe people, should still be regarded aa

their trna renreaentatives. Certain ultra
Radical newspapers advocate the right of
the voters to recall their representatives
at any time. In tbe present case tne oia
Assembly vat legally recalled ; lor the
people held a new election, ana aeiesieu
the nanv which ruled the old Assembly.

There, according
to the tradi'ions of ihe country, is the
tomb of the Qaeen of Saba. The adjoin-

ing valley, ahaded by majestic trees, is
filled by the remains of tbe citv, consist-

ing of huge blocks of stone. Very little
of tbe debris reveal thir former pur-

pose. There may, however, be distin-

guished two groups of fourteen or fifteen
obelisks, thrown down. Seven of tbem
are covered with ornaments, and are not
less than thirty-si- x feet in length. These
master pieces of ancient architecture re-

veal to us Ihe fact of an ancient civilitv
tiou in the heart of Africa, wh;ch
bas disappeared again thousands of
years since. Meibuhr tells us of a
mighty Abyssinian empire existing
here, mentioning ia particular Saba,
and says that it was so powerful that
even the Roman and Parthenian strength
could not prevail against it. This last
statement was taken from a Greek inscrip-

tion found among the ruins, engraved ia
tione- - Qo the reverse tide it another

engraving in gome ancient language,
which has not yet been deciphered. The
savage tribes guard these ruins 'with
jealous care. No living adimal is allowed
to be killed in them, no tree permitted to
be destroyed, everything connected
with them being held sacred, as
belonging either to a goo! or evil
power. A missionary, who penetrated
within a short distance of the ruins,
writes : " Io this country were also found
gome very old gnns, in a hole in tbe
mountain. We got one of the locks of
these guns, and found it to have a wheel
outside, with cogs of teeth; aod a tradi-
tion exists that they came from these
rnins. The Bisutos often tell us, when
asked if tbey acknowledged God, about
the big atones in Banyai, where all cre-

ated tbingg are to be seen, even sphinxes'
pyramid-shape- d buildings and cats- -
cambs." ,

I'lve Kinds of Hine at a Juvenile

We beard a fact related the other day,
upon unquestionable' authority, which
saddened and amazed ns. It was to this
effect, that Bt a late "birthday party" in
this city, given by a little girl, and at-

tended by ber playmate boya and girls,
five different kinds of wine made a por-

tion of an 'entertainment which was par
taken of with great guBto by the happy
crowd. This was supported by another
factthat a little boy whose birthday wis
approaching, and wbo greatly desired to
give a party io honor of it, was deterred
from ao doing by the parental interdict
of wine as a portion of tbe feast, and by
the feeling that so many unpleasant re
marks would be made if such a
party were given without wine, that it
would be preferable to ignore the occ'
sion altogether. It seems well nigh in
credible that such a state of things can
exiat in a nominally Christian circle of
eoetety ; aBd that parents who expect
their children to grow np in such a world
of temptation as this is, should dare to
take the fearful risks inseparable from
such domestio traioing. No father and
no mother could possibiy contemplate,
without a shudder, the probable ruin of a
child by drunkenness. How, then, can
they- - bring themselves to look with in
dulgence upon a state of things indicat-
ing tastes go depraved, almost io the very
nursery? Aod if wheo they cast wheat
into tha ground they expect a whett
crop, hew can tbey fail to anticipate a
harvest of temporal and eternal wretch-
edness and ruin from such a sowing?
All questions of mere law sink into in-

significance in comparison with such a
question of the practices of "good so-
