Criminals Teatlfylos; In Tbelr owu
Behalf --Tbe Weir Law ana Haw It
Works. ;

From the New Tork Times, September 13. 1

The law passed at the last session of
toe Legislature, permitting persons
charged with crime to testify' in their
own behalf has now keen in oporation
for four months, and its merits and de-
merits are exemplified in the practical
working of the latter over matters of
public interest.. With the exception of
Connecticut and California, New York
is the first State that has introduced this
innovation upon tbe
rules for the conduct of criminal trials,
and, so far aa this city is concerned, the
new law meats with the unanimous ap-
proval of the District Attorney and of
tbe Judges engaged in, tbe administra-
tion of criminal justice. Tbey all say
that It is an excellent law for the inno-
cent man and a very bad one for tbe
guilty, which is equivalent to saying that
it worka in the interest of the pub-
lic and promotes the ends of jus-
tice, which are the primary objects of all
laws. , The reoords of the Court of Ses-
sions show that for the last four months
eight out of ten persons put on trial have
availed themselves of the new law and
taken tbe witness' stand in their own be-
half, and Judge Garvin and his Assistant,
Mr. Hutchings, both ssy that there has
not been a case where a probably gnilty
person has succeeded in inducing a jury
to acquit him on his own testimony,
while there have been two or three per-
sons presumably innocent who have been
enabled, by telling their own story, to so
clear up doubtful points of evidence as
to secure their acquittal, when, in tbe
absence of tbeir testimony, they might
have been convicted. In no case has a
person known to be guilty helped his
case by taking the stand, but, on the con-
trary, they almost invariably injure it.
Tbe moment they become witnesses
they subject themselves, like other wit
nesses, to the of the
District Attorney, which may extend to
their whole past career, and is sure to
bring out facts that prejudice their case.
It may be asked, then, why the guilty
hould avail themselves of tbe

law and take the stand? The
answer to this question involves tbe
only serious objection to the law. The
truth is, if they do not take the stand, a
strong presumption of ther guilt is inev
liable in the minds of the jury: for,
although the law expressly declares that
tbe failure on tbe part of tbe pnsonor to
avail bimself of its privilege shall not
work any presumption against him, yet,
as was very pointedly stated by Mayor
Hall in discussing the law, the proviso
is like all other attempts to legislate
against moral conviction an abortion.
Juries will draw an inference on favor
able to tbe man who refuses to Jake the
stand and declare bis innocence it be be
innocent, although tbe law declares tbey
shall not To avoid this interference,
counsel engaged in defending criminals
are compelled to put tbeir clients on the
stand even at tha risk of having their
defense ir.jured by tha testimony. Thus
it happens that nearly all persons
charged with crime since the passage of
the law avail themselves ot its privileges,
and if it be true, as all who had experi
ence in prosecuting criminals in the
Court of Sessions declare, that nine out
of ten prisoners put on trial in the Court
are guilty, then it follows that tha law
most be the means of instigating an im
mense amount of false swearing. Ihn(

is tbe strong point against the law,
and one which criminal lawyers, who
are almost unanimously opposed to it,
make a great handle otV Tbey say that
it often happens that tbeir clients make
such bungling work in telling their story,
or protesting tbeir innocence on tbe
stand, that their perjury becomes patent
to all ; and then when they come to be
sentenced tha court does not scruple to
give them the extreme penalty of the
law, and give as a reason for his severity
that toby have added to the crime with

hich they were charged that of peijury.
Thus tbe guilty man is placed between
two fires tbe jury is prejudiced against
him if he don't .testily ; the court gi ves
him extra tiunishmtnt for false swearing.
This, they protest, is not a " fair and im-

partial trial," such as the Constitution
and the American Eagle guarantees tbey
shall baye. Jiut as all this apparent in- -

aslice operates only against the gmity,
the nublio are supposed to be able to
stand it, if thecriminalscannot Whether
that be, oa toe waoie, a gooa law wnicn
promotes the crime of petjury, as this
law certainly does (albeit us workings
are only unfavorable to criminals), is a
question for tbe professors of moral
science, and not lawyers, to determine.

States, it will be remembered that on one
Sunday, while passing out from the east
front of tba Capitol where he had been in
attendance at the funeral of a member of
Congress, an insane individual, standing
within a few feet of the old hero, snapped
a pistol at mm, ana was instantly ar-

rested. The news spread like wild-fir- e

over every portion ot tbe Uoited States,
and various were the comments made by
all parties upon tbe fortunately unsuc-
cessful attempt opon tbe life of tbe head
of the Nation.

Tbe famous street fight in Nashville,
Tennessee, in the early history of that
state, in which General Jackson an
Colonel. Coffee an officer who serve
under him in the Seminole war on tb
one side, and Colonel Thomas H. Benton
and bis brother Jesse, on the other, too
part, is familiar to all acquainted with
tbe public events of that time,. Ia this
melee the only serious damage done any
of the party was the lodging of pistol
bullet in the arm ot Ueneral Jackson by
Colonel Benton. Although the difficulty
was healed through tne intervention of
friends, and the latter was ever afterward
the warm personal friend and most ardeat
political supporter of the Ganeral, yet
tbe bullet remained in the arm of the lat
ter until it was extracted during the term
of his Presidency by Dr. Johnson, the
famous Philadelphia surgeon.

During the latter part of hit term of
otlice, ueneral Jackson was subject to
severe and debilitating attacks of hemor-
rhage of the lungs, during which be was
attended by Dr. Lewis Field Linn, then
the cotemporaryf Colonel Bnnton in the
United Htatet ttehate, from Missonri. On
one of these visits tbe doctor was accom
panied by his colleague, and during the
interview, being the intimate friend of
tie parties, the former sought to draw
f.rth from the two the correct version of
the famous Nashville street ronoounter.
"General, you tell it," said Old Bullion.
"No, Benton, you tell it," was the quick
response of Old Qictory ; and tbe Doctor,
who related the incident, Hated that the
first thing he knew these old men, wbo
sought in the hot blood of youth and maa
hood to take each other's lives, were sob
bing together like two children.

A friend of tbe writer, an artist who
psinted one nf the last, if not the last
portrait of General Jackson ever exe
cuted, which was for a Democratio club
of Cincinnati, furnished him with the
following reminiscences of the couvesa- -
lions held with the old hero at this time.
As tbe old maa was prone to become
drowsy and unconsciously drop into
dcze during tbe protracted sittings.
which were all held at the Hermitage, it
was the custom of the artist to engage
bim in conversation in order to route
him

With this view, on one occasion h
asked: "General, I would like yon to
give me your opinion of yonr political
opponents, Mr. Clay and Mr. Webster r
" Well, sir." was the prompt response.
" they are both great men. Mr. Clay is
a popular man with his party, tor be an
demands human nailer I Mr. Webster
is a man of greater mind than Mr. Clay,
but is not a man of tbe people ; be never
can be President; he don't undentand
human natter I"

another occasion the maa of the
brush and colors jocosely remarked:
"General, yon wouldn't have hung Mr.
Calboun and his associates if they had
persisted in their scheme of nullifica
tion T" "Hung them, sir I bang them I"
roared the old bero, starting to his feet
and shaking bit fist " If they had per-
sisted in their treasonable projects, I'd
have hungovery devil of them as high as
Hamant" ,
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
