Wild Flowera In Ksrwsy,
The abundance and brilliancy of color

of the flowora of these northern coun-
tries is remarkable. The most common
of all at this time is our pansy. Finding
it first near a fence by a mill, the natural
inference wag that a neighboring garden
had overrun its borders. ' But no, it is
as wild and as common here as our own

t, springing up by the roadside,
among the tall grass in the meadows,
and etandinK in thick clusters on the
rocki or hiding in the clelts. Of every
size, except really large, and ot the
usual colors, in every shade and variety

' THE BATTLES OF METZ.

The fenatry Ablaaa with the Flr--
Inar-- Th sibarp stbrlvh of the Mll
ralllaisoa ISO Terrible Kseeatlaa

Front the Courrier de Moaelli.
For the last three days the army of

Marshal liar.aine, concentrated round the
walls of Melt, offered battle to the l'rui-sian- a,

who, according to their tactics,
occupied the woodsy Yes-
terday (14) the order for departure was
given, and at daybreak the troops . com
menced a retreat on the load to Verdun,
in order to cut the advance of the Prus-
sians on their way to Paris. The bag
gage having filed off through the city, at
i o clock Prince Napoleon and a great
number of generals quitted the city by
two gates, followed by the carriages of
the Jbunperor a household. 1 estoruuy at
9, his Majesty and the Prince Imperial
attended mass and said adieu to the
Bishop; at 3 they left the place in a car
Huge by the Thionville gate, escorted by
the Cent-Garde- and followed bv seven
generals and some troops. At ia same
time the cavalry and infantry filed off
on two wooden bridges thrown over tne
Moselle at St. The Em-ner-

alighted at at the resi
dence of Colonel where he
was to pass the night. From the bight
of the infantry, cavalry and
artillery were seen . marching on the
plain toward the island of Saulcy; clouds
of dust were rising on the Moulins road

hich leads to Verdun.. . The enemy
from the top of the positions could per-
ceive this movement, and believed in a
complete retreat. But what he did not
see was that the r rench army, instead ot
turning to the lell to take the road to
Verdun, was marching by a movement
of conversion to the right, toward the
island of Chambiere, to rccross to the
right bank at St. Juiien. Toward four
o'clock strong cannonade was heard.
The enemy, fulling into the trap, rushed
upon the troops remaining on the
right bank, forced them to, recoil,
and would have thrown them into the
Moselle, had it not been for the turning
movement which we nave indicated.' Al
ready the Prussians, sure of victory,
found themselves all at once engaged
with forces which they thought already
fur off on their way to Verdun, and were
repulsed in their turn. From the ram-
parts of the town, kept by the National
Guard, the eye might follow the general
course of the action. All the country
between the forts of St. Juiien and
Queulen was seen in a blaze with the fir-

ing. People watched with a feverish
anxiety the forward movement tf the
French, which was evidently forcing the
enemy from St. Juiien on the fort of
Queulen. Toward 7 o'clock the guns of
this last began to take part in the terri-
ble concert, and the detonations suc-
ceeded without With the
heavy booming of the cannon,
the fire of two ranks of infantry, was
mingled tlio sharp ehrick of the mitrail
leuses. Towards 8:15 o'clock all was
over, as night separated the combatants

so. for with two hours
more the defeat of the enemy wonld have
been complete, the enemy s forces, es
tun a ted at one hundred thousand men

as was supposed, by the
Prince do Jdantentlel, and belonging to
the army of Prince Frederic Charles,
occupied three leagues of ground. Un
the French side, the Third and Fourth
Corps alone took part in the action, the
Guard being in reserve. The regiments
engaged were, if we are well informed,
the Fourteenth and Fifteenth foot chas
seurs, the orty-fourt- r

Sixtieth, Sixty-fifth- , Eigh
tieth, Sixty-nint- and Ninetieth of
the line, and the Eighth, Ninth and
Tenth batteries of tho First Regi
ment of Artillery. If we are to be
lieve a military surgeon present at
the battle, the loss for France may be
set down at twenty-nv- e hundred men
killed and wounded, and that of the
Prussians at from ten thousand to twelve
thousand men. The mitrailleuses ap-ne-

The Prussian battalions, which followed
each other without were
literally mowed down by these formida-
ble engines. In certain places the
corpses formed veritable ramparts, which
prevented the artillery from advancing.

This is the curse that is upon
this nation, and one of the greatest
curses in the sight of heaven and justice
that now rests on the United Slates. It
is their abuse of females; millions of
them are wasted. According to their
own showing thousands of females have
perished. , in . the streets of New York
since we have been in these valleys
probably doable and almost triple the
entire number of females we have in
this country,

Iu our lives and practice we seek to
save life, while the world is seeking to
destroy life. We say, " Away with wars,
away with contention and disputing,"
and if two men cannot agree, pick two
neighbors, not concerned in the affair,
and let them judge and be satisfied with
the jadgment, and dismiss courts, law-
yers, and juries. They are a blot, a
stain, a pest. They stop improvement
wherever they dwell. Away with all
this mischief, and come to the proper
standard of civilization and live accord-
ingly; and When we want officers, get
the best that we can for President, Con-
gressmen, and for all officers; put them
in office, and let them stay during good
behavior.
