Out in a certain Western fort, some

time ago, the major conceived' tbe idea
that artillery might be used effectively
infighting with the Indians by dispensing
with and fastening the
cannon upon backs of mules. So he
explained his views to the commandant,
aod it was determined to try the experi
ment.

A writer in the Nashville Union and
American, of the 6th inst., gives the fol-
lowing account of important archaeolog-
ical diicoveriei recently made in Hick-
man county, in this State: '

One of the most noted and d

relics of the ancient Toltee race
is situated near the confluence of the
Duck and Piney rivers, in Hickman
county., Reader, have you ever visited
the winding stair? If not, you have
missed one of the most beautiful of
God s creations. It rises abmotlv from
the Duck river, on the verr edce of a
huge precipice, to a hieht of about two
hundred feet, and although the pathway
is exceedingly narrow and ateec vet it
can be ascended easily on bora
The whole face of the cliff, upon the
crags of which has lodged the rich toil
of the region, is thickly set with i try, or,
as they term it here, calico busb. axitl in
the spring time it presents to the view of
one on the river below the most lov ely
sight conceivable. The flowers of eve ry
hue grow so profusely on the bushes
that it is a solid ttaan of the richest co.l- -
oriug, with here and there the gray heao.'
of a time-beate- n rock thrust out, adding
to the loneliness ot the (lowers by the
contrast. Through this garden, and up
the lace ot the blun, creeps the winding
stair, greatly used during the war to
avoid the public road, where the
enemy frequently traveled. ' At the point
wnere the path reaches the top, and-abou- t

seventy-fiv- e yards across is another
precipice, perpendicular, and this
reaches down to the Pinev. The two
mere here make a bow from this point,
but in half a mile they afain approach
each other, so the space on the top is
elliptical in shape, level on top and con
tains about twenty acres. It is covered
with a beautiful grove, a,d a rich carpet
ot verdure covers the ground. The pros-pec-

is fine in either direction, and cer
tainly the aborigines could have selected
no better place for their encampment,
At the narrowest point ubove and below
there is even now a ditch, and on the in-
side of the ditch a wall, and though im
mense trees grow upon these ruins, the
ditch is still about six feet deep, and the
wall about four feet higher than the level
ground. 'Toward the confluence are two
other lines of fortification at intervals of
about three hundred yards. Within the
main fort are seven mounds, one six feet
high and about forty fuet in diameter,
the others less, until a mere trace can be
seen of them, c requent examinations
of these mouuds have taken place by the
neighborhood, and many relics of the
past have been brought to light; hatchets
of a green stone, bowls with pictures of
birds and animals cut upon them, bones
that crumbled on being brought to light

arrows, or rather tbe remains of them,
for time had crumbled them, and various
other things usually found in these
places. . :

men, during the Christmas holidays, to
make a discovery that none could ac
count tor. i. lorgot to mention that n
great many bullets bad been at
various times in the fields on each side
of this encampment, far below.

Mr. Whitson examining the place
where the stone lay, noticed some regu
larity in which the rocks were placed, and
raising a large thin, flat stone, disclosed
beneath a cavity. All now assisted in
clearing away the rubbish, and tbey
loandiWhat tbey supposed to be an
Indian grave. Ihe place jvas about six
feet two feet deep, and about two
and a half feet wide. A skeleton lay
ull length in the bottom, and though

time had made havoc with all in it, tboy
saw plainly that the ngure bad been
clothed, for plain traces still existed of
the fabric. The bones of the hands and
halfway up the arms was covered with
iron casing, there was also over the
chest a broad, oval-shape- d piece of
leather or raw-hid- that crumbled at the
touch. But what attracted them most
was the surroundings. Instead of the
usual weapons buried with the Indian.
they found full length by his side an un
mistakable gun, although it was com

into its lace. Alter scraping away the
moss, or rather concretion from it, they
made cut a part of the words, thouirh
some were so defaced that they could
not be read. At tbe top waa a cross cut,
aud in the angles of the cnt were tbe
letters in capitals D., plainly rut.
Those were ia the upper angles..' In tbe

angles, underneath the letters,
were tbe figures 1540. I'nder the cross
were liernelde Diaz, .Etat 42 Dec. 1540
Itequ. and the balance of tbe last word
I could not make out from the stone I
saw. Near the bottom of the stone oc
curred other words, but T could only de--

cipher a part of them, i Here is the sen-

The above described stone and the
parts of bullet were all they pre
serve, as the balance crumbled into dust
as soon as brought to the air. The stone
is now at Mr. 'illiam Whitson's, the
father of the young man who the
discovery.

Shipn, Joseph Leiper and James
Wright. We cannot understand, or pre-
tend to explain, how or why this man
was buried here, nor to what people he
belonged.
