HE EEST WERE AWARDED

SUGGESTIONS OF THE PAST.

Judge Black, In the Galaxy for March.
There came to Washington as mem-

bers of the Tweuty-eight- h Cougress tlm- -

young men from adjiicent States of the
Mississippi Valley wiio afterward ac-
quired much distinction in the councils
of the nation Stephen A.
Douglas, Andrew Johnson and Robert
C. Suhneck. Tbey were nearly of the
same age, ambitious, conlideut in their
own powers, and hopeful of the future.
Douglas was by far' the ablest of the
three, aud he became so to
the country that a description of his
character would be superfulous in this
connection. His premature death was
a national loss. A .Democrat, an ear-
nest supporter of the Union, and the fa-

vorite of his party in the loyal States,
he held a position of great power and
responsibility. If his life had been
spared, he would have exerted a wide
influence in tranquilizing the nation.

Johnson was a painstaking, laborious
man, of strong will, moderate capacity,
detective culture, full of crockets, im-

practicable and unreasonable, and the
most perverse Uadiual in Congress. It
was his mission to guard the public
treasury, and he voted againpt all pri-

vate claim bills as a matter of principle.
He said there might be some honest
claims, but the fraudulent ones so far
exceeded them in number that he had
determined to oppose them all. And
this was a fair specimen of the intelli-
gence, distaarnmunt and good sense of
Andy Johnson when he made his hrst
appearance in publio life.

Mr. Schenck was a ready, effective de-

bater, keen, alert, full of resources, and
one of the best skirmishers in the house.
When he waB appointed minister to
Brazil an old lady who knew him in Ohio
thus expressed her astonishment: "What!
that wicked little white-haire- lawyer up
to Dayton has he turned minister?
Well, 1 m mighty glad of it. He needed
converting about as much as any man I
know."

The most noticeable event that occur-
red during the latter part of Sir. Tyler's
term was tbe appointment of Mr. Cal-

houn as Secretary of State. He accept-
ed the office in the hope of accomplish-
ing tho acquisition of Texas. Mr. Tyler
had opened a negotiation with the young
republic, but tbe feeling of tbe North
was strongly opposed to the scheme, and
it was obvious that a treaty of annexa-
tion could not receive the necessary vote
in the Senate. Mr. Calhoun suggested a
modification of the plun, and the resolu-
tions under which we acquired the ter-

ritory were devised by him. He had a
two-fol- d object in this: First, to reinforce
the slave power, and second, to defeat
the nomination of Mr. Van Buren for
the Presidency by making the acquisi
tion of Texas a test question in the
nominating convention. Mr. Tyler hud
some vague hopes of personal ad van
tage in pressing the Texas scheme. A
President hardly gets warm in his seat
before be becomes anxious lor a
tion, and the polity of the administration
is directed by that controlling considera
tion. Appointments are made with refer
ence to the supposed ability ot thelavored
ones to promote the wishes ot the rrest
dent, rather than for their fitness or in
teerity. The case of Mr. Tyler was a
peculiar one. He had been cast off by
the political organization to which be
was indebted for his elevation to office.
and he adopted a temporizing, half way

Eolicy toward the Democracy, which
to conciliate the good will of that

powerful party, lie undertook to sus
tain his administration by nieana of the
Federal patronage, and selected for tbe
inferior othces of the government per
sonal adherents, who persuaded nim
that they could aid his scheme for a re
election. A more futile and preposter
ous plan cannot be. imagined. The peo-

ple always form two great parties, separ
ated py questions ot principle and ex-

pediency, aud this antagonism manifests
itself whenever they are called upon to
express their sentiments at the polls.
The organization of a third party, with
sufficient strength for anv affirmative
purpose, is necessarily an impossiouity.
Such a party has no ground to stand
upon. It might as well be hoped to se-

duce deserters enough from two hostile
armies to overcome them both.

The executive patronage might be
made an important auxiliary in consoli-
dating and fortifying tbe party in power;
but as generally distributed it is a source
of weakness rather than of strength to
an administration. The applicants for
place so far exceed the othces to be
filled that the disaffection created among
the unsuccessful a more active senti-
ment than gratitude for favors received
deepens into resentment aad often takes
the form of decided opposition. Tho
" outs" always constitute a stronger and
more affective force than the " ins " of
a party, and tbe experience of the past
thirty year's teaches that the Presiaent
is incapable of controlling the auiian of
his political friends in the last year of
his term. He is ever deceived in respect
to the feelings of tbe people. He is
surrounded by flattcrars who are inter-
ested in magnifying his popularity.
Genuine, authentic public sentiment
raralf reaches him. It is an ungracious
thing to till bim unpleasant truths, and
his dependants acd those seeking his
favor rarely volunteer the fnsk. Hence
he mistakes the devotion of his adher
ent for popular enthusiasm. Governor
Marcy sai4 lit. Van Buren had no sen-oi- s

apprehension aboct the result in
1840, during the campaign and he was
overwhelmed witn astonisnment wueu
he read the ew lork papers giving the
rote of the State.

Mr. Tvler directed the officeholder to
call a national convention to put nim in
nomination for the succession. But the
whole country regarded the proceeding
as farce, ouly to b laughed at. There
was not a State in the L nioa in which a
Tyler electoral ticket was forwcJ, and
the result was a contemptible abortion.
The action of the convention was di-

rected by Robert J. Walker and three or
four Democratic coadjutors. They
promised the leading Tyler olhceho'Jers
the favor of the Polk administration;
and when tho committee wailed upon
Mr. Tyler to inform him of what bud
been done, the members could nut look
at each other without a change o) coun-

tenance.
Messrs, Fillmore, Pierce and Buch-

anan exerted the whole power of their
respective administrations to secure a
reuominalion, and had strong hopes of
success up to the time of th convention;
bat th failure of each was sinnal aud
otter. Mr. Pierre had but a handful of

The Washington correspondent of the

Baltimore uazette says:
Suit will shortly be begun by the Uni-

ted States to recover from the Richmond
and Danville railroad that portion for-

merly known as the Piedmont railroad,
connecting Danville, Va., with Greens-
boro, N. C. The facts in the case are
these: Before the war the Legislature
of North Carolina refused to grant a
charier by which tho Richmond and
Danville road could connect with the
North Carolina road, because the State
owned the controlling interest in the
latter, aui) wus deemed against the
interest of the State to allow auy com-
petition.

The requirements of the Confederate
Government became so great and their
means of transportation so limited that
the Confederate Congress resolved to
and did build the road b"lween Danville
and Greensboro, a distance of fifty-eig-

miles, thus giving them an additional
and more direct line of communication
with the other Southern States. The
Richmond and Danville Railroad Com-

pany claims to have buiit the Piedmont
road, but the Federal Government holds
that the only claim tbe Richmond and
Danville Company has to it lies in the
fact that the road was operated by them
after it had been built by the Confed-
eracy. j
