cently triea at v ersaiues, was a iaa
named Brocue, a pork butcher, who, at
tbe outbreak of tbe Communal insurrec
tion, was taken much against bis will to
serve in a federal battalion of National
Guards at Neuilly. Ho offended his
comrades br declining to be made cap
tain, and was accordingly tried by court
martial and sentenced to be snot. His
executioners, however, determined to
hang him instead, aim launched him
from a second floor window. Ho con
trived to save himself from total stran
gulation by clinging to the wall until cut
down by somo men oi anoiner Datianon,
who disarmroved of the unmilitary mode
of execution adopted, and with whom he

ih.t time he attempted to escape, but
was so c'08' pursued that he jumped
;.m and swum to the bank
occupied by the Versailles troops, who

hoepitly received him wan a hailstorm
Of balls, one of which struct him in the
leg.

testations of innoceuce were disbelieved,
.ml hn wan condemned for tbe second
timp to be shot. The executioners of
M. Thiers, however, did not do their
work any better than those of the Com-

mune, for though duly shot and left for
dead, Brocbe escaped with two flesh

wounds and a broken arm. He was hid-

den and nursed by an inhabitant of
Puteaux, where be had been shot, and
when the Commune fell, was again ar-

rested and taken to Versailles, where he
appears to have passed the last eight
month in prison. Being tried a low
days ago lor the third time, the unlucky
and yet lucky pork butcher was at once
acquitted.

PAT MOOEE'S CASE.

A t'arlana Pol a or Law Decided
by the apreiua Conn.

From tha Nashville Banner, 10th inst.J
Patrick Moore was arraigned in the

Criminal Court of Davidson county, on
the 27th of Jane, 1870, for the murder
of John Perry. The trial lasted several
days, and the case was given to the jury,
who were unable to agree, whereupon
they were discharged, a mistrial was en-

tered and the prisoner was remanded to
jail. Before the minutes recording these
fact could be signed, the Judge ot tbe
court. John Hugh Smith, died. At the
September teem, 1871, Moore was again
tried, a verdict of voluntary manslaugh-
ter was rendered by the jury, and he
was sentenced to five years in the peni-
tentiary, During this trial, however,
the prisoner' counsel moved that he be
discharged, on the ground that he had
once been in jeopardy by tbe former
trial. This plea was disallowed and the
case was appealed to the Supreme Court.

In delivering the opinion of the Court
lyesterday, Justice Freeman said:

i ne, question is, wnetner in a case
like the present, on failure to receive
this last authentication, by the death of
the Judge, the act ot the other othcer,
the clerk, whose duty it is to enter the
m inutes of each day's proceedings on the
record book, shall go for nothing, and
that such minutes, so kept by him, can
not be looked to as evidence of the di
charge of the jury by consent of th

" We hold that, in such a case, these
minutes, so kept by the clerk, may be
looked to as an evidence ot the proceed
iugs of the court In support of this
view, we present the question in this
form: Supposes juryman should sud
denly die during the tiia!, or any one of
the several causes ot like kind known to
the authoritie should occur, it would be
suflicient ground for discbarge ot th
jury, without discharging tho prisoner.
The facts would appear on the minutes
of the court, made np by the clerk and
authenticated by signature ol the Judge
Certainly it will not be denied that the
sudden death of the Judge, during the
pendeucy of the trial, would, if properly
shown, because for discharge of the jury,
as a matter of necessity. But, admitting
this cause to be a good one on the princi-
ple mentioned such a fact could never be
made toappear,as the death of tho Judge
would forever preclude bis signing tbe
minutes ol tbe day's proceedings. The
reasons, then, for discharge of the jury
are entered iu the minutes ot the court,
by the clerk as part of the day's proceed-
ings, and the death of the Judge before
signing them prevents this last act ol

We are, therefore, com
polled to full buck on the next best evi
dence of the facts that is, the official
act of a sworn othcer in tbe performance
of a duty imposed upon him by law. If
we rejoct this, we must hold that in every
case where a Judge may die, under tbe
circumstances, it shall not work a dis-
charge of the prisoner on trial, as it is
utterly impossible that the minutes of
the day s proceedings shall be signed by
tbe Judge having a knowledge ot tn
facts. A signature by a successor, we
may remark, though it might iormally
authenticate the proceedings or entries
made by the clerk, would in tact be no
evidence additional of their verity, as he,
having no knowledge of the facts of the
case, could only sign his name to the
facts stated by the clerk, and it would
be but the clerk's statement of the facts,
after all.

"We can have no kind of question
that the prisoner did give bis assent, in
open court, to the discharge of the jury;
and, therefore, as the fact appears by
the entry of the sworn officer, whose
duty it was to make the' eutry on his
record book, we feel no hesitancy in say- -

ng that be has been deprived ot no
right, when he has been refused a dis-

charge by the court, by reason of a fact
to which he has given his assent in legal
form, notwithstanding the record of evi-

dence tendered may lapk the last au
thentication by the signature of the

u dee then presiding. ..Ihe failure to so
authenticate was prevented by act of
God, and thus is satisfactorily accounted
for.'1

The last surviving son of Robert Burns

is dead. The poet had six children, of
whom three sons survived infancy. Of
these William Nicol Burns waa the sec-
ond. He lived to be eighty-tw- o years of
age, having been born in April, 1711.
His elder brother, Robert, died in Dum-
fries about ten years since.. His young-
er brother, James, died some seven years
since. Like him, he was an officer in
the East India Company's service, from
which ho retired, after a full term of
service, thirty years ago. Of the three
sons of Robert Burns, all were childless
except the second, James, who left two
daughters; of these, one married an
Irish physician, Dr. Hutchison (her sis-
ter, Annie Burns, never married). She
had several children, of whom one, Rob
ert Burns Hutchison, recently com- -

letcd his education at Christ Churchflojpital, London. This gentleman and
his sisters are the only descendants in
the fourth generation of the poet. Col.
Hums was not a very remarkable man.
He was a nice old gentleman, and when
in the firmy an emcient oniccr. ilia
recollections of his father were not
many, for he ai but five years of age

hen tbe poet died, in 17. He was
named after his father's frieud, William
Nicol, a Master in the bdinburgh High
School, and one of the three celebrities
named in Willio Brewed a reck o
Mast." Colonel Burns has been buried
in the Burns mausoleum, at Dumfries,
where his father, his brothers, and his
world-widel- y celebrated mother, Jeannio
Armour, rest.

The Journal of the Telegraph says:

light, there are none more interesting or
more important than tho.e which are di-

rected to the observation of its effects on
health. It has been observed by Dr.
Weber that the sensibility ef the skin is
very much increased In those parts of
the body which are always exposed to
the light, and this difference has even
been measured by that eminent physi
cian. J his remarkable lact is especially
observable on persons suffering from
small pox, the severity of the skin dis-

ease being visibly augmented if the pa-
tient be not confined in a dark room.
Dr. Waters has recently published a
paper on this subject, in which he slates
that if the room be darkened so that not
a single ray can enter ibf the effect is to
arrest tbe disease at the papularor vesic-
ular stage; it never becomes purulent,
and tlis skin between the vesicles is
never inflamed or swollen; liquor san-
guinis is not changed to pus, nearly all
the pain and itching are absent and the
smell is, if not entirely removed, greatly
diminished. Another advantage impor-
tant in a therapeutical point of view, is
the assistance given to medicines, the
abseuce of light increasing the excretory
power of the skin."

Foxsa as Sheep-Herder- s.

The Stockton (California) Republican
vouches for the following story:

People often wonder at the remarkable
instinct displayed by d sliep
herd dogs, but what will they say when
we tell them of a band of sheep that is
guarded by foxes alone. Ihe story
seems improbable, but ef its truth we
have the most undoubted proof. On
Whiskv Hill, four miles from Milton
may be seen, almost any day, a large
flock of sheep herded by foxes. These
guardians of the little lambs are three
in number one a gray fox and the other
two of the species known as the red fox
In point of intelligence these novel
shepherds arc said to greatly surpass the
best trained shepherd dogs.
