The Cecea Tree V Biidulilet Leajend
Island tradition, handed down by the

prieitg of liuddha, guys that the dis-

covery of the cocoa-nu- t tree in Cey
lon, and of its wonderful eencrnl utility.
was made by a rajah of the Kandyun
provinces, or interior of the inland, who
became auddeuly attacked with a cuta
iienm. disease which covered him lrom
head to foot, and occasioned fearful
acony. Ilia people strove, by oflerinij
un sacrifice! to the Maha laka.or (ireat
Demon, as a fancied orignator of the
fell disease, to appease his anger and
thus to cure their beloved kine. Tbe
kinir did not Dersonally aid in such sac
rifices, but humbly resigned himself to
the fiat of the Supreme Being. After
having said his prayers and made his
offering of flowers to Buddha, the king
le one afternoon into a deep sleep
under the shade of the sacred Bo-tre- e.

This bleeD continued for two days,
during which he beheld a large extent of
water, of a blue color, which, on exam1
ininc, he found to be both salt and nau
eous. On tbe shores of thia water

there smeared to the amazed king thou
sanda ot trees ot a character he had
never before seen, of very formiduble
hight, and, with the exception of large
leaves near the top of each tree, appa
rently destitute of foliage.
