! Tb Man Willi Tho Fleas.
Paris Corrospomlinoe New Vork Timej.J

A man has just died here who has bad
his glory, and whoes fame has reached
the uttermost part of the earth. He was
the colleague ot the man who breaks
paving stones with his fist, and of the
man who swallows a sword a saltimbao-que- ,

or juggler, known as "the man with
the fleas." Jean Lesillia, l'homme an
puces, wns a decided character. For
many years he exhibited his learned
fleas throughout France, making them
do a number of astounding feats.
Among other things he marshaled them

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into companies, massing them roticb
I

like soldiers, then turned them into '

horses,' aud made them draw a tiny
chariot across a table. It was really
wonderful to see the seeming intelli-
gence of these ' insects. One day
l'homme aux puces was going through
bis performance at the Clichy Fair,
when a big dog rushed up and seized
bim by ibe calf of the lg. Jean Lesillia
had ordered his fleas into their box, and
held it in his hand. The nip of the dog
at his leg made him turn in his haste,
and in his fright he dropped his box of
fleas. Their natural instincts made
them jump upon the dog for safety,
and at the same moment their master
gave the dog a vigorous kick, which
sent him howling away. It was not Un-
til he saw the dog running that be com-
prehended the loss of his pets. The
crowd began to laugh in the heartiest
mannei; but it was no laughing matter
to Jean Lesillia. . His occupation was
gone; he had been despoiled in a mo-

ment of his means of earning his daily
bread for himself aud children, and the
poor fellow sank down upon the ground,
weeping like a child. A crowd is always
touched by such exhibitions of feeling,
and a subscription was taken up, which,
after all, amounted to only one day's
receipts, What was he, then, to do?
It required a year's hard laber to train
a new lot of fleas, and Jean Lesillia had
not the means. When he had first done
so he was a single man; now he was
married and the father of several young
children. He turned and
during the past winter worked as a chef-fonni-

to support his family. But tbe
lile did not suit him, and chagrin and
the severity of the season soon brought
him to his grave'. He died in his modest
garret, No. 12 Passage Sainte Marie, and
the children he had so handsomely

befora the loss of his learned
fleas are now objects of charity.

Catrhlag a Cannon Ball.
A very singular exhibition was given

yesterday at the Jardin Mabille. ., There
has been performing here at the Folies
Bergeres, a man named Hollum, an
American, who has a cannon tired at
bim and Catches tbe ball in bis hands.
This prodigious feat was witnessed
nightly, and although the actors present
avowed that there was no trick, Pierre
Veron of the Monde Illustre would not
believe it. He said that the cannon ball
must be thrown to ttoltum from the stage.
The latter made a bet of 5000 francs
that he would perform the feat under
conditions which left no doubt, and when
the bet was taken, Veron designated
Mabille as the place for the trial. All
the journalists of Paris were invited,
and they found Holtum there before the
cannon. It was examined with minute
care, aud the heavy ball was passed
from hand to hand. "I am no longer
in my own house," said Holtum; "you
are master here, and you must watch
over all the arrangements." Having
carefully aimed and lashed bis cannon,
it was charged, and Holtum took bis
place against a plank target some ten
yards away. This was to show that the
ball was solid, and tbe force of tbe
powder great enough to send it
through the plank. Holtum got the
the aim of bis gun, and then placed his
head in a certain position against the
plank, giving the command to fire. The
ball just grazed the hair and broke
through the plank, rolling some twenty
yards further on. The same ball was
picked np by the journalists, who again
charged the cannon and sent home the
ball, and this time Hotlum caught the
ball in- - his bands as neatly as he does
nightly upon the stage. He won bis
bet, and no one seemed disposed to ac-
cept his offer of three thousand francs
to any one who would perform the same
astounding feat. The physical force re-
quired mast be enormous, but Hotlum
showed his strength by tossing up can-
non balls as if they were so many
oranges. The only precautions taken
are very simple; he wears very thick
leather gloves, and oovers his breast
with many thicknesses of thin paper to
form a sort of cuirass. This looks to
me like a very dangerous feat, and par-
ticularly the first part of it, where Hol-
tum places his head against the target
half an inch below where the ball will
probably strike. If the powder should
chance to be defective, some day there
might be an accident. It is like the
foolhardy trick of putting one s head
intoalion'B mouth. One day 1 fancv
that ball will snap his head very neatly
off.

Talking of Paris, we come to rats.
Cellars, drains, slaughter-house- s, are
densely inhabited by these vermin. They
may be killed to any extent, but are
never got rid of. It is stated that, in all
France, there are upwards of two thou-
sand millions of rats and other rodents

that is, animals who gnaw with the
front teeth. The Paris rats take the
lead in audacity, and, as a species of
game, are hunted for their carcass, their
skin, and their fur. During the recent
siege of Paris, rats figured as a market-
able commodity for the table, and they
may do so again. As an encouragement
to their increase in numbers, they are
allowed to make nightly visits to the de-

pots for dead horses, the bones of which
they strip to the required cleanness.
The depots are surrounded by walls, to
which they gain access by holes bored
all round, every hole being exactly the
length of a rat s body, leaving tail stick-
ing out. Once in every three months
there is a grand battue. As the assail-
ants, with noise of tin pens and drums,
rush into the inclosure, the rats rn6h
into the holes, and the collector1, making
a tour of the premises, seizes' rat after
rat by his tail, and transfers him to his
bag with amazing dexterity.. We are in-

formed that the privilege of gathering
rats on the battue-day- s is farmed out by
the authorities, and a profitable business
it is. These rats, sleek and fat as thev

the great statesman is the
heir of the village Hampden. The
theory, though more than merely prob-
able, is by its nature incapable of ex-
haustive proof; but instances are no-
torious enough to found thereon a
reasonable assumption that family talent
precedes individual genius, even if tbe
tendency has never made itself conspic-
uous, or, like the gout, has passed over a
generation or two here and there. But,
on the other hand, it is yet more certain
that genius, like the blossom with its
fruit, closes while it crowns the family
tree. Tbe man of talent is the ancestor
of the man ol genius, but tbe man of
genius is tbe ancestor either of nobodies
or of nobody. Descendants of great
authors, painters and musicians, who
lived two or three generations ago, are
hardly to bo found. While the families
of great seldiers and statesmen swarm,
there is scarcely a man in Europe who
can boast of a great poet or other artist
in the direct line of his pedigree; prob-
ably there is not even one who can boast
of two such forefathers. The rough
stem runs into the leaf, the leaf to the
flower and tbe flower to the fruit of good
work, or to seed. To pursue the analogy
to the end, tbe full beauty and product-
iveness of imaginative genius corre-
spond to the effect of decaying vitality.
