Washing day in many parts of Ger-

many (where it is the pride of every
house-wif- e to havealarge stock of linen)
comes only two or three times a year It
is thns describe by a correspondent of
the New York Evening Post, writing
from Melsungen:

"When 'washing-day- ' does come
round it is a very great occasion. Hall
a dozen women are called in to assist,
and immediately after their anival van-
ish into the cellar Here they pass the
first day wrapt in a clond of mystery
and steam through which I have never
soaght to penetrate from which tbey
emerge at evening with great baskets
piled high with wet, clean linen, ready to
be taken to' the bleching-field- . This
field is about half a mile from most of
the houses, and is the property ot the
town. It is a point of low meadow land
which extends out into the river. At
oae side is a little stone hut in which a
man and dog pass the night guarding
the clothes. In the center of the field
is a stone curbed well. Hither in the
evening the clothes are brought on
truoks, frequently drawn by large dogs;
and here, in the cool of the day, tbev
are spread upon the grass, sprinkled
from large tin water pots, and left for
the dews to finish the work which the
soap-sud- s have begun. The next day.
the, sheets and table-clot- and larger
pieces are put through a process of shak
iog and taming, sprinkling and spread-
ing, which, to the skeptical mind, ap-
pears rather unnecessary, while the
smaller ones are hong gu the lines to
dry. .

"Of a bright, eunny morning the
bleaching field, in which from two to
half a dozen different parties usually
are at work, is a very pretty picture
The peasant girls, with old handker-phief- B

or veils tied over their heads, gay
stutf dresses and bare feet, ran about
between the long rows of snowy linon or
stand on tiptoe at the lines with their
hands and mouths full of clothes-- p ns,
struggling with a refractory skirt. Others
