Queen had no more loyal subjects tban
the people of Ireland: An Irishman
who utters such sentiments and who
so slanders the history of bis native
country does not deserve to receive one
single Irish vote in the city of Memphis.

.The sympathies of our reporter were
worked upon lat-- t evening when an aged
widow prosouird hurct'lf st the Station
house and begged tor an officer to go with
her to a bagnio and arrest her daughter
who had fled to the den the eight before.

before the gentlemen. The Irish girl
did as she was ordered, but on entering
the parlor she saw the negroes. Resent-
ing the insult to herself and race, sbe
said: "Mr. Loague, if you wantanybody
to wait upon 'niggrs,' get one of your
own family to do it," and turning around
walked out.
