Last Friday, at noon, the little town of
Newport, in Cocke county, was the scene
of a tragedy in which one of the partici-
pants was a citizen rjf this county. The
party killed was ainaperate character by
the name of Tom Davie, and it was Pick
D'Armond at whose hands he met his
death. The first information of the
affair was brought to this city by Mr.
John Parrott, of Parrottsville. who was
just entering Newport when the arrest
was being made, and heard the discharge
Of the fatal shot. ' "

The tragedy occurred in this way:
Davis is a reckless fellow, and oa Thurs-
day night had a difficulty with a man,
who took out a warrant for his apprehen-
sion. Captain Jarvis, the Sheriff, was
too onweli t serve the warrant, and dep
oliied a man named Garrison to do so.
Garrison and Davis, however, were not
on cnrdinl terms, and by the advice of a
legal friend, he declined serving it.

Wishing to' preserve the majesty of the
law, the Sheriff depntitd D Armond to
make the st, he being there in the
capacity of a United States Deputy
Marahal. He agreed to do. so, and went
to the saloon where Davit was staying
and told him his' business, whereupon
Davis angrily told him one man, nor two
men, lor that matter, could arrest him,
and he refused to go. His sister, hear-
ing the altercation,' came in and per-
suaded him tQ go, when he agrervd to do
so and got as far as the door, whetl he
eat down and deolined going fnrther un-
til be' heard the warrant read '

"D'Ar-moi-d

then took out the warrant and read
it, folded it up and was returning it to
his pocket, when Davis drew a pistol and
napped it in D'Armond's face, but it

failed to explode the charge. D'Armond,
realizingthe situation at a glance and
that be was in tight place, felt back a
few steps, 'followed by Davis, when he
drew his pistol and fired at the Utter, the
bull entering his breaot, just below the
cnllar bone Davis foil and remarked,
"Yon have killed me aod yon ought nst
have done it." He died in a few minutes,
v Davis was raised on Little-Chnckey- ,

in Ureene 'county, and his family are
highly respectable, though he is known
as a rough character. He resided some
time in North Carolina, and it is rumored
that be killed a man in that State.

Hi brother was the proprietor of a
whitky shop at Newport, aod had to ab
sent himself for a while on account of a
shocking scrape on New Year's night,
during which time he had charge of the
doggery at which he was killed.

"Mr. D'Armond, immediately, after the
snooting, reported the occurrence to the
Sheriff, stating the facts ia the ease, who
exonerated him from all blame, and told
him that he had done hit dnty a an
officer, and te go about his business as
if nothing had occurred,. Witnesses of
the tragic, occurrence state that D'Ar-
mond was perfectly justifiable.

the images of the men who, within the
fort, knew no fear care that their powder
might not hold out; to recall Moultrie
coolly smoking bit pipe and giving his
orders undismayed, for he was there to
repel the, attack or die; he had chosen
his lot, ' aod Motte and Henry were his
nobl partners in that lot; to mark the
spot where Jasper spoke those words,
'Don't let os fight without a flag,' in
which there was a sentiment of far
greater import than was in tbe mind of
the honest and bold soldier; and, nnder
the inspirations which will then prevail,
do honor to those who then did so
much for all who now live and enjoy the
blesaings they secured will be an in-

ducement which few eaa resist. It is
well for us to revert to those days; to
