A Herpent ajliow.
An incident of the "quiet day" of th

Prince of Wales' stay at Bombay, was
cue which is de riueur with all visitors
to India namely, an hour or so with the
Hindoo conjurers and snake charmers,
of whom Bombay possesses many skillful
and extraordinary specimens, ud no
doubt the Prince saw something to

him, even after the the puzzling
performance of the Houdins and Maske-lyne- s

of Europe. The men themselves,
always of low caste, possess an amazing
command of the deadly varieties of rep-
tiles, which they bring in flat wicker
baskets to the door of any one who will
pay a trifle for the exhibition. They lift
the lid and eut glides the dreaded cobra;
but at a pluck of his tail or a light touch
with a stick "the living death" rears his
head and neck, puffs out his hood and
dances time to the sound of bis tumbi, a
rude instrument which the "sampwal-lab"-blow- s

upon, being a gourd stuck
over with the red and black seeds of the
abrus preeatorioua and fitted with a
double reed. The gray, horrid eyes of
the serpent fix themselves steadfastly
upon the mnn's gourd or turbio, the
creature nods backward or forward,
this way or that, with an obe-
dient movement which follows ev-
ery bend of the charmer. The
majority of cobras carried about by
these men will be foand not only fang-les-

but with the fang gum cauterized,
so that the poison teeth cannot grow
again. Mr. Nicholson in his excellent
book on Indian ophiology, hag very truly
pointed out that even the deadliest
snakes may be taken up with impunity
by those who have nerve and quickness
of touch. Unless frightened or hurt they
are remarkably alow to exercise their
power. The great thing is, in fact, not
lo terrify the terrible naga; and half the
mystery of the business stands exnlain.
ed when this odd amiability in the deadly
cobra is understood and the perfoutly
collected manner of the charmer is also
obierired. It is considered rather lucky
to have a cobra in the chuppur of the
nut, ana tne cnuaren put out milk and
eggs every night for "their uncle," who
keeps down the rats and will live a whole
season aboat the place withoutdoing any
kind of harm. Religion and legend
eombine to protect these reptiles in In-
dia, and, besides all the mytholgy whieh
clusters round the great serpent oi
Vishnu and its antique worship, Hindoos
beii eve that cobras guard all kind of un-
derground treasures.

The juggler having no other garment
on htm than the lingonti, chooses a ser-
pent of a harmless species and places it
in a basket, which Ke covers with a lid.
lie then rises and flings his arms abont,
thi while muttering some cabalistic
words which his companion accompanies
on tambourine. Suddenly he arms
himself with a flexible- wand, which he
whirls for some minutes above his head,
aud then suddenly throws down at oar
feet, where it arrives in the form of a
serpeut. In spite of the closest atten-
tion on two repititions of this feat I
could not detect the moment when the
wand was exchanged for the serpent.

That is an example 'of the marvellous
adroitness of these Nats aud Madari, or
snake people, who are thought by some
authorities to be identical with the gyp-
sies of Europe, Mr. Nicholson, for ex-
ample, points to the word Sarpengro in
the Romany language, which means
the same thing, and is almost identical
in spelling with Sarpendren, one name
of the great serpeut Vasuki, in the In-ai.-

mythology. It may, therefore, be
that Id the Bombay snake charmers the
Prince saw the relic of a nation .and of
practices infinitely more antique than
Agha Khan's ancestor, and Certainly it
is curious bow religious myths have made
'be serpent as little dreaded by th Hin-
doo people as he is detested and feared
by the European races, who believe that
in Eden, as Burns puts it, "he gave the
infant world a shog maist ruined all.!'

TbeUeriuan Census.
Chicago Thues.l

The German "instantaneous census"
was taken on the 1st of December; and,
although the enumeration wan completed
in about forty-eig- houra sufficient time
has not yet elapsed for the footing of the
figures and publication of the result as
to the whole empire. It is ascertained,
however, that Berlin, the capital, has in-

creased IS 1 par pent, since 1871, and
now numbers 964,755 inhabitants. Ham-
burg has 385,859, an increafco of 13 83
per cent; Breslaa, 237,938, an increase
of 15 5 per rent; Leipsic. 126,412, an
iacreaso of Jfl per cent; Hanover, 126.-00-

or 2.1 per cent; Konigsherg, 110,127,
or nearly 10 per cent; Dresden, 106,378,
or 19 por oent; Frankfort, 03,231. or
13 per cent; Stuttj-ar- d, 107.555, or J7.4
per cent; and Strasburg, 91,257, an in-

crease of 8728. A curious fact with
regard to Berlin is that the French pop-
ulation of that city has increased from
220 before the war to 2400 at present.
These Frenchmen are mostly cooks and
other artisans. The wonder is that even
a single Frenchman can make such a
sacrifice as to live in the capital of
odious Prussia. They are, no doubt,
well enough treated in Berlin. In
France a German is an object of con-
tempt and insult, but in Germany a
Frenchman is not regarded at all. The
Berlii Frenchmen do not associate
much with their German neighbors, but
congregate every Saturday night in a
particaiar cafe, where they recite the
,'tlorious deeds of France, and dream ol
the time abeo one Frenchman shall
drive a thouaand Germans and two shall
put ton thousand to fiitcht.

A Sandwich Island Volcano,
