tho excellent character of the yield iq

the Mississippi Valley, warrant the
belief that the quantity to be market-
ed will not fall far if any below 4,800,-00-

A number of our local buyers
run, the figures up to 5,250,000, while
on tho bear side estimates seldom
place it as low as the inside Liverpool
estimates Continued dry and pleas
ant picking weather will have much
to do with the out-tur- At tha
present timo the cotton fields
are everywhere white with fleecy,
unpicked locks, and planters arc
rushinz the work ot gather-
ing with their utmost vigor,
from appearances it will be impossi"
Lie for tho river valley grower to get
his crop into the e before tho
closo ot next month, while the planter
in tho hills has several weeks of real
hard work yet before his fields will be
clear and clean. It is therefore ap-

parent that much depends on tho,
weather between now and tho close of
tho year. Tho low state of all Soutli,
em rivers is doing much to prevent
tho marketing of the crop this season,
and we may look for heavy receipts to
continue at New Orleans and hero
until late in tho spring, unless wo

have an early swell in tho Southern
streams and a heavy fall of rain im-

pairs the condition and beats out and
destroys a portion of the yield yet
ungathered. The receipts of cot-Io- n

at New Orleans for the present
fiasou now reach 275,S3t bales, and
are 181,000 bales in excess of last year
at tho same date. ' Mobile has .re-
ceived 70,000 hales, and 45,000 in ex-

cess of lust year at this time, while
Virginia and North Carolina has re-

ceived so far this season 123,000 bales,
being 21,000 more than had been re-

ceived at this date last year. Ti e
points showing a continued falling oil
are in Texas where 130,000 bales have
been received this year, a decrease of
10,000 bales; also Charleston and
Savannah, where iCj.OOO bales are the
aggregate receipts tho present season,
a decrease of over 81,000 bales.
There is also a deficit of some 20,000
bales or moro at other points, all of
which coes to verify tho noint ad
vanced by the Lediieu some weeks
s'.nce, that the cotton production of
tho Mississippi Valley will this year
largely exceed that of last season,
while the yield in Texas and
the Atlantic cotton region will
show unequally large deficit,
A decided revival of confidence has
taken place abroad in regard to the
position of cotton within the past
three or four weeks. In. it rcinaikt,
on the situation under date of Octo
bcr 17th Messrs. Watts it Co., of

Liverpool, give vent to the following;
" Tho stock of cnttou held by English
8pinntrs we now estimate at 100,000
bales, ajtainst 85,000 last year and
157,000 the year before at the same
date. Tho receipts from Bombay
from January 1st to Atte have been
SI 4,000 bales against i&,(W bales and
the shipments to Europe .W.OOft biles'
against 702,000 bales, leaving on bhip-boar- d

1000 bales against 1000 last year'.
We do not doubt but that as soon as
we have a large import of American
cotton our exports will fljatcrially

are believed to have been large buyer,
of cotton now afloat from America nnd
of distant delivering.
