The expedition is the longest sled St

jouruey ever made, both in regard to

time and distance, it having bien ab
sent from its base eleven months and
twenty days, and having traversed
2810 geographical or 3i")l statuts
miles. It is tho first sled journey con-
ducted through the hcjrt ot au Arc-
tio winter, and a winter pronounced
exception illy severe by the Ksipii
maux themsolves.
