Accomplish for Tennessee

and Alabama.

Along the main arteries of railroad
travel month alter month tne cease
less flow of emigrant travel from the
seaboard to the vast unoccupied terri
tories of the West coca on. Near three
quarters ot a million of sturdy emi
grants arrived upon our shores the
past year, the largest number during
the same period of time since the
country was a government, but it is
curious to observe that by no means
all or nearly all the V estern-boun- d

travelers going to look for homes in
the far West are forek'n. As Ohio.
Michigan, Wisconsin, Iowa, Minnesota,
Kansas. Colorado. Uakota. Northern
Illinois and Indiana are peopled niaia- -

lv bv settlers originally ot JNew
York and New England stock, so, in
spite of the constant deluge ot foreign
emigration to the newer States and
territories, the dnlting tide ot new

settlers continues to drain heavily the
older States of a large share ot their
voung and more enterprising Donula
tion. bo also Uluo and indeed ail the
central Western States contribute
their share to the rapidly increasing
population of the remoter and newer
holds oeyond the Mississippi. Among
the railroads holding grants of land
for sale it is customary of late to
circulate descriptions, maps, circulars,
and lull intomation ot these in Eu-
rope, and by resident agents to supply
such full information to emigrants be
fore leaving the old country that their
destination is settled bolore they leave
for their homes in the New World,
Tennessee, Alabama, Georgia, Ar
kansaw, Texas, offer inducements
not ' exactly similar, but in some.
indeed in many respects, superior to
those ot the great H est and. Worth- -

west, and the urst ot these lie at our
very doors. Why should not the same
enterprise in securing foreign emigra
tion to these inviting fields be used
by organizations in the States named.
as by the railroad companies to dispose
of their lands? Texas has a Bureau
of Emigration that is doing pretty
effective work, and the result is that
lexas is deservedly securing a more
rapid increase of population than any
ot the newer fetates except Kansas.
Georgia is less enterprising in this re-

spect than Texas, but has done con
siderable in the dissemination of
correct information as to her resources
and advantages, and is improving
rapidly as well. 11 Alabama and len
nessoe would show a like spirit, there
is no reason why they might not come
in for their bhare of this
development, in which Cincin
nati could profitably (join, since
the territory of the States south and
southwest of us is now the bailiwick
that by rights Cincinnati can most
egitimately cultivate. A South

western Bureau ot Emigration, having
its central office and headquarters in
this city, would bo a most effective
agent for good in making known to
the people of the whole country the
advantages of the section above named.
and if in heartily by tho
authorities of those States, might
prove a most effective means for turn-
ing emigration South that now goes
ignorantly to the Northwest, to be
alternately tormented by tho summer
drought and winter blizzard forever.
The cheap lands and genial climate of
these attractive States near our own
doors are awaiting development that
in turn would develop our own com
mercial and manufacturing nrosnentv
enormously.

An Old Harder Just OntDoz
Fatlliful tollie Last.

Panola (Uiea.) Star, Auguit27.
About July 1st, Ben Taylor, a noto

rious colored criminal, well known in
this county, was killed bv Newton
Taylor, a white man, three and a half
milestrom Independence, late county.

An enort was made to keeD the
affair secret, which accounts for its
atencss in beiog published. So far as

wo know the Star is tho first paper to
publish it. Ben. Taylor, with his
pack of twelve fierce dogs, lived off
the public and made himself a terror
to tlin community in which he was
killed. He went from house to house,
and choosing a favorable opportunity,
boldly demanded food for himself and
dogs, lie carried around with him a
valise, racked with vials of medi-
cine, which he called "conjurer's
charms," claiming the power to put

a spell over any person that incur
red his displeasure. With these
"charms'. he frightened tho crsdulous
and linorant colored people, who were
only too glad to comply with his de
mands tor provisions, to rid themselves
of bis unwelcome presence. Ben was
very cautious in making raids on the
residences of white people, and never
approached them until assured of the
absence of the malo members of the
family. One day during the absence
of Mr.Newton Taylor, the redoubtable
lien went to his house and commanded
Mrs. Taylor to prepare dinner for him
sell ana dogs, which the lady at first
declined to do. liut he cursed her
and compelled her to prepare the din
ner, which no and his pets soon ate
and left. Upon Mr. laylora return
his wife informed him of the indignity
she was compelled to submit to from
the burly black brute. Mr. Taylor,
armed with a shotgun, pursued Ben'
Taylor and coming upon him about
half a mile lroru home, attempted to

him. Hen nurnnd bisarrest mi ron or
swore he wouldn't bo arrested and
advanced with an open razor on
Mr. Taylor. The Matter retreate.f
ordering Ben to halt, but as he
continued to advance, Mr. Taylor
emptied a load of buckshot into his
brain, producing instant death.

Mr. iaylcr was tried by a Justice
of the Peace and acriuitted on the nlca
of self-defens- Ben Taylor alias
Ben Cowan, was buried on the Bpot
where he leu. uelore tho body could
be touched two ot his faithful
dogs had to share the fate ot their
master, lsen s effects consisted of
three razors and tho valise of "conjur
er's charms." At the time of hii
death he was a fugitive from justice,
under the charges of murder and
grand larceny. We learn he was
charged with committing tlese crimes
iu uaraycue county.

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THE DEATH OF GENERAL LEE.

Interesting Letters from the Late
Mrs. Alary Curtis Lee.

Philadelphia Tietea.

CHABI.OTTEVILLE, Va., August 19.
In the fall of 1870 we went to Lex-

ington to visit G uncial and Mrs. Lee.
Perfectly do I recall my impression
of the General as he advanoed to
meet me. The preocoupied, xare
worn expression that his face had,
worn during tho war was gone, and he
looked as I remembered him years
before. He had accepted the results
of the war. There was no reserve of
bitterness, no useless regrets, but tbe
brave determination to make his life
useful. If the true indication of ge-

nius is the power of concentration
upon any given subject, General Leo
demonstrated it in his active, thor-
ough interest in his new duties as
President . of a college. One felt
that it was not a forced interest, but
a deep solicitudetfor.the youth of the
country.

Looking better than for several
years, energotio and active, how was it
possible to realize that death was
waiting ia the near future merciless
death that heeded not a people's cry
that he might be spared to lead in
peace as he had in war. We doubt
not but that he would have moderated
bitterness and counseled wisely. We
bade him farewell on Monday, Sep-
tember 26, after several davs most
Slcasahtly spent, and on the

suddenly and as a shock
to the wholo country, came the avant-couric- r

of death. I v. ill here add a
letter from Mrs. Lee, giving some
details of the sad event and bespeak-
ing her own noble, bcautu'i''. chr-acte- r:

Lexington, November 20, IPSO.
My Dear Mrs. : I should sooner
have replied to your lettsr, but have
been very sick and confined ti my bod
for a month.

Dear friend, I am so glad that your
husband and yourself made that visit,
and only wished you could have re-

mained longer. Constantly are we re-

minded how important it is to do whatr
soever our hand findeth to do. I think
it sometimes important where our
pleasures aro concerned, where it does
not interfere with our duties. This
terrible storm, I suppose, has prevent-
ed all use of the canal until next sum-
mer, so that you would have been en-

tirely cut off from us.
That Wednesday night, at 7:30

o'clock, after a day every moment of
which had been hllcd with cares lor
others and the closing hours to the
vestry meeting of tne church, my
husband came in. W e had been wan
ing for him, and I remarked: "You
have kept us waiting for a long time.
Where have you been?" He did not
reply, and stood up as if to say grace,
but no sound proceeded from his lips.
and he sat down in his chair, perfect-
ly upright and with a sublime look of
resignation on his countenance, but
did not attempt to reply to our in
quiries. J. hat look was never to be
forgotten, and 1 have no doubt that
he felt then his hour had come.
although he submitted to the doctor's.
who were immediately suramond and
had not even reached their homes
trom the same vestry meeting. IDs
wholo demeanor during his illness
showed one who had takrd leave of
earth.

He rarely attempted to speak ex-

cept in his dreams,, and then he wan-
dered to those dreadful battlefields.
Once when urged him to take
some medicine, which he always took
with reluctance, he looked at her and
said: "'Tis no use," but afterward
took it. When he became so much
better the doctor said: "You must
soon get out and ride your favorite
gray." He shook his head emphati-
cally and looked upward. He slept a
great deal, but knew us all and greeted
us with a kindly pressure of the hand,
loving to have us around him. F'or
the last forty-eig- hours he seemed
quite insensiblo of our presence,
breathed heavily, and at last quietly
sunk to rest with one deep drawn
sigh. Oh, what a glorious rest was in
store for him the humble, consistent
Christian, who, Bot many weeks be-

fore, had said, when we were talking
of the assurance of heaven, he wished
he could feel that assurance. He will
bo surprised at the welcome: "Well
done, good and faithful servant, enter
thou into the joy of thy Lord."

Had he been successful, instead of
tho "Hero of a lost cause, ' he could
not have been more beloved and hon-
ored.

I am content and would not have
him back, though I must continue my
weary pilgrimage alone, without the
support on which I have leaned with
such perfect confidence for more than
thirty years. We shall continuo to
make this our home. I conld not bear
to move into a new house, and my own
Arlington is sot open to me.

THE GODS OF THE MAYA.

Important Archaeological DIhcov
ery In Yucatan.

City of Mexico, August 5. Dr.
Le Plogeon, a distinguished archae-
ologist, writes the following interesting
letter from Merida, Yucatan:

"I am sorry that the present owner
of the ancient ruins at Uxmal does
not allow me to take the inscriptions
of tho statues I have brought to light;
at the same time I am troubled by tho
fear that, profano Tustians have the
intention to dostroy what may be
called a ' most valuable treasure to
scienco in general and the history of
America in particular.

"I have discovered the bust of the
ancient Indian god, 'Cay,' and have
surrounded the treasure with dyna-

mite, so as to frighten the Indians
from approaching the monument, and
to prevent them from destroying it.
In this manner I hope to preserve
'Cy' from the fato of his brotner god,
'Chaxcmol.' I have discovered as
well the ruins of the ancjent Masonio
temple, where the priest and magicians
usod to gather in order to celebrate
their mysteries. The Masonio lodge
of those belonging to the first
degree front toward the North;
that of the Masons belonging to the
second and third degrees point to the
South. I have found a fow of the
mystical dice, a stone on which is
carved an apron with a hand on it, and
a cabalistic stone the (stone is of such
a description that your correspondent
is of opinion that he found a similar
stone in the temple of Heliopolis.) I
have taken copies in clay, aud shall try
to establish the relation between these
discovered Masonio attributes and
those found at Memphis' and Thebes
I think I may not be mistaken if I
suspect a relation as well with those
attributes discovered by Corringo on
the pedestal of the Cleopatra obelisk
at' present, in Central Park, New
York."
