lack of it on the river at this time.

After
Rev. Mr. Tower shall have offered
prayer, a poem, written by Mrs. liar
rison Glazier, of Cincinnati, formerly
of Hiram College, will be read by
Representative A. II. Pettibone, of
Tennessee, formerly of Iliram Col
lege, and the Marine Band will render
appropriate music.

THE TARIFF CONVENTION.

in Address in Favor of Protection

And of a Universal Silver t oiu- -

age.

New York, November 30. The
Tariff Convention, opened with 200
delegates present. John Thompson
Chase, of the National Bank, spoke on
the "Tariff Commission." Ho argued
that it was unnecessary to experiment
with free trade since tho country pros
pered so greatly under tho influence of
protective tariff.

Mr. Thompson spoko of the popu-arit- y

of silver coin, and recommended
tho removal of all restrictions from
silver coinage and making silver dol- -

ars, not only for the United States,
but for every silver-usin- cation.
This would attract the trade and
travel of all silver-usin- g people, and
they aro seven-eighth- s of the earth.
The better classes of immigrants
would always take into consideration
the currency of the country to which
they proposed to go. Let us then
have a paper ourrency based upon tho
precious metals fordomestio "uso and
an American coin currency for the
outside world. Lot England and
Germany tako our gold as sure as thoy
will when they have' the power to do
so. The sooner silver and silver cer-

tificates constitute the major part of
our money, tho farther off will bo
panio and revulsion. The silver in-

terests of this country claims and de-

serves protection.
The speaker also suggested that the

people have the privilege of taking
greenbacks from the treasury in ex-

change for interest hearing bonds, the
bonds to bo given back on return of
tho greenbacks, tho treasury saving
interest while the currency is out.
This measure would surely ward off
pinics, and.would also effectually bar
stock and grain gamblers from lock-
ing up monoy. .

Joseph Wharton spoke at great
length upon the expediency of basing
our tariff legislation upon tbo report
of the commission appointed for the
purpose.

Tho Grand Tower Mining Company's
estate is to bo sold under mortgage
and purchased by the trustees, and its
rate will be apportioned to the capital.
$1,304,000 will be retained in the
treasury. It is said that the Vulcan
will bo converted into a steel rail mill,
of a capacity sufficient to snpply the
Gould syndicate of Southwestern rail-

roads with rails at the very lowest
cost.

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WASHINGTON LETTER.

Washington Nov. 27, 1881.

Editor Ledoer; The President
has completed his messago to Con-

gress, and to guard against its contents
becoming publio before it is delivered
to cither Uouse.as has frequently been
the case through the-- audacious enter-
prise of the newspaper men, he has
determined it snail remain in manu-
script until dcliwrcd to Congress,

This is perhaps the only way to thwart
the hungry gang of newsgatherers, so
fertile of cunning expedients and wise
resources, and even this care is yet an
experiment.

The time of the President from now
until the meeting of Congress will be
devoted to arranging his cabi
net. It seems pretty ocr
tain that ex Senator Howe, who
was prevented by delicate consid-
erations from accepting the position
of Attorney General, (his
Judge Totten, being of counsel for the
dclendants in the Star lloute cases),
has been offered thn Postmaster Gen-
eralship, that Mr. Frelinghuysen will
be Secretary of State, and Mr. Lin-
coln will remain at the head of the
War Department Further than this,
the Cabinet seems not to have been
determined on; however, it is well
enough to remember that Cabinet
slates are liable to changes dovn to
the very hour of confirmation.

Members of Congress are coming in
rapidly, there being new arrivals by
every train. There is no question
about the Republicans organizing the
House. They have 146 straight Re-
publicans (within one of a nijority),
with Rev. J. Hyatt Smith, of Brook
lyn. Independent Republican; two
Mahone Readjustee of Virginia, and
several Gresnback Republican mem-
bers to draw from at pleasure. The
contest for the Speakership is spirited.
It is impossible to predict the
result. Kasson, Hiscock and Kio-fe- r

are said to have the
largest following, but it would not be
surprising if Dunnell, of Minnesota.br
Robinson, ot Massachusetts, should
yet prove the lightning candidates.
The former is a representative West-
ern man, the latter the very best type
of the New Englander. The Repub-
licans fully appreciate tho necessity of
putting their wisest leader in the
chair tor they have a large and very
Btrong minority to oppose them. This
consideration gives great insight to the
claims ot Mr. Kasson, who is a roan of
ability, cunning as a fox, courteous as
a knicht and cold as an iceberg. From
the strength ot the minority in both
the Senate and House, it may be very
saioiy predicted that no radical or par
usan legislation win De encctea du
ring the present Congress.

But tho matter of most absorbing
interest hero is the great murder trial
The Criminal Court of the District
of Columbia has suddenly become a
national arena and tho civilized world
is the audience, witnessing with eaeer
interest the strangely dramatic scene
here being enacted. The second week
of the trial has just closed, with Mrs.
Scoville. the prisoner's sister, on the
stand in her direct examination, which
will be continued Monday. Tuesday
tne prisoner will no placed in the
witness box to tell his story. Imme
diatcly afterward the testimony of the
experts win commence, wnicn win

robably consume more time than
as required in tho presentation of

all the other testimony. A
number of experts both for the
government and prisoner 1

been summoned These have studied
the mental condition of tho prisoner
for weeks and some of them for
months, in the bent of science and ot
their experience in detecting, analys-
ing and treating insanity, with a view
of helping to solve the Question of
(juiteau s moral responsibility in tuk
ingtuelilo ot the president. 1 here
will doubtless be a war of science, a
clash of expert testimony some for
and others against the theory of the
defendant's insanity. Judce Porter.
an eminent criminal lawyer of New
lork, who hgured rs counsel tor
Beecherin the scandal trial, will con
duct the examination of the experts
on the part of the government. Mr.
Davidpe. a distinguished member of
this bar, Mr. Smitli assigned by At
torney-Gener- MoVeigh, and Prose-
cuting Attorney Curkhill, make
up the array of counsel for the
government. The defendant, since
the retirement ot Mr. Robinson from
his case is represented alone bv Mr.
Scoville, his brother-in-la- who has
neither reputation, nor experience as

criminal lawyer, lie is not expert
even in examing witnesses, but he
seems frank and candid and very de-

sirous that the witness shall tell the
whole truth in the most intelligible
way. in point ot ability, learning,
reputation, will, skill of counsel, the
prcpondenco in favor of the govern-
ment is overwhelming. The effect of
the trial thus far however has been to
moderate the great indignation and
prejudice against tho prisoner and
beget an apprehension, it not convic
tion, of his insanity and moral trre- -

onsibility. It is said on good y

that at least two of the experts
summoned for the government alter a
full investigation have concluded the
prisoner is insane and will remain to
testify in his behalf.
