Senator Ben Hill, his wife, son
and doctor, are at St. Louis y en
route to Eureka Sprinrs. The Sena-
tor is very weak.

It 'is a notable fact that exactly a
year intervened between the deaths of
two of the most powerful men of this
oentury, Beaoonsfield and Darwin.

Tnc authorities of Toledo, Ohio,
propose to make that a very quiet
place on Sundays.

Another default of
interest would be the result in less
than five years, and then in a spirit of
despair and resentment the people
would become repudiators in
dead earnest, and the State
would be set back twenty
years. A reasonable proposition would
do more to foster a sentiment of State
credit and encourage the people than
all the tirades of abuse and high-ton- e!

moral homilies ever written.
Tho 60-4-- 5- proposition is not liberal.
In the first place it is moro than we
morally owe, and secondly it imposes
too great a burden and a drain upon
the producing forces of the Stato.
Tho debt is say no less than $32,000,000.
At sixty cents on the dollar, this
would be reduced to $19,200,000. The
interest on this, at i per cent, would
be $7GB,000 per annum. In three
years, under the plan proposed, this
would amount to $2,304,000. At 5
per cent the interest would be $9C0,
COO per annip, or $4,800,000 in five
years, as proposed, or $7,104,000 to be
paid out in eight years without re
ducing tho principal ; after that, at G

per cent, the interest would bo $1,152,- -

000 per annum. That is what the

Efleeta or Coolness.
The recent cool weather has had

Orchards of this
section are, however, everywhere
heavily laden with young fruit and
can woll afford to lose mote than half
of their burden and still have an
abundance.

In this connection, it may be well to
mention that the effeots of tho frosts
of the 14th, 15th and lb'th inst. upon
young cotton was not of serious im
port.- - In the valley country lying
along the river to the northward it
was estimated that between three and
five thousand aores of early planted
cotton had come up and was nipped
and killed.
While this was probably the fact, fow

had planted any eotton at all and no
body as far as heard, lost over 100
acres total. This on large plantations
where from thrco to say eight
or 900 aores are to be pat

in cotton is of no great mo-

ment though of course the necessity of
replanting, increases the labor.

The plantation of J. W, Jefferson,
of this city, lost no cotton by the frost
as has been erroneously reported, all
because trot a seed of his planting had
come up at the date of the frosts visi-

tations. Between 700 and 900 acres
of cotton is to be cultivated on Col
onels Jefferson's place, and Lis hands
had just begun to put in the seed
when the frosls came, consequently
as yet he has had no replanting to do,
and he hopes he won't have.
